——“冲雅思5.5分、6.5分、7.5分核心词汇”系列丛书

对于任何等级、任何类别的英语综合水平考试而言，词汇永远是考生必须攻克的难关。换句话说，词汇是听、说、读、写、译各项语言技能的基础。掌握足够且适合的词汇不仅有助于提高考生的语言能力，还可以增强考生的自信，从而最大限度地确保考生在考试中发挥稳定并最终取得优异的成绩。

雅思考试是一种为打算去英语国家学习、工作或定居的人们设置的综合英语水平考试，受到国际社会的广泛认可。每年有超过200万人次的考生参加雅思考试。雅思考试由听、说、读、写四部分构成，旨在考查应试者的各项英语应用技能，最高分为9分。为了帮助广大“烤鸭”们打下扎实的词汇基础，在竞争激烈的考试中凭借高分脱颖而出，编者精心打造了这套“分级”雅思核心词汇系列丛书。

词汇分级是本系列丛书的最大特色，方便不同英语程度的考生各取所需，对症下药。本套丛书分为3册，即《冲雅思5.5分核心词汇》、《冲雅思6.5分核心词汇》和《冲雅思7.5分核心词汇》。三本书既循序渐进又相辅相成，按照独特的分级理念和科学的分级规则筛选词汇，使考生能够一步一个脚印地、有针对性地背诵并熟练掌握雅思核心词汇，从而真正达到令人满意的词汇水平，为获得理想分数铺平道路。基础一般的考生可以先从较为简单常用的词汇开始背诵，逐步增强实力，选择《冲雅思5.5分核心词汇》或《冲雅思6.5分核心词汇》；而基础较好的考生可以免于不断重复背诵已经掌握的词汇之苦，选择《冲雅思7.5分核心词汇》即可。

本套丛书各分册内容与特色

《冲雅思5.5分核心词汇》收录词汇1482个，这些词汇大部分为剑桥雅思真题中出现频率很高的核心词汇、最近几年机经中出现的超高频核心词汇，以及基础水平英语的高频核心词汇。每个词汇均配有相应的音标、中英文释义和例句，其中核心词汇均以粗体形式出现在例句中，部分词汇还提供了近义词或同义词、相关词组等。例句均选自雅思真题以及权威词典。这部分词汇虽然为基础词汇，但非常重要，是英语词汇的核心，是所有雅思考生必须完全掌握的词汇。考生要尽量做到读准、拼对、用熟这些词汇。更加基础的词汇没有收录在本书中。

《冲雅思6.5分核心词汇》收录词汇1858个，这些词汇大部分为剑桥雅思真题中出现频率较高的核心词汇、最近几年机经中出现的高频核心词汇，以及中级水平英语的高频核心词汇。每个词汇均配有相应的音标、中英文释义和例句，其中核心词汇均以粗体形式出现在例句中，部分词汇还提供了近义词或同义词、相关词组等。例句均选自雅思真题以及权威词典。这部分词汇是目标为6.5分或更高分数的所有雅思考生必须掌握的词汇。考生要尽量做到读对、拼对、用对这些词汇。掌握了这部分词汇后，考生的英语词汇总量在6500个左右。

《冲雅思7.5分核心词汇》收录词汇1344个，这些词汇大部分为剑桥雅思真题中出现频率小于或等于3次的核心词汇、最近几年机经中出现的高频词汇，以及高级水平英语的核心高频词汇。每个词汇均配有相应的音标、中英文释义和例句，其中核心词汇均以粗体形式出现在例句中，部分词汇还提供了近义词或同义词、相关词组等。例句均选自雅思真题以及权威词典。这部分词汇在考试和日常生活中使用频率不是非常高，但对于想要获得7.5分或更高分并进入名校的学生来说却是必备的。雅思7.5分是很多世界名校的敲门砖，对自己有较高要求的考生绝不能因为有畏难情绪而放弃记忆这些词汇。考生要尽量做到会读、会认这些词汇。掌握了这些词汇后，考生会进入到使用英语的新阶段，好像突破重重障碍到达山顶一样，“一览众山小”， 日常生活、工作和学习中的大部分英语将不再成为考生的麻烦！

《冲雅思5.5分核心词汇》和《冲雅思6.5分核心词汇》中大部分词汇后面都标有词频条，以表示单词在考试中出现的频率。《冲雅思7.5分核心词汇》收录单词在真题中出现频次较低，所以并未标识词频条。词频划分与词频条标识如下：

词汇背诵方法推荐

背诵词汇的方法很多，所谓最好的方法也是因人而异。根据大量的研究成果和多年的授课经验，我们推荐考生在使用本套丛书时选用以下词汇背诵方法：

1. 根据英文释义背诵词汇

通过钻研英文释义，可以把握每个词汇的准确含义，避免出现理解错误。钻研英文释义的过程非常有利于词汇的背诵。考生既背了词汇，又掌握了英文释义，还扩大了英语阅读量，一举三得。

2. 根据例句背诵词汇

例句可以生动地展现词汇是如何被运用的，从而帮助考生避免误用这个词汇。考生也可以通过反复阅读和欣赏例句，加深对这个词汇的印象，巩固学习效果。例句本身都非常经典，也值得背诵。

3. 通过模仿造句背诵词汇

考生可模仿本书所提供的经典例句进行造句练习，哪怕仅仅是对书中例句做简单的词汇替换练习也是好的。这种练习可以让考生做到“举一反三”，乃至“过目不忘”。

4. 机械背诵词汇

考生通过多次朗读或默读可以记住很多词汇。事实上这可能是绝大部分人使用最多的词汇背诵方法。不可否认，有的词汇跟我们很有缘，经过很少次数的诵读就能被我们记住。而有的词汇似乎与我们无缘，多次诵读后脑子里依然不能留下深刻印象。这时候仅凭机械背诵就不能解决问题了，需要我们开动脑筋，逐个击破。

5. 利用词根词缀背诵词汇

词根词缀是较高水平的英语学习者必不可少的利器。利用词根词缀背诵词汇的好处是以点带面，一扫一大片，词汇量迅速提升，学习效率很高。学习词根词缀也是了解英语文化、提高学习兴趣的好方法。

当然，还有很多其他词汇背诵的方法可供考生选用，考生也可以综合运用各种方法来背诵词汇。只要能多多背诵词汇，我们可以“无所不用其极”。

另外，请考生在背诵词汇时，每次大量背诵，不要怕词多了记不住，忘记是正常的。每次背诵少则50个，多则300个甚至500个。即使忘掉很多，仍会记住很多！考生要不断积累成就感，增加背诵的信心。如此，考生的背诵效果会大大提升。事实上，考生背得越多，背诵能力会越强，这是一种正向循环。

词汇背诵是一个费时费力的活儿，但是所有英语学习者都没有办法不干这个活儿。既然这样，我们就要丢掉幻想，下定决心，坚持不懈！词汇背诵的前提是目标词汇的选择，然后才是背诵方法的选择。本套雅思词汇系列丛书是经过科学统计和实践证明的优秀成果。我相信只要考生信奉“精心挑选，大量背诵，经常复习”的词汇背诵原则，坚持，坚持，再坚持，久必有成！
