1.1 雅思考试与雅思写作

雅思考试（IELTS），全称国际英语语言测试系统，是考查听、说、读、写四项英语交流能力的测试。每年，全球有超过270万人次在140个国家和地区参加雅思考试。雅思考试已成为全球英语测评的领导者，被全球超过10,000所院校机构所认可。无论你想留学、移民、就业，还是检测英语水平，无论你想去英国、美国、加拿大、澳大利亚、新西兰，还是荷兰、法国、德国、新加坡，用雅思考试来证明你的英语语言能力都是一个不错的选择。

1. 纸笔模式

雅思考试包含通过纸笔模式进行的听力、阅读、写作三项考试和特有的“人人对话”形式的口语考试。

2. 机考模式

自2016年3月起，为了满足英国签证及移民局的要求，用于英国签证及移民的雅思学术类考试新增机考模式，与纸笔考试模式并行。

选择用于英国签证及移民的雅思学术类机考模式的考生，将通过机考模式参加听力、阅读及写作三个部分的考试。雅思特有的“人人对话”口语考试模式仍将保留。该政策仅限用于英国签证及移民的雅思学术类考试，对用于英国签证及移民的雅思培训类考试及雅思生活技能类考试并无影响。

用于英国签证及移民的雅思学术类机考在考试内容、评分标准、难度等级、考试安全设置等方面均与现行的纸笔模式相同，考生也将收到同样的成绩单。

四、成绩单发放及注意事项

雅思考试成绩单是考生英语能力的权威证明，显示考生听力、阅读、写作和口语四个分项的成绩以及总成绩。

五、雅思写作Task 1和Task 2的批改思路与评判标准

考官按四项标准对雅思作文分别评等级分：

Task 1: 写作任务完成情况、连贯与衔接、词汇丰富程度、语法多样性及准确性。

Task 2: 写作任务回应情况、连贯与衔接、词汇丰富程度、语法多样性及准确性。
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以上就是雅思官方的写作能力评分表，大家来做一些小练习，检查一下对评判标准的理解吧！

评分标准一：写作任务完成/回应情况

1.2 自我测评

1.2.1 自主模拟写作题目

同学们在准备初期往往十分迷茫，不了解雅思写作的形式和内容，不熟悉雅思考试的评分标准，不知道自己的短板和长处，也不知道应该在哪些模块下多少工夫来提升自己以达到预期的目标。通过本部分的自测，大家既可以对雅思写作的题型和内容有一个直观的了解，也可以对自身的实力有一个清楚的认识。本部分还为考生提供易于操作和理解的评分表（checklist），方便大家摸清自己的真实情况，也为写作结束后的检查提供指南。

Task 1

The chart below shows the GDP growth per year for three countries between 2007 and 2010.

Summarise the information by selecting and reporting the main features, and make comparisons where relevant.

1.2.2 自主模拟写作说明

此时不妨模拟雅思考试的真实情况，选择一个没有任何人打扰的安静环境，拿出纸笔，关闭周围的一切通讯设备，用手表或者其他计时器定一小时的闹钟，尽最大能力认认真真地完成两篇文章的写作，体验一把在考场进行雅思写作的真实感受。对于预备参加机考的同学，在电脑中打开一个写字板写作即可，注意不要使用具有提醒和自动更正功能的输入法和Word，这二者在考场上都是无法使用的。

模拟完真实考场的考试后，你拿着手上的答题纸，看着自己写完的或者没有写完的习作，想必心情是复杂的：想知道自己能得多少分，是否具备应对考试的能力，以及该朝着哪些方向努力等等。

先来看两篇优秀范文，感性地认识一下雅思高分作文。

Task 1

The provided bar chart shows data on annual GDP of Tunisia, Japan and Ecuador between 2007 and 2010. As is observed from the given data, the annual GDP growth of Tunisia and Ecuador had decreased over the period while the percentage of GDP had increased remarkably in Japan.

As is given in the bar graph, initially in 2007 the annual percentage of GDP growth in Tunisia was over 6 while this was only 2% in Japan and just over 3% in Ecuador. Within three years, this GDP growth in Tunisia decreased to 3%, which is less than half of their initial percentage. In Ecuador the GDP growth percentage also declined and fell to about 2%. On the contrary, Japan had been able to increase their annual GDP growth and the percentage increased to well over 6 in 2010 compared to only 2% in 2007.

In summary, the annual GDP growth in Tunisia and Ecuador decreased while it increased remarkably in Japan over the given period.

Task 2

It is true that many older people believe in traditional values that often seem incompatible with the needs of younger people. While I agree that some traditional ideas are outdated, I believe that others are still useful and should not be forgotten.

On the one hand, many of the ideas that elderly people have about life are becoming less relevant for younger people. In the past, for example, people were advised to learn a profession and find a secure job for life, but today’s workers expect much more variety and diversity from their careers. At the same time, the ‘rules’ around relationships are being eroded as young adults make their own choices about who and when to marry. However, perhaps the greatest disparity between the generations can be seen in their attitudes towards gender roles. The traditional roles of men and women, as breadwinners and housewives, are no longer accepted as necessary or appropriate by most younger people.

On the other hand, some traditional views and values are certainly applicable to the modern world. For example, older generations attach great importance to working hard, doing one’s best, and taking pride in one’s work, and these behaviours can surely benefit young people as they enter today’s competitive job market. Other characteristics that are perhaps seen as traditional are politeness and good manners. In our globalised world, young adults can expect to come into contact with people from a huge variety of backgrounds, and it is more important than ever to treat others with respect. Finally, I believe that young people would lead happier lives if they had a more ‘old-fashioned’ sense of community and neighbourliness.

In conclusion, although the views of older people may sometimes seem unhelpful in today’s world, we should not dismiss all traditional ideas as irrelevant.

It is true that people in industrialised nations can expect to live longer than ever before. Although there will undoubtedly be some negative consequences of this trend, societies can take steps to mitigate these potential problems.

As people live longer and the populations of developed countries grow older, several related problems can be anticipated. The main issue is that there will obviously be more people of retirement age who will be eligible to receive a pension. The proportion of younger, working adults will be smaller, and governments will therefore receive less money in taxes in relation to the size of the population. In other words, an ageing population will mean a greater tax burden for working adults. Further pressure will include a rise in the demand for healthcare, and the fact young adults will increasingly have to look after their elderly relatives.

There are several actions that governments could take to solve the problems described above. Firstly, a simple solution would be to increase the retirement age for working adults, perhaps from 65 to 70. Nowadays, people of this age tend to be healthy enough to continue a productive working life. A second measure would be for governments to encourage immigration in order to increase the number of working adults who pay taxes. Finally, money from national budgets will need to be taken from other areas and spent on vital healthcare, accommodation and transport facilities for the rising numbers of older citizens.

In conclusion, various measures can be taken to tackle the problems that are certain to arise as the populations of countries grow older.

1.3 常见备考误区

一、雅思写作的字数是不是越多越好？

不能少于规定字数。写作板块的字数是有严格要求的。当题目要求中提及最少字数（作文250字，报告或信件150字），这就意味着少于规定字数会被扣分。但并不是写得越多分数就越高。一个常见的误解就是：雅思作文写得越长，分数就越高。这种想法不仅是不现实的，也是危险的。篇幅长的文章也会间接导致失分，因为，随着词句数量的增加，出现错误的几率也会增加。

二、在考场上可以使用自己备考时看过的范文吗？

记忆力好有时并不是件好事。在看到重复出现的题目和范文后，一些“聪明”又记性好的考生会选择熟记这些文章。这是一个严重的错误，因为阅卷老师都是经过培训的，他们能看出哪些文章是你背诵出来的，并且可以毋庸置疑地当场取消你的应试资格。同学们在备考期间可以大量阅读某一话题的相关文章，积累素材和表达，就不会苦于无法下笔而只能靠提前背诵几篇文章来应考。

三、衔接词越多文章就越自然流畅？

关联词语更多并不一定更好。聪明的考生都知道，作文的评分标准之一是连贯性和统一性，那么使用一堆关联词语来表现统一性是不是会更好呢？错。过度使用关联词是一个非常明显的错误，阅卷人会轻而易举地发现并扣掉考生的分数。

四、如何理解词汇的多样性？

词汇的丰富度是决定雅思写作分数的一大标准。这个标准中包含的是作者为了表述自己的立场所使用的词汇。正式的用语能够让读者严肃对待这篇文章。在词汇丰富度这个标准下，我们要提高四项能力：同义词的使用、恰当的搭配、正式的词汇和单词的准确内涵。还应该注意区分短语的不同使用场合，是在口语还是书面中使用。

给大家推荐一个网站：thesaurus.com，可以在上面查找同义词来扩大自己的词汇储备。更多学习内容，可以参考本书的词汇章节（Day 5~Day 6）。

五、如何达到雅思写作7分？/如何突破6分的水平？

达到雅思写作7分受制于很多因素的影响，前面已经展示过雅思官方的评分标准，需要在4个标准平均达到7分的情况下才有可能达到7分。如果触犯了一些基本的原则，犯了一些基本的错误，即使其他的单项再优秀（例如使用了复杂的语法或多样的句式），总分也没有达到7分的可能性。我们来看一下， 通常而言，达到7分需要同时具备哪些能力。

最重要的是切题，按照题目的要求和内容来答题，用具体的相关例子来论述自己的观点，而不是对某一话题泛泛而谈。不少同学往往忽略这一基本却又是根本的要求，不注意在考场上留出时间去审题。一篇离题的或是泛泛而谈的文章，无论文采多么斐然，观点多么新颖，论证多么充分，衔接多么自然，都不存在总分超过6分的可能。关于如何审题，可以查看本书关于审题的章节（Day 2）。

其次，注意观点之间的过渡和自然转换，在规定时间内尽快完成写作要求，文章易懂。

第三，使用多样的表达来描述观点，尽量避免不停地重复使用同样的词汇，力求展现词汇的多样性。

第四，注意句法的多样性，在恰当的时候自然地使用一些习语、谚语、名人名言都是锦上添花的事情。更多关于句子使用的技巧，可以查看本书关于句型的章节（Day 7）。

最后，力求避免拼写、语法或结构错误。盲目追求高级表达只会增加失误率。切记：雅思官方并不期待同学没有任何错误，但是当影响阅读的语法错误达到三个以上的时候，就不可能拿到总分7分或以上了。如何规避常见语法错误，可以查看Day 8的学习内容。

六、6.5分及以下的考生常犯的错误有哪些？

故意使用长句子。长句子和复杂句不是一回事。应该使用最简洁的语言来充分表达自己的观点。

词汇使用不当。为了提高词汇丰富度方面的分数，很多考生会用一些“迫不得已”才使用的单词。在很多情况下，生硬地插入一些词汇会破坏文章的逻辑结构。我们要做的是“学会使用”一个单词，而非仅仅“记忆”一个单词。

跳过头脑风暴的过程。不少考生看见题目后提笔就写，不去思考支撑具体写作话题的各种观点和材料。对于一个话题，我们想说的越多，就越容易写出初稿。相反，没有足够的材料支撑文章，文章内容就会显得衔接不自然。即使是专业的博主和记者，也会在资料收集和口吻选择上花费80%的时间。

七、雅思机考的写作部分该注意什么？

机考和纸考其实没有本质区别，对于采取机考的同学而言，可以通过在电脑上多次模拟考试来快速适应机考，实现考试能力的快速迁移。

考前可以在雅思官网模拟一下机考的整个流程，做到心中有数。具体的操作方法在雅思官网有视频教程，同学们可以自行查看。


DAY 2 雅思写作题目解析 Analyze the Questions

2.1 十大备考主题与典型题目

雅思写作Task 2考查的话题虽多，但总的来说有非常明显的主题分类。通过多年跟踪雅思考题和聚类分析，我们发现雅思写作内容主要汇集在十大话题里面。通过针对这些话题进行背景知识和语言素材的准备，同学们可以更加高效地备考。下面我们先来看看有哪些大的类别，每个类别下给出了相应的举例。

一、教育类

Reading story books is better for children than watching television or playing computer games. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

Many children find it difficult to concentrate or pay attention at school. What are the causes and possible solutions to this problem?

二、科技类

The use of mobile phone is as antisocial as smoking. Smoking is banned in certain places, so mobile should be banned, too. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

The range and quality of food has been improved with the development of science and technology. Some people think it is good and others think it is harmful. Discuss both sides and give your opinion.

三、社会类

People’s shopping habits depend more on the age group they belong to than other factors. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

In many countries women are able to join the armed forces on the equal basis as men. However, some people think only men should be members of the army, navy and air force. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

四、政府类

Government should focus spending only on public services, not on the arts. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

In some countries, the government has tried to reduce traffic. For instance, they imposed a congestion tax during rush hour. Do you think the development is positive or negative?

五、发展类

Some people think that it is more important to plant more trees in open area in towns and cities than build more housing. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

Economic growth in recent years made people in both developed countries and developing countries richer. However, research shows that people in developing countries are happier than before, while people in developed countries seem not. Why? What can we learn from it?

六、文化类

Some people think that news media is much more influential in people’s life and this is a negative development. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

We rely on the news for knowledge of the world, but we are unsure how far to trust journalists. What do you think? And discuss what important qualities journalists should have.

七、环境类

An increase in the production of consumer goods results in damage to natural environment. Why is this case? What can be done to improve this situation?

Human activities have negative effects on plant and animal species. Some people think it is too late to do anything about this problem. Others believe effective measures can be taken to improve this situation. Discuss both views and give your opinion.

八、法制类

Juveniles who commit serious crimes such as a robbery or a violent attack should be punished in the same way as adults. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

Some people believe that more actions should be taken to prevent crimes while others think that little could be done. Discuss both sides and give your opinion.

九、全球化类

Some people argue that countries have moral obligations to help each other; on the other hand, some people argue that a large amount of aid money does not reach the poor of the world. Discuss both views and give your opinion.

Some people believe famous people’s support towards international aid organisations draws attention to the problems, while others think celebrities make the problems less important. Discuss both views and give your opinion.

十、家庭与传统价值观，弱势群体类

Some people think that cultural traditions will be destroyed as they are used as money-making attractions, while others think it is the only way to save them. Discuss both views and give your opinion.

There is an increasing amount of anti-social behavior and lack of respect for others. What are the causes of this problem and what are your solutions?

An American writer thinks that tomorrow is more important. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

In some countries old people are highly valued, while in some cultures young people are highly valued. Discuss both views and give your opinion.


2.2 审题流程与技巧

写作是一种主观的发挥，不同于客观题中答案的相对确定性和相对唯一性，写作有着极大的自主性和创意性；但是作为考试中的写作而言，它就像“戴着镣铐的舞者”，有着其必须遵守的规范。有的同学说雅思写作不过就是“把中文作文写成英文罢了”，也有同学抱着“我背几个话题的范文，到考场上就凭借记忆多多少少默写或者转述一下”的想法，结果可想而之，这样写出来的文章是万年不变的5分或者5.5分。说到底，这些同学都是在审题上吃了亏。审题就评分标准而言，对应的是“task response”，体现在文章的起始段、主体段和结尾段的论述中。相比遣词造句，审题的作用是宏观的、可感的、重要的。一篇文章一旦被阅卷人员认定为“离题、偏题、无关论述”，也就没有突破6分的可能性了。

那么，雅思写作审题的一般步骤是什么呢？审题包括哪些内容呢？

2.2.1 明确题干要求

一、时间安排

我们首先看到的是task 1: You should spend about 20 minutes on this task and write at least 150 words；task 2: You should spend about 40 minutes on this task and write at least 250 words. 这是关于时间和字数的基本要求，表明雅思写作需要你在紧凑的时间内完成相应的写作任务。先不论写作质量如何，至少应该保证基本的150/250字的英文输出。有同学会在task 1上反复推敲，用时达到30多分钟，然后忽然发现时间过半，task 2还没开始，便开始“下笔如有神”，短短20分钟“一挥而就”，一篇250字的文章在争分夺秒后草草写就，殊不知早就失去了半壁江山。雅思官方建议考生用40分钟完成task 2的写作，不仅仅是由于task 2要求的字数更多，更核心的原因是task 2的分数比重远远高于task 1，希望同学们在答题时对此有足够的重视。其次，大家还应该在平时的写作练习中培养时间意识，在规定的时间内完成任务才是有意义的。平时花两个小时写就一篇文章，如何保证在考场上的40分钟内发挥出正常的水平？

二、理解题干的说明

以下是雅思写作Task 1和Task 2的题目说明。

Task 1

Summarise the information by selecting and reporting the main features, and make comparisons where relevant.（通过选取和报告主要特征来概括信息，在相关处比较异同。）

Task 2

Give reasons for your answer and include any relevant examples from your own knowledge or experience.（为你的答案提供理由，运用你的知识储备和既往经验中的例子。）

同学们会担忧需要准备很多的学术论据吗？或者有人担心自己“编”的故事会被考官看穿吗？首先，我们来看一下剑桥雅思考试中心的说明：Ideas should be supported by evidence, and examples may be drawn from the candidates’ own experience，也就是说每一个观点都需要证据论证，而利用自身经历中的例子来论证也是被雅思官方许可甚至是欣赏的。当然，这并不意味着你不需要积累一些数据、科学发现和研究。总之，在作文中应该运用多种论证方法，使自己的作文论证充分，摇曳生姿。

三、四类雅思作文提问方式

雅思大作文共有四类提问方式，每一种提问方式的侧重点都不同，需要加以区分。

提问方式1：agree/disagree类

Do you agree or disagree? / To what extent do you agree or disagree? / What is your opinion?

这类题型的重点是“you”或“your opinion”，即考生自己的观点，因此正文部分不应出现“Some people argue that..., because...”以及“Other people believe that..., because...”，而应该直接明了地说明“我”的观点。并且，题目问“你同不同意”，虽然可以采取中立的观点，但是题目本身希望考生在所给的两种观点中有一个偏向，因此agree/disagree类题型建议采取“单边+让步段”的写作方式。

提问方式2：discuss类

Some people think that..., while others believe that... Discuss both views and give your own opinion.

这类题型与agree/disagree类有明显区别。其重点是客观讨论两种观点及相应理由，而“我”的观点并不是重点，可以在开头和结尾一笔带过，正文部分的客观陈述中不应出现“I believe that...”。综上，discuss类题型建议采取“双边平衡”的写作方式，即两方观点都必须写，且比例保持均衡。

提问方式3：AD类

Do the advantages/benefits outweigh disadvantages/drawbacks?

这类题型问的是你认为利多还是弊多。因此，利弊都需要论述，但是要有偏向，即哪个更多，多的一方需要多给1~2个理由，建议采取“双边有偏向”的写作方式。

提问方式4：PRS或PES类

Problem-Reasons/Effects-Solutions

该类题目通常给出一个问题，要求考生分析问题产生的原因、造成的影响，以及解决方式。审题时务必看清楚题目到底要求回答什么问题。往前推原因，往后推结果，还是提出解决方式？问什么，答什么。

2.2.2 寻找文章的焦点

判断完题目类型，接下来就需要判断它属于哪个话题类别。由于雅思A类考试是学术类（Academic），所以教育类、社会生活类、科技类、传统文化发展类最常考，政府类、犯罪类、环保类、媒体类也较常涉及。把题目内容归类，一是可以帮助我们回忆起一些此类别常用的单词或者短语；其次，在碰到比较抽象的题目时我们可以更好地进行头脑风暴。

考生中普遍存在偏题现象，归根结底还是审题时没有考虑清楚写作重点是什么。


例1
 Some people think that machine translation is highly developed in today’s society. Therefore, it is not necessary for children to learn a foreign language. What’s your opinion?

此题中前半句出现了machine translation，后半句出现了foreign language，到底哪个才是论述的重点？按照我们刚才所说，machine translation只是一个背景，可以放在introduction段或是论证的内容里，但是不能放在topic里。此题的重点应该分析为什么小孩子该或不该学英语。

一、焦点词

焦点词，即把题目的主题限定在一定范围内的词。有些限定词会给大家设置好一定的写作角度。还以上面那道题为例。该题中children就是一个焦点词。因此在论证时，应站在children的角度和成长背景去论证，而不是其他群体。该题中另外一个焦点词（词组）是learn a foreign language（学习一门外语）。

如何确定题干中的焦点词呢？

第1步：区分背景和论证焦点

不少task 2都提供了写作的背景，同学们稍微不注意就会把这些背景材料变成了自己的论点。

例如：Nowadays, distance-learning programmes have gained in popularity, but some people argue that courses can never be taken as good as those by attending a college or university. To what extend do you agree or disagree? 第一句话“Nowadays, distance-learning programmes have gained in popularity”作为背景引出题干的观点，并不是要求考生论证的焦点，“some people argue”后面的内容才是真正的论证焦点。同学们如果在文中用大篇幅论证为什么远程课程越来越受欢迎，显然是偏题的表现。

第2步：焦点词的分类

“5W”法：who、where、what、why、how。同学们根据“讨论的主体”、“讨论的领域”、“讨论的内容”、“讨论的原因”、“讨论的方式”去圈出这个话题所涉及的焦点，找到这个焦点后一定要紧扣其进行论述。

二、绝对词

绝对词，如never、best、most、only、little、ban，此类词汇过于绝对，在碰到的时候要谨慎处理，因为没有任何东西是绝对的。把绝对词放入论点中，很可能会限制论证的展开。强烈建议：站到绝对词的反面往往会有利于我们的论证。


例2
 Many employees may work at home with the modern technology. Some people claim that it can benefit only
 the workers, not the employers. Do you agree or disagree?

在家工作只对员工有利，并不利于老板吗？


例3
 It is the only
 way to improve the safety on ours roads that give much strict punishment for driving offence. Do you agree?

加大处罚违章驾驶的力度是提高道路安全的唯一方式吗？

论证这类观点的合理性有很大的难度，不妨就选择这些观点的对立面，指出这些观点显而易见的纰漏之处。

三、类似话题的辨析

同学们常常在考场上遇到自己曾经看过或者写过的话题，往往就十分激动，开始绞尽脑汁地回想原来文章的内容，希望能在考场上复述出记忆中的范文，因而忽视了题目之间微弱的差异，落入了考题的陷阱。

确实，雅思大作文中存在很多类似的话题，如果我们不对其进行具体分析可能会觉得每道题目的写法都差不多，而事实上能否找出这些看上去大同小异的题目之间的细微区别直接关系到我们的写作是否扣题。

下面我们来试着对比两道题目：


题1
 Some people believe children should be encouraged to watch TV both at home and at school. To what extent do you agree or disagree?


题2
 Some people believe that children can learn effectively by watching TV and they should be encouraged to watch TV both at home and at school. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

乍一看这两道题的焦点词都是children和TV，同学们很容易知道文章的论述重点是在学校和在家看电视对于儿童的好处和坏处；但细心的同学会发现题2还有一个learn effectively，故而题2的论证重点已经转为在学校和在家看电视是否能帮助儿童有效学习。例如不同意题1的同学会有这样的观点：过度看电视对儿童的视力和身体健康无益，故而不应该鼓励。这样的观点放到题2中就有些离题了，因为不利于身体健康跟题目要求论证的有效学习之间没有直接的逻辑关系，需要做补充论证，例如过度看电视会影响健康，健康的下降会降低儿童学习的效率，故而不该鼓励。

再举个例子：


题1
 Nowadays, distance-learning programmes have gained in popularity, but some people argue that courses can never be taken as good as those by attending a college or university. To what extent do you agree or disagree?


题2
 Nowadays, distance-learning programmes have gained in popularity, but some people argue college and university have more advantages for students. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

这两道题是典型的背景相同但论证焦点不同的问题。题1的论证焦点是远程学习课程（即在线教育、网络课程等）永远都不会比进入大学好。题2的论证焦点是大学课程比远程学习课程有更多的优势，二者的差异显而易见。此外，同学们很容易忽略本文的焦点词programmes，错将论证焦点放在了比较在线教育和上大学谁优谁劣上，列举了一些大学可以扩展人脉、参与社团活动等等偏题的分论点。

四、扣题的技巧

我们如何能在遣词造句中时刻体现扣题意识呢?一种常见的方法是不断出现与题目关键词相关的词汇或句子。具体来看两道题目：


题1
 Since science and technology are becoming more and more important in modern society, schools should spend more time on teaching these subjects rather than on arts and humanities. To what extent do you agree or disagree?


题2
 Many people think that painting and music do not directly improve the quality of people; therefore, government should not spend too much money on artistic projects. Do you agree or disagree with the statement?

两道题的部分重合之处在于艺术是否应该得到时间/经费支持？赞成的同学可以阐明艺术的价值，例如Arts can provide people with life-long skills, enhance people’s creativity and broaden their horizons，但是应该注意的是这个通用的观点并没有很好地切题。题1的主体是学校，题2的主体是政府，应该将其有机融合：School’s mission is to provide students with life-long skills, enhance creativity and broaden their horizons, and such qualities can be developed through subjects of arts and humanities. 通过重复题目中的重要信息，反复提醒阅卷人自己在扣题，对自己也是一种有效的提示。

2.2.3 发展文章的分论点

在第二小节中我们已经详述了如何寻找文章的焦点，基于焦点同学们会有自己的中心论点。中心论点的产生并不困难，往往是选择题目所指出的一个角度（例如同意或者不同意，或是其他的看法），难点在于如何论证“中心论点”，那么就要提到分论点的部分了。

论述分论点往往是一个再度抽象和细化的过程。同学们遇到的问题通常有两种。第一，分论点与中心论点无法形成有效的呼应，也就是分论点“跑题”了；同学们在第一轮审题的时候好不容易找到了文章的焦点“who、when、where、what、why、how”，在确定分论点的时候又忘记紧扣这些焦点，造成了分论点证明力较弱、分论点与中心观点关联性不强等问题。第二，分论点缺乏深度、新颖性和充分的论证；面对“青少年犯罪”、“全球化”、“家庭教育”、“全球公民”等话题时，很多同学会感觉手足无措，拿起笔后“无米下锅”，归根结底是缺少对雅思写作常考话题的素材积累。同学们可以借助互联网不断扩大自己的知识面，多看看国际知名的报刊杂志、论坛博客、演讲等，它们涉及的议题、讨论的焦点和各方论证的角度和方法都可以为雅思写作提供帮助。为了方便同学们学习，我们后续还将出版《雅思写作语料一本通》，根据科学的话题分类方法和素材观点整理方法，将国际顶级期刊、报纸、杂志、演讲中的观点用同学们易于吸收和记忆的手段呈现，可与本书配合使用。


DAY 3 文章框架结构设计 Outline and Structure

一篇优秀的文章，必然有一个好的结构。文章的结构就如同支撑房屋的架子，架子不稳，房屋就会倒。因此，在正式写作之前，脑海中必须要有一个清晰的架构。Day 2中提到雅思作文一共有四类，不同类别的作文在行文框架结构上有些许不同，本章将一一探索这四类作文的文章架构。

3.1 Agree/Disagree类框架

Agree/Disagree类题目在雅思写作中的出现频率较高，要求考生就题中给出的观点做出同意与否的判断，常见出题形式为Do you agree or disagree? / To what extent do you agree or disagree? / What is your opinion?

例如：In countries where there is a high rate of unemployment, most pupils should be offered only primary education. There is no point in offering secondary education to those who have no hope of finding a job. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this statement?

这类作文通常要求考生在题干所给的两个观点中选取一个认可的观点，然后就这一观点展开论述，这也就是通常所说的“一边倒”。虽然最近几年雅思官方公布的高分范文中也有此类题型的范文采取中立的态度，但数量极少，因此为保险起见，大家遇到此类考题时，务必要选取一个清晰的立场。

在写此类文章时，一般要包含以下几个部分：

第一部分（开头）：引入话题或现象（背景转述）；转述题目中的观点（可省略）；个人立场。

第二部分（主体）：一般分为两段，每段给出一个理由来支持自己的观点。可以正面支持自己的观点，也可以通过反驳对立面的观点来侧面支持自己的观点。

第三部分（结尾）：再次重复自己的观点。

具体结构如下：
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下面来看一个例子：


题目
 Some people said the government shouldn’t put money on building theaters and sports stadiums; they should spend more money on medical care and education. Agree or not agree?

高分/ 7+范文：

Recently, a criticism often heard is about the government’s decision to put too much money on building theaters and sports stadiums. They believe that medical care and education would benefit the citizens and the country much more. However, I advocate building more theaters and stadiums. Here are two main reasons:

开头：

作者先转述了题干的背景和观点，然后点明自己的观点，即政府应该建设更多的剧院和运动场。

Firstly, theaters and sports stadiums are ideal places for people to relax. After five days of hardworking, people can refresh themselves by taking physical exercise or enjoying a football game there. Meanwhile, exercise is to health what water is to fish. The physical exercise can benefit people’s health, which will surely ease the pressure of medical care. Moreover, it offers a good opportunity to communicate with each other, which will benefit people’s mental health.

In addition, it is also of paramount importance to use theaters as the “social classroom” of culture and history education. The Sydney Opera House, for example, is the father of all modern landmark buildings, and it comes to define not only a city, but also an entire nation and continent. The opera house shows the concept of modernism and the never properly finished inside provides visitors with a story of its creator Jorn Utzon. What’s more, the performances which contain the soul of human civilization shown in the theaters enrich the lives of people from all over the world.

主体：

理由一：剧院和运动场是能让人放松的理想场所。

支持细节：

① 工作一周后，能在此恢复活力。

② 有益于身体健康。

③ 有益于精神健康。

理由二：剧院之类的场所是文化和历史教育的社会课堂。

支持细节（悉尼歌剧院）：

① 悉尼歌剧院是现代地标建筑之父。

② 悉尼歌剧院内的演出展现了人类文明的灵魂并丰富了人们的生活。

Admittedly, medical care and education play dominant roles in our daily life, but building theaters and sports stadiums will not only benefit the individual mentally and physically, but a nation and continent permanently.

结尾：

以让步的形式再次强调建设剧场和运动场的重要性。


3.2 Discuss类框架

Discuss类的题目颇受雅思官方的青睐，在最近几年的雅思写作中频频出现。这类题目通常要求考生对题干给出的观点进行正反两方面讨论，并同时给出自己的观点，常见出题形式为Some people think that..., while others believe that... Discuss both views/ways and give your own opinion.

例如：Some people believe that teachers play a more important role in the intellectual develop-ment and the social contact of children, while some others believe that parents are more important. Discuss both viewpoints and give your own opinion.

辨别此类题目不难，只需找准两个关键词discuss和both，如果题干中有这两个词，基本就可判定属于此类。

需要注意的是，既然此类题目要求讨论双方观点，因此切忌行文“一边倒”，主体部分双方观点均要提及，且在论述时篇幅要大致相同，这一点和Agree/Disagree类有很大的不同。

在写此类文章时，一般要包含以下几个部分：

第一部分（开头）：背景转述（引入话题，转述双方观点等）；可加上一个过渡句，过渡句的作用主要是引出下文；开头部分可以选择表达或者不表达个人观点。

第二部分（主体）：一般分为两段，一段讲一方观点，一段讲另一方观点。

第三部分（结尾）：表达自己的观点。值得注意的是，不仅可以“选边站”，亦可以选择一种相对中立的立场来表达自己的观点。

具体结构如下：
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下面来看一个例子：


题目
 Some people work for the same organisation all their working life. Others think that it is better to work for different organisations. Discuss both views and give your own opinion.

高分/ 7+范文：

Most people get their first job with little idea whether or not they will remain in the same organisation throughout their working life. If they decide to change, they need to consider how this will impact on their career overall.

开头：

虽然这一段很简短，只有两句话，但作者对背景进行了转述，并表达了自己的观点。

People who stay with the same organisation will have a thorough understanding of how it works and also become familiar with the staffs. If they work hard, their promotion prospects are good and there is likely to be greater job security with a promise of a good pension when they retire. Employers value loyalty and may offer additional incentives to long-term employees, including bonuses and reward schemes.

However, one of the drawbacks of staying with the same organisations is that the person may get stuck doing the same job year after year. In some cases, this can lead to boredom and disillusionment. Moving from one organisation to another can be a strategic decision in order to acquire a range of skills and experience. A friend of my father started out as a sociology teacher, he then joined the Social Services and is currently managing a care home in western Australia. This has made him incredibly knowledgeable in a range of related fields and, in my view, has provided him with a much more interesting working life.

主体：

一方观点：一直在一个机构工作有优势。

支持细节：

① 能对工作的内容、职员有一个全面的了解和认识。

② 如果工作努力的话，更有可能升职并得到稳定的收入。

③ 雇主通常很看重职员的忠诚度，有可能会给额外的补助。

另一方观点：一直在一个机构工作有弊端。

支持细节：

① 年复一年从事同种工作，可能会导致无聊、失望。

② 父亲朋友的例子。

There are benefits to working for one organisation, and I feel that it is also valuable for an employee to have different working experiences. As long as it is planned carefully, I believe that change is worthwhile and will ultimately benefit the employee and the employer.

结尾：

作者采用了一种较为中立的方式，表达了自己的观点。


3.3 AD类框架

AD类即Advantage/Disadvantage类，这类题型要求考生分析某事物的优劣势，给出自己的观点，常见提问方式为Do you think the advantages/benefits outweigh disadvantages/drawbacks? / To what extent do you think its advantages outweigh its disadvantages?

例如：In some countries, small town-centre shops are going out of business because people tend to drive to large out-of-town stores. As a result, people without cars have limited access to out-of-town stores, and it may result in an increase in the use of cars. Do you think the disadvantages of this change outweigh its advantages？

此类题目与Discuss类很像，都需要在主体部分进行正反两面的论述，但有所不同的是，AD类正反两面论述的篇幅不需要大致相同，要有一些侧重，而侧重的一方一般也就是考生自己所支持的那一方。

在写此类文章时，一般要包含以下几个部分：

第一部分（开头）：背景转述（转述题目），还可以加上一个过渡句，主要作用是引出下文，比如“The advantages and disadvantages of this development/trend/technology/idea will be explored in this essay.”

第二部分（主体）：一般分为两段，一段分析优势，一段分析劣势，要有侧重。

第三部分（结尾）：表明自己的立场。

具体结构如下：
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下面来看一个例子：


题目
 Nowadays technology is increasingly being used to monitor what people are saying and doing (for example, through cellphone tracking and security cameras). In many cases, the people being monitored are unaware that this is happening. Do you think the advantages of this development outweigh the disadvantages?

高分/ 7+范文：

In recent years, advances in technology have allowed govern-ments, the police and privately owned companies to keep the public under constant surveillance. In many major cities and towns, security cameras are recording the movements of ordinary citizens. Whenever a cellphone is used, the call is logged, so the service provider knows exactly when and where the user made the call. Is this, however, a development we should welcome?

开头：

作者用三句话进行了话题背景转述，即监控技术的发展。最后用一个反问引出了后文的讨论。

Certainly, there are some benefits. In areas where there is a high crime rate, the use of security cameras may act as a deterrent to criminals. If they can see a camera, they may think twice before breaking into a building or stealing a car. The camera may provide useful evidence of crime. The same is true for a cellphone: the police sometimes rely on call log to track the whereabouts of suspects or victims.

On the other hand, there are a significant number of concerns. In countries where human rights are ignored, the use of security cameras or listening devices may be harmful to society. People should be able to hold meetings and express their opinions without their privacy being invaded. There is also a very different issue we should consider. Nowadays, many people upload personal information and photographs onto social networking sites; they often do not realise how easy it is for other people to view this information or for the site owners to exploit the data or photographs for their own interests.

主体：

优势：监控技术的发展有很多好处。

支持细节：

① 能够降低犯罪率。

② 能方便警察破案。

劣势：监控技术的发展有令人担忧的地方。

支持细节：

① 个人隐私会受到侵害。

② 个人信息泄露会有安全隐患。

It seems inevitable that there will be more and more ways to monitor society in the future. However, it is our responsibility to evaluate new technology and decide whether it will do more harm than good. Surely our freedom is more valuable than technological progress.

结尾：

讲述自己的立场。作者认为监控技术的发展弊大于利。


3.4 PRS或PES类框架

PRS或PES类即Problem-Reasons/Effects-Solution类，也就是常说的report类，这类题型通常会给出一个问题，要求考生分析其产生的原因或影响，以及解决方案，常见的提问方式为What are the reasons? / What are the effects on...? / What action can be taken to...? 解决此类问题时，务必要看清题干中所提的要求，切忌答非所问。

在写此类文章时，一般要包含以下几个部分：

第一部分（开头）：背景转述（转述题目），可以再加上一个过渡句，引出下文。

第二部分（主体）：一段分析原因或影响，2~4点为宜；一段提出解决方案，2~3个为宜。

第三部分（结尾）：总结，简要概括原因或影响，以及解决方案。

具体结构如下：
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下面来看一个例子：


题目
 Some people get into debt by buying things they don’t need and can’t afford. What are the reasons for this behavior? What action can be taken to prevent people from having this problem?

高分/ 7+范文：

Nowadays we are living in a consumer society. Some people have problems in dealing with the budget and they get into debt by buying things they don’t need and can’t afford. In this essay, I intend to explore the causes of this problem along with some possible solutions to it.

开头：

作者用两句话简短地转述了题目，即很多人因为买了一些不需要的或者本来买不起的东西而负债。

This kind of behavior is encountered quite often in our present days, mainly because of the possibility of buying goods in leasing. When people buy goods by credit card, some of them do not have a quite clear idea on how much money they possess or owe, so they tend to overdraft their accounts. Besides, psychological factors can not be ignored. The advertisement and the subliminal messages which can be easily found in our daily life have an enormous impact on our view of consumption. Big discount and celebrity endorsement provide the stimulus to excessive consumption.

In order to prevent people from adopting this dangerous behavior, measures should be taken so as to raise awareness among people. What’s more, one must learn how to manage his budget in order to get a balance. Keeping a record on income and monthly spendings would be of great help, which give the consumer an overall image on how his budget should be spent.

主体：

原因分析：

① 可能是因为透支，很多人用信用卡，并不清楚自己存有多少钱。

3.5 经典句套

大家在写作的过程中，很多时候都在用着前人写过无数遍的词句，久而久之，这些常用词句也就成为了进行类似写作时应该把握的常用套路。对于使用这些句套写作，大家通常有两种心理。一种是不屑一顾，认为使用这些套路束缚了创造性的发挥，文章无法彰显个性，所以欲另辟蹊径。这种心理大可不必，要知道雅思作文本质上是一项英语写作考试，并不要求我们表现出多么高超的创作艺术，就好像体操比赛的内容也会分为规定动作和自选动作两类一样，考生熟练地使用这些常用句套进行写作就像在做规定动作，而表现个人水平的自选动作应该在各段的具体内容上体现。另一种心理是趋之若鹜，过多死记硬背类似句套，整段整篇地背诵文章，使工作量无限增加，以至于成为一个Mission Impossible。

比较明智的做法是，熟悉这些句套，落笔时随机应变，配合内容写出好句子。不需要花太多功夫背诵，在平时习作时就精心演练这些句套，只要模仿着使用过两三次，就不会忘记了。

下面请同学们先熟读实现各类功能的句套，然后做练习，演练这些句套。

DAY 4 雅思写作过程与行文规范 Writing Process and Rules

4.1 正文写作

经过前面四天的学习，我们已经为写出一篇好文章做好了充分的准备，现在就要开始进行真正意义上的写作了。

借助审题阶段列出的简要提纲，我们应该很清楚正文要写几个段落，通常五段或六段比较常见。由于各段的战略意义不同，我们无法对各段一视同仁，而是需要区别对待，态度应该很鲜明：

首段写作：突出表现！

中间段落：追求流畅！

末段写作：但求无过！

4.1.1 起始段的三种写作方法

如果要在有限的时间内判断一篇文章的好坏，那么阅卷人十有八九会仔细读读首段内容和其他各段的主题句，其余部分不需细看，分数就可以大体评出了。道理很简单，首段不仅给人以文章的第一印象，同时也是考生最有充分时间完成的段落，所以阅卷人有充分理由预期在这里看到你的精彩表现。下面就教大家如何写出精彩的首段。

首先来观摩一下某些考生常用的开头方式。以此题为例：Should the money invested into a university library be used to buy books or to buy computers? What do you think? Why?

请看开头：My answer is computers. 首段就只有这一句话，自称是开门见山。实际上这样写作的考生并不理解，题目中的问题只是一个借口，回答问题并不需要这样紧迫。这种“抢答式”开头的弊端在于过于简洁，放弃了对题目的必要重述和表现自己写作水平的机会。

另有人常用这样的开头方式：When people ask me which I should invest into, computers or books, I choose computers. 这样写开头的同学很多，仿佛是在扣题写作，实际上是缺乏想象力的无奈做法。很显然，如果没有这场考试，肯定也不会有人问你这个问题。这种“自作多情式”的开头方式流于形式，首段的意义显得可有可无了。

一个漂亮的开头应该能够快速吸引读者的注意力，同时又能展现自己驾驭文字的能力。下面介绍三种开头方式，如果演练得体，首战就可以告捷了。

一、排比反问式

先看题目：Some students like to have outdoor activities. Others like indoor activities. Which do you prefer? Give specific reasons and examples to illustrate your answer.

请看下面的开头：

Have you ever been to the West Lake in Hangzhou City? Have you ever walked along the Long Corridor in the Summer Palace? Have you ever seen the red fallen leaves on the Fragrance Hill?

If you have never had such experiences, you would never know how much fun outdoor activities could bring you.

首段中作者用排比反问句式列举了几处旅游胜地，然后利用反问巧妙地引出自己的立场，是个不错的开头。

排比反问句的使用能够在一开始就显现作者的遣词造句能力，值得学习，但是不是只有这个具体话题才适用此句式呢？否，实际上我们可以在任何文章的开头使用这种句式，比如另一道题目：Your friend is planning how to use a certain amount of money. Should he use the money to buy a car or go traveling? What is your opinion and why?

模仿上文的写法，我们该怎样开头呢？

Have you ever been to the West Lake in Hangzhou City? Have you ever walked along the Long Corridor in the Summer Palace? Have you ever seen the red fallen leaves on the Fragrance Hill? 对，我们还是可以使用这三个排比句，只不过第二段改成这样就行了：If you have never had such experiences, you would never know how wonderful it is to go traveling.

当然，我们不可能每一次都使用这三个例子，要通过练习做到针对任何话题都能迅速写出类似的排比反问句。

使用排比反问式开头需要注意以下三个问题：

1. 排比最好选用三个事物，四个多余且费神，两个不产生效果。

2. 如用排比反问式开头，为了保持其效果往往到第二段再表明作者立场。

3. 进行排比的三个事物最好要有一定的层次感，比较可取的做法是给要写的每一条理由都罗列一个事例出来。比如“朋友有钱是买车好还是旅行好”这个话题，如果你的立场是买车好，就可以将有车的三个好处分别用三个事例在首段用排比反问句写出，每句话对应一个理由，就会显得巧妙、精致多了。如下：

Have you ever kept yourself waiting for a bus for an hour in the rain? Have you ever met some urgency so that you had to go to hospital but found no taxi around? Or have you ever regretfully told your country-living parents that it took too much time to go and see them but you wished you could? If you have never had such experiences, you would never know how important a car is.

这种开头方式的特点是，能够很快吸引读者注意力，并体现排比和反问这些修辞方式；缺点是需要花费一些时间想出三个或三个以上的例子来进行排比。不过经常演练后，随着对句式的把握越来越熟练和思考过程所需时间的逐渐缩短，所需要的总时间也会随之缩短。

二、背景知识式

对于所有文章，还有一种非常正规的开头方式：先陈述文章话题发生的背景，然后循序渐进地引出作者的立场。

还以前面出现过的这道题目为例：Should the money invested into a university library be used to buy books or to buy computers? What do you think? Why?

With fast development of computer technology, books, as a traditional medium, are more and more challenged. Many libraries are faced with such a dilemma, whether they should invest on computers or on books. With every aspect taken into consideration, I believe that to invest on computers would be a better choice.（随着计算机技术的飞速发展，书作为一种传统的媒介，正在受到越来越多的挑战。许多图书馆正面临这样的难题，即应该投资于计算机还是投资于书。在对各方面进行周密考虑之后，我相信投资于计算机是个更好的选择。）

这一段中的前几句，就是在描述文章话题提出的背景，这样进入话题比较自然、正规、稳妥，也是一种非常值得学习的开头方式。

三、引语式

另一种先声夺人的方式就是使用恰当的引语开头，其特点是使用了评分人员见之便欣喜的引号。能够引经据典，别说是写英文作文，就是在中文写作中也是难能可贵的。

使用引语要注意：

1. 引语要贴切，不可牵强附会，好大喜功。

比如，某位考生的作文这样开头：“To be, or not to be: that is the question”，接下来写“to invest on computers or to invest on books, that is my question”。这句原本是莎士比亚的著作《哈姆雷特》中的名句，是哈姆雷特在进行生死抉择时的自言自语，用在此处未免有些夸大其词。所以使用引语开头要讲究恰当，符合情境。只要情形相符，即便是非常普通、人尽皆知的名言警句，也可以大胆使用。要知道阅卷人希望看到引号啊！比如针对学校优先投资于图书馆还是体育馆的话题，就有考生机智地在篇首引用培根的名言：

“Knowledge is power”, university is where people are empowered with knowledge, which is conducted mainly in classrooms and libraries. If we insist on that the main aim of universities is to impart knowledge to students, then library should deserve higher priority than gymnasium as far as investment is concerned.

这句就是我们熟知的“知识就是力量”，在这里被恰当地引用并引申，文章层次立显不同。

2. 注意平时积累，不可以临场杜撰，应该多背诵一些西方常用的经典名言警句。

下面的句子是某位考生临场翻译的一句中国俗语“外国的月亮更圆”：The foreign moon is rounder than the domestic one. 乍一看还觉得译得不错呢，还注意了用one替代前文的moon。实际上，这句话西方人也许永远都看不懂，一则语法上有问题，二则不符合西方文化背景。语法上，round（圆的）这个形容词没有比较级，两个圆只能是同样圆，没有“更圆”之说。类似的形容词还有perfect（完美的），我们能说more perfect吗？其实这里要表达的意思西方早有俗语：The grass is always greener on the other side of the fence.“篱笆另一侧的草更绿。”类似文化上的误解不胜枚举，比如，很多西方人无法理解热锅上的蚂蚁比喻的是什么，还满心地以为中国人写的“ants in the pot”一定是讲蚂蚁跑到热锅上不久就可以入口了。针对我们的文体、话题，本书附录一列出了一些比较适合背诵的名言警句，当然更多的要靠大家在平时阅读时积累。

4.1.2 中间段落的重要环节

如果说在文章首段考生应该试图表现，那么中间段落的写作则应该追求流畅，不必再求结构上的复杂变化，而是干净利索地按照既定套路完成任务。

除去首末两段，中间进行具体论述的各段往往都要写一个主题句，提纲挈领地概括各段大意，这种写法已经成为英文短文写作的基本套路。不习惯和不会写的考生都需要认识到主题句的重要性，练习写好主题句。另外，主题句本应该位于各段的开头，阅卷人也期望这样去看你的文章。有的考生尝试在段落末尾才写出该段主题句，这种做法并不可取。须知雅思写作考试只是一项中级英语水平的考试，考核考生是否有基本的写作技能，这种在形式上的突破没有任何意义，要表现你高超的写作技巧，尽可以在行文中体现。而且这样做还要冒一个风险，就是阅卷人可能根据你刚写完的细节在心里自然产生对这段主题句的预期，由于东西方思维模式上的不同，阅卷人的预期和你的总结性主题句可能不相吻合；而如果先写主题句，后有细节支持，先入为主，风险就相对小一些。

在此提醒考生要特别注意东西方思维方式的不同。东方人比较含蓄，说话往往采用迂回方式，真正要说的话往往最后才吐露出来；西方人比较直接，往往先说自己将要表达什么，然后开始阐述。理解了这一点，你就能明白中间各段该采用什么结构方式来论述了：

每段开头讲该段要写什么。

每段中间写出要写的。

每段末尾简要重复写过的。

在具体的写作过程中, 我们必须注意以下三个环节：

一、主题句

主题句要概括全段大意，写出该段要讲述的理由。这里是评分人员主要看的地方，是评判文章是否理由合理、思路清晰的主要地方。真正写好主题句其实不容易，为此必须注意：

1. 要有概括性

以“白天工作好还是晚上工作好”这个话题为例，要说明这样一条理由：白天工作时，外界的环境有助于工作效率的提高。判断下面两个主题句哪一个更合适：

① When I work in the daytime, other people are also working, so I can work more efficiently.

（当我在白天工作时，其他人也在工作，所以我工作效率高。）

② Outdoors environment during daytime helps to promote efficiency in many ways.

（白天外界的环境在许多方面都有助于工作效率的提高。）

如果选择①，那么问题就来了，接下来该怎么写？该主题句已经含有非常细节化的信息，后面难以延续，因为本来就细节化的信息是无法再细化的。所以我们强调主题句要有一定的总结概括性。使用②则有很多可以发挥的空间，而且符合考场实际写作习惯，可以边想边写。

2. 避免绝对化

比较下面两个主题句：

① Elder people are efficient.（老年人效率高）

② Compared with many inexperienced young people, most experienced elders can work more efficiently.（与许多没有经验的年轻人相比，大多数老年人能工作得更有效率。）

很明显，①说得过于简化。英文中有一个词专门描述这种错误：oversimplification，这种简化导致失真，缺少正规论述所需的严肃、准确。②句说的是同一条理由，但讲得非常得体，尺度把握得好。比较两者间的差别，不难发现，①句使用be动词来进行肯定，相对绝对化，我们不能说所有的老年人工作效率都高；②句使用了很多限定性成分，如many、most，对比性说法compared with，且用can work more efficiently替代了are efficient。这个例子具有一定的普遍性，做日常练习时注意模仿使用。

3. 避免语法错误和用词错误

尽管任何地方都需要我们避免语法和用词错误，但错误如果出现在主题句中就更明显。道理很简单，如果招牌都很脏，很难想象店里会有多干净；反过来，如果招牌擦得锃亮，里间脏一点儿，也许还能幸免呢。所以写主题句时，要斟酌一番，相对段内句子多费些心思是值得的。

二、支撑性细节和四种论证手法

这就是评分标准中的“supporting detail”，有时题目中干脆用“use specific examples to support your answer”来提示考生要言之有物。其实即便题目中不给出这么明确的提示，我们也应该在各段主题句之后佐以例证来增强说服力。

从形式上看，对于进行论述的主要段落，在1~3行的主题句后，应该有4~8行的细节论述，最后再加上1~2行的主题再现。这样，一个重点段落就有6~10行，能骨肉丰满地说明一条主要理由了。

很多考生费尽心思地写好了主题句后，绞尽脑汁也不知道该用什么样的细节来论述才更合适。这里我们将支持性细节分成以下四种类型，希望能给大家一些启发。

1. 个人事例

我们可以把自己的亲身经历当作具体事例来论证相关观点。有人担心我们讲的中国事物美国人看不懂，其实大可不必有此担心。中美语言虽有所不同，人性、事理却大抵相似。比如讲旅行好的话题，你说桂林山水如何秀丽、周庄水乡多么美，评分人员虽说没有亲自去过，也大概可以猜测出你要表达的事物，重要的还是语言。当然个人事例要使用得好，还需要注意下面两个问题：

① 个人事例的叙述要注意控制笔墨，点到为止。

② 尽量不要在各段全都使用个人事例，最好的手法是有点有面，个人事例和他人或泛泛事例相结合，这样说服力会更强。现举一例：讲述图书馆投资选计算机更好的文章，有一段论述计算机的使用有助于信息共享。

During the last semester, all the twenty students of my class are required to resort to the British Encyclopedia
 to complete our final paper. However, there was only one set in the whole library because it takes a whole shelf to hold and is too expensive to purchase more than one set. Ever since the university bought in the CD version of the British Encyclopedia
 , we are free to refer to the same article at the same time through different terminals.

这是一种有说服力的写作方式，但如果再加上下面这句，效果就又不同了。

This case is not rare, in reality, frequently many readers of this library need to refer to the same source at the same time.

有这一句，该个人事例的说明力度就进一步加强了。如果你追求高分，请务必注意个例和范例相结合的写作手法。

2. 假想事例

如果没有发生在身边的合适例子可用，但又想象力丰富，则可以考虑用假想的事例来说明问题。这种手法绝对不应该被认为是作弊，许多雅思阅读中的正规学术文章也有类似下面的论述：

People are born to compute. Imagine a one-year old boy was brought to a deserted island. Seven years later, the boy was brought straight to grade two. He would not have any trouble in keeping up with others in arithmetic.

3. 反面事例

对于有些理由，我们会发现举正面事例进行论述很困难，这时可以考虑用对立方的事例来说明。比如讲用计算机比用书储藏信息更耐久，但不好精确说出硬盘、光盘、磁带等储存介质的精确寿命是多少。我们可以列举书在这方面的弱点来做对比论述：

Paper books in the library circulate very fast. Frequently we find a good book lose its good shape within 3 months. Those seldom-borrowed books are not safe at all, in danger of natural erosion and worm bites.

按照这种思路，很多苦于没有正面事例证实的理由就可以被反衬出来。不过考生需要注意：

① 反面事例必须和正面事例结合使用，全部使用反面事例的文章会非常滑稽。曾经有考生在A or B类型文章中，选择了A的立场，每一段却都讲B的相对劣势，没有一条正面说A的优点，这种全文范围内的单一反证法是不可取的。

② 正反对比的写法既可以在每段内部使用，也可以在全文范围内使用。


使用结构一：

4. 具体数据

目标在4分以上的考生必须注意此项，4分的标准是比一般人要更具有说服力，5分则要求使用appropriate examples。同样是论据，使用真实数据就显得更有说服力，更加appropriate。比如讲吸烟有害健康，如果能说出来这样一句：According to WHO, every year three million people die of smoking. 那么文章的说服力当然大增。不过这样一来，我们要做的准备工作岂不是太多了。其实未必都要有言之确凿的官方数据，举例子时，只要记得在能够提供数字的情况下就提供，感觉就会大不相同。试比较下面两段，讲述相同事件，效果却迥然不同。

① People in my hometown do not care about the forest. They are shortsighted as to sell these trees cheaply. Their descendants will have no trees if they continue to do so.

② My hometown used to have one million acres of forests. The town people are shortsighted as to sell trees for $10 per piece. Trees are sold at a rate of approximately 100 thousand pieces per year, a speed fast enough to leave no trees to their descendants within 10 years.

②中的数据是属实，还是通过生动想象而生，着实无法考证，但这些在考场上都不重要，阅卷人看的是最终的文章。②比①更有说服力，这已经是无可置疑的了。所以，这种思维方式是我们需要培养的。

三、段落结尾

很多考生对于首尾呼应的写法非常不在意，总以为在段首已经明确写了，结尾就不用再啰嗦了。这样你就忽略了西方人最常见的思维模式和写作习惯，这里再强调一遍：

每段开头讲该段要写什么。

每段中间写出要写的。

每段末尾简要重复写过的。

每段结束时，尤其是讲述重要理由的段落，请不厌其烦地换个表达方式重述一遍。

4.1.3 结尾段的常见写法

即便是最优秀的考生，在写到文章末段的时候，时间也会所剩无几。所以写到末段的时候，明智的做法是：不求有功，但求无过。最实用的方法有以下三种。

一、让步式

这种方法对于A or B类型的题目最为适用。假如我们选择了A作为支持的立场，对于B的优点也不能视而不见。采用让步式的方法对反面立场给予一定程度的肯定，是表现思维缜密的好方法。比如：前文一直在说图书馆购买计算机有如何如何的好处，结尾段落对反面立场“买书”也进行一定的肯定。

Admittedly, books do have certain advantages over computers. They are easier to carry with, lower in unit price, and more energy efficient given that computers are driven by electrical power. However, computers have more valuable merits as an efficient, durable, manageable means for libraries of the new century. I, therefore, reinforce my standpoint to choose computers as my final choice for the investment.

使用让步式时应注意：

1. 做完让步后要注意重申己方立场，切忌产生类似下文的错误：

Admittedly, books do have certain advantages over computers. They are easy to carry, low in unit price, and energy saving given that computers are driven by electrical power. However, I still prefer computers.

这个结尾翻译过来的感觉就好像“尽管书有如此多的好处，但我就是喜欢计算机”，言外之意，你管得着吗？类似错误在考生作文中常常见到，失误在于让步后的总结粗糙。改正方法：让步后的正面总结要有分量，往往需要把已经谈过的己方优势用简单字句重述一遍。

2. 如果做让步时发现写得比较多，可以考虑将其作为倒数第二段，把最后一段作为正面总结段。

二、正面总结

将文中论述过的己方优势用简洁的语言重述一遍，再强调一遍立场。这种方法简单易行，最保险不过。例如：

In conclusion, given that computers have more valuable merits as an efficient, durable, manageable means for libraries of the new century, I, therefore, reinforce my standpoint to choose computers as my final choice for the investment.

三、引语式

这是一种实用并且倍受评分人员欣赏的结尾方式，基于平时的不断积累，一旦使用得当，文章会立即增色很多。

例如：针对“人是否应该成立一定的组织”这个题目，有考生写出了下面的段落：

Today when we are arguing about whether people should form a certain organization or group, we should not forget what a famous British sociologist addressed “No one is an island, entirely of itself”.

这样的结尾干净利索，作者就此戛然而止，留下余韵供读者品评回味。


4.2 行文规范

《雅思考试官方指南》中有明确规定，要求考生按照正规的书面文体进行写作。很多中国考生或是对此感悟不深，或是对文体问题不敏感，于是经常做出“穿拖鞋赴晚宴”的事情，还要埋怨看门的侍者不让其进入。

请看此例：I was kind of mad at the guy who said dirty words to me.

kind of、mad、guy都是口语中的用法，在正规书面文体中可以替换为：I was angry with the young man who said dirty words to me.

再如：I have heard many wonderful things about such cosmopolitan cities as Paris, London, Tokyo, and Hong Kong and I would love to visit these cities to check them out.

句中的heard many wonderful things about、love to、check...out都是口语化的用法，可以替换为：I have heard many good compliments about such cosmopolitan cities as Paris, London, Tokyo, and Hong Kong. I am eager to visit these cities myself.

另外常见的错误还有：When I got home, I got tired, so I got a book and got into bed.

get太不正式，意思也过于含糊，不适合用在正规文体的写作中，应将其替换为一个更加具体的单词，如become、receive、find、achieve等等。

4.2.1 文体要正式

一、区分正规书面词汇和非正式用语的基本方法

1. 通常非正式用语多为单音节，字母也少。

二、正确使用缩略式

1. 严格禁用口语中的缩略式

“can’t、don’t、it’s、we’ll、they’ve”等类似的缩略式禁止使用，应当使用单词相应的完整形式“cannot、do not、it is、we will、they have”等替换。

2. 中国人熟知、外国人不知的缩写

例如：CET-4、CCTV、CRI等，其使用方法为：在首次出现时应该使用全称，用括号把缩写形式附于后面，之后才可以直接使用。

例如：I first took College English Test Band-4 (CET-4) in 2012. CET-4 used to be a necessary test for Chinese college students to acquire a bachelor’s degree.

三、不使用俚语、俗语、方言

此类错误中国学生犯得较少，主要原因是原本掌握得就少。需要注意的是雅思听力中有很多俚语化的表达方式，因为备考期间经常接触，有可能被大家不自觉地使用在作文中。例如：

Hold your horses, do not jump to conclusion.

If you believe ice is cold, you should believe me.

Her room is clean, you can eat on the floor.

4.2.2 句式要多样

一、长句优先于短句，复杂句式优先于简单句式

多数考生的英文写作水平自从中学阶段起就没有什么实质性的提高，学历的提升多数只反映在词汇量的增加上，所以作文中的句法往往留有深刻的中学英语教育的痕迹，以致多数情况下我们无法从学生的英文作文中分辨出某人是本科生、硕士生还是博士生。下面一句话出自学生作文：

Teenagers are pressured by schoolwork. They are encouraged by their peers. They have to resort to smoking like adults. But sometimes they feel a little guilty.

这四个简单句，其实可以用一个长句说清：

Teenagers, pressured by schoolwork and encouraged by their peers, often resort to smoking like adults, though they feel a little guilty.

熟练地进行类似的修正，是渴望得到高分的同学在考前必须训练的一项基本功。在一定程度上，能够熟练使用复合句式写作是英语作文水平提高的一个标志。雅思、GRE、GMAT等考试的阅读部分都使用了大量的长句，尤以GRE文章为甚，其中很多文章是从学术论文改写过来的，人类的自然语言在经过了最大程度的复杂化调整后出现在阅读文章中，成为多数人读不懂的语言。我们重视句式的多样化，但绝不建议大家效仿GRE文章的写法，而推荐大家多以雅思阅读文章为榜样。请仔细阅读品味下面这段雅思阅读文章：

Botany, the study of plants, occupies a peculiar position in the history of human knowledge. | For many thousands of years it was the one field of awareness about which humans had anything more than the vaguest of insights. | It is impossible to know today just what our Stone Age ancestors knew about plants, but from what we can observe of pre-industrial societies that still exist, a detailed learning of plants and their properties must be extremely ancient. | This is logical. | Plants are the basis of the food pyramid for all living things, even for other plants. | They have always been enormously important to the welfare of people, not only for food, but also for clothing, weapons, tools, dyes, medicines, shelter, and a great many other purposes. | Tribes living today in the jungles of the Amazon recognize literally hundreds of plants and know many properties of each. | To them, botany, as such, has no name and is probably not even recognized as a special branch of “knowledge” at all. (168 words)

这个段落共八句话，只使用了一个简单句“This is logical.”。首句使用了同位语来做说明；第二句使用定语从句；第三句使用形式主语；后面四句的让步、并列手法使用得非常地道自然。平均一句话的长度是两行。这种感觉是我们应该追求的。

二、摒弃“There be”句型

There are more and more people who realize the close connection between energy and population.

此句表现出初中“There be”句型不合时宜的顽强生命力。该句型在中高级英语写作中罕有用武之地，甚至在GMAT语法考试中还遭到了严重抨击，几乎每个使用到该句型的说法都必错无疑。尽管偶尔在强调确实存在时也有所应用，但在雅思写作考试中此种需求几乎可以忽略不计，不如干脆放弃使用。

传统语法和现代描述语法的研究一致认为there除了具有语法功能外，没有自己的意义。“There be”句型在绝大多数情况下都可以与普通句型转换。

(1) There must be something wrong. 转换：Something must be wrong.

(2) Was there anyone around? 转换：Was anyone around？

(3) There was no one waiting. 转换：No one was waiting.

(4) There are plenty of people getting promotion. 转换：Plenty of people are getting promotion.

(5) There have been two bulldozers knocking the place flat. 转换：Two bulldozers have been knocking the place flat.

(6) There’s a girl putting the kettle on. 转换：A girl is putting the kettle on.

(7) There’s something causing her distress. 转换：Something is causing her distress.

因此，前面的那句话可以修正为：The close connection between energy and population is increasingly recognized.

4.2.3 修辞要使用

可以肯定地说，一篇不使用任何修辞手法的文章肯定无法超过7分。当然如果要做到一篇250词左右的文章连一个修辞手法都不使用也确实困难，因为大家很自然地写出的文章中就会出现诸如排比、反问、比喻、类比、引用等修辞手法。

在这里强调一下，大家要有意识地应用英语中一些基本的修辞手法，把握下面这几种常见修辞方式，就可以很好地满足评分人员对修辞这一项的胃口。

一、比喻

英文中，比喻只分为明喻和隐喻，没有汉语中所谓的借喻。

1. 明喻（Simile）的格式

明喻，即就两个不同类对象之间的相似点进行比喻。例如：


New China(本体)
 is like(比喻词)
 a red sun rising in the east.(喻体)


从结构上看，明喻包括本体、喻体和比喻词。本体指被比喻的对象，喻体指用来做比喻的对象，比喻词用在本体和喻体之间起连接介绍作用。除like外，比喻词还有as、as if、as though、as...as、(just) as...so、similar to、to bear a resemblance to等等。例如：

Records fell like ripe apples on a windy day. (E. B. White)

It is with words as with sunbeams — the more they are condensed, the deeper they burn. (Leuthey)

She spoke hurriedly, as if heart had leaped into her throat at the boy’s words. (Thomas Hardy)

除上述明喻结构外，有时比较级结构、介词短语及其他某些词语搭配也可构成明喻。例如：

He has no more idea of money than a cow. (Galsworthy)

With the quickness of a long cat, she climbed up into the nest of cool-bladed foliage. (Lawrence)

The process of gaining or losing weight can be explained by comparing your body to your car. And just as your car uses more energy when the engine is racing than when it is idling, so does your body use more energy when you are working hard than when you are resting.

2. 隐喻（Metaphor）的格式

汉语中我们熟悉的暗喻和借喻在英语中都属于Metaphor的范畴。它同明喻一样，也是在两个不同类对象之间进行比喻。区别在于：明喻把本体和喻体说成是相似的，而隐喻则干脆把两者说成是一致的；明喻中有“比喻词”，而隐喻中则不用。请比较：
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使用隐喻时，不需要比喻词，直接把本体说成是喻体，有时句中仅出现喻体，而没有写出本体。例如J. T. Adams的名言：Money is the lens in a camera. 钱与照相机镜头的相似之处在于：照相机的镜头能反映出人的不同面貌，金钱则能检验出人的不同品质，故而两者有此一比。

由于隐喻不直接把本体与喻体进行相比，而是巧妙地通过人们熟悉的形象、特征、动作或哲理去暗示人们尚不熟悉或不易把握的对象，因此显得更加简练、贴切、生动、含蓄。试比较以下两组句子：

①The machine-gun shot down the enemy like a mower cutting down the grass.

The machine-gun mowed down the enemy.

②The parks of our city are like human lungs.

The parks are the lungs of our city.


使用比喻时应注意：


① 不要把比较当比喻

a. Paul looks very much like his brother.

b. The boy is more than intelligent.

c. My car runs as fast as the train.

上述a句指同类对象之间的比较，b句是带强调含义的系表结构，c句中的car和train都是机动交通工具，也算同类对象，所以这三句都不是修辞上的比喻。

② 注意比喻的民族特色

比喻的心理基础是人们对世间万物某些共同特点产生的联想。将英语和汉语相比，我们会发现许多惊人的相似之处，如都以绵羊比喻温顺，以钢铁比喻坚强，用狐狸比喻狡猾等等。还有不少成语和习语中的比喻简直不谋而合，如“火上浇油”（add fuel to the flames）、“晴天霹雳”（a bolt from the blue）、“空中楼阁”（castles in the air）、“滴水穿石”（constant dropping wears the stone）、“船到桥头自然直”（you will cross the bridge when you get to it）。

但毕竟各个民族的自然环境、社会文化背景和风俗习惯不同，所以喻体有所不同。我们用“四面楚歌”来比喻处境孤立，而英美人不知道这个历史故事，也就没有这个比喻。英语里用meet one’s Waterloo来形容遭到惨败，这样的比喻在汉语里也不可能出现。英语里的carry coals to Newcastle（比喻多此一举），汉语中的“洛阳纸贵”（比喻著作风行一时），分别与各自的地名有关。类似的例子不胜枚举，这里提醒大家多理解学习西方文化中常用的比喻，不断积累以期应用。

比喻的修辞手法适合于在文章的中间段落中进行大段论述时使用，偶尔也可以用于文章开头。

二、排比

排比是一种能够增强文章语势的修辞方法，它往往将三个或三个以上的类似事物依次列出。在雅思作文中，我们可以用此手法开始文章，或在文中用大量例证支持某观点时使用，例如：

Have you ever been to the Huangshan Mountain in Anhui Province? Have you ever walked along the Long Corridor of the Summer Palace in Beijing? Have you ever felt the softness of the Xihu Lake in Hangzhou?

在文章中使用排比手法时应注意：

1. 只排比三个事物，四个或四个以上则显得效率不高，不符合考场实际情况。

2. 排比的事物应该有一定的层次感。

排比的使用在首段较多，细节内容请参阅本章4.1.1中的“排比反问式”。

三、引用

适合时机地引用一句名言，作用非常明显，精妙绝伦的引用能够让阅卷人的精神为之一振。如前文言及，引用这种修辞方式在首段和末段各用一个，是效果最佳的，当然只要用到就可以将你和众多考生区分开来了。

引用的常见方式：

1. One of the greatest early writers (philosophers/sociologists/presidents) said...

2. “Knowledge is power”, such is the remark of ...

3. “...”. That is how...comment (criticize/praise)...

4. “...”. How often we hear words like this.

仔细研究上述四种引用方式后，我们会发现最急缺的无疑是引用的源泉，名人名言、箴言警句、圣经语录等。关于引语的专著很多，然而受雅思作文的文体风格、话题所限，我们能够引用的东西并不多。请参看附录一。

4.2.4 人称善使用

雅思作文绝大部分属于议论文范畴，而在英文议论文中使用哪种人称写作，是一个需要明确的问题。英汉文章都广泛使用第一人称写作，不同之处在于绝大多数中国人喜欢在议论文中使用第一人称复数“我们”，英国人和美国人的文章使用第一人称单数“I”和复数“we”的情况各半。使用“I”个人情感和主观意志多一些；使用“we”客观性、权威性强一些。

在雅思文章中，建议不使用“we”。许多英语国家的人非常不习惯“We should...、We will...”等字样，他们也许更愿意在奥巴马的国情咨文中听到my daughter如何。对于“I”，建议大家也尽可能少用，一篇文章最多三处，少则可以没有。建议少用“I”的原因很简单，即为了增强文章说理的力度。其实，考生自己写的文章，自然表达的是考生自己的观点，不说“I think、I believe、I prefer、I agree”等措辞，阅卷人也会知道这是考生的想法。

写作水平高超的英文论文中，基本上不说“I”。我们更多的是被其雄辩的力度、巧妙的论辩所折服。请大家先摒弃自卑心理，看下面这篇优美的议论文，并数数出现了几个“I”。

Old people are always saying that the young are not what they were. The same comment is made from generation to generation and it is always true. It has never been truer than it is today. The young are better educated. They have a lot more money to spend and enjoy more freedom. They grow up more quickly and are not so dependent on their parents. They think more for themselves and do not blindly accept the ideals of their elders. Events which the older generation remembers vividly are nothing more than past history. This is as it should be. Every new generation is different from the one preceded it. Today the difference is very marked indeed.

The old always assume that they know best for the simple reason that they have been around a bit longer. They don’t like to feel that their values are being questioned or threatened. And this is precisely what the young are doing. They are questioning the assumptions of their elders and disturbing their complacency. They take leave to doubt that the older generation has created the best of all possible worlds. What they reject more than anything is conformity. Office hours, for instance, are nothing more than enforced slavery. Wouldn’t people work best if they were given complete freedom and responsibility? And what about clothing? Who said that all the men in the world should wear drab grey suits and convict haircuts? If we turn our minds to more serious matters, who said that human differences can best be solved through conventional politics or by violent means? Why have the older generation so often used violence to solve their problems? Why are they so unhappy and guilt-ridden in their personal lives, so obsessed with mean ambitions and the desire to amass more and more material possessions? Can anything be right with the rat race? Haven’t the old lost touch with all that is important in life?

These are not questions the older generation can shrug off lightly. Their record over the past forty years or so hasn’t been exactly spotless. Traditionally, the young have turned to their elders for guidance. Today, the situation might be reversed. The old — if they are prepared to admit it — could learn a thing or two from their children. One of the biggest lessons they could learn is that enjoyment is not “sinful”. Enjoyment is a principle one could apply to all aspects of life. It is surely not wrong to enjoy your work and enjoy your leisure to shed restricting inhibitions. It is surely not wrong to live in the present rather than in the past or future. This emphasis on the present is only to be expected because the young have grown up under the shadow of the bomb; the constant threat of complete annihilation. This is their glorious heritage. Can we be surprised that they should so often question the sanity of the generation that bequeathed it?

在这篇近500字的议论文中，作者没有使用一个“I”，“we”也仅仅出现了两次，分别是第二段中部的“If we turn our minds to more serious matters, ...”和文章末句的“Can we be surprised that they should so often question the sanity of the generation that bequeathed it?”。但文章的说服力可谓“强悍”，论述过程可谓“经典”，也许我们用尽毕生精力也难写出这样一篇议论文。不过我们也不必自愧不已，毕竟这是西方专栏作家的水准，举此例证，是希望大家能学会不用“I”也能侃侃而谈。且看文中几处表现作者观点的地方：

首段末：Every new generation is different from the one preceded it. Today the difference is very marked indeed.

末段中：This emphasis on the present is only to be expected because the young have grown up under the shadow of the bomb; the constant threat of complete annihilation.

从中能够看出，其实不使用“I”的诀窍也简单，就是：有话直说。

4.2.5 避免歧视性用语

由于历史原因，英语中有相当一些常用词汇有性别歧视之嫌，常常为女权主义者所口诛笔伐。因而，在现代英语的书面表达中，能用两性通用的词汇就用两性通用词汇。比如chairman（主席）一词，显然主席不仅可以是男性也可以是女性（chairwoman）。如果确切知道是男还是女，用词就应该分别对待；如果不知道，就应该用chairperson。

在使用代词时也应该注意尽量使用泛指两性的词，比如：Everyone should bring his own food. / Everyone should bring her own food. 显然everyone中应该既包含男性又包含女性，那么就应该说：Everyone should bring his or her food.

请仔细记忆下表，并在写作中根据具体情况决定使用男性、女性还是中性词汇。
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欲消除性别歧视语言，需要在动笔前就运筹帷幄，避免发生类似尴尬。

1. 将单数名词作主语改为复数名词作主语

A student should treat his teacher courteously.

如果坚持使用单数会很麻烦，“his”要改为“his or her”；如果使用复数名词作主语，麻烦就会被轻松化解。可改为：Students should treat their teacher courteously.

再比如：A doctor needs to wash his hands before he examines his patients.

改为：Doctors need to wash their hands before they examine their patients.

2. 偶尔使用“he or she”“his or her”来替代“he”和“she”，但使用次数过多会有赘述感

If one actor or actress forgot his or her line, the whole scene will be ruined.

Everyone should lock his or her car during night.

3. 使用“the”替代“his/her”

Everyone has to recite his line.

改为：Everyone has to recite the line.

Extra marks will be taken off from anyone who fails to submit his assignment on time.

改为：Extra marks will be taken off from anyone who fails to submit the assignment on time.

4. 改变表达方法，避开代词使用

A doctor needs to wash his hands before he examines his patients.

改为：A doctor needs to wash hands before examining patients.

If one is considerate of others’ feeling, he will get along better.

改为：To get along better, one should be considerate of others’ feeling.

Jubilant, he broke out the bottle of champagne.

当我们写完全部文章的时候，通常只剩下短暂的1~3分钟时间了，很多考生就长吁一口气，然后如脱苦海，弃新生文章于不顾。这种做法实不可取。要知道，这偷得的片刻轻闲也许会换来长期的郁郁寡欢。

这里笔者有义务提醒你，无论你的心里多么厌烦“检查”这项工作，全文写完后自身的整体状态多么差（通常状态好的不多），也一定要充分利用这段时间检查可能出现的错误。这段时间利用得好的话，可能让你提升0.5分的成绩。原因很简单，试想一篇250词左右的文章里如果出现12个拼写错误、6个语法错误，那将会多么不堪入目呢？实际情况是你的每一个语法错误都会被记录，影响语法单项的得分，最终影响写作的总分。须知通常情况下，最后的检查都会查出至少三处错误。也许正因为减少了这么几个错误，你的分数便提高了0.5分，也许正因为这0.5分，你便达到了理想的分数。

那么检查的时候主要查什么呢？实际经验表明我们根据时间的多少可以做四个部分的努力：检查任务是否完成、修改拼写错误和个别语法错误，以及修改一些词汇。

4.3.1 检查任务是否完成

按理来说，从审题、提纲到文章中心论点、主题句和结尾句再到全文的结尾段，都包含着我们是否按照题目要求完成了写作任务，是否从始至终都按着层层推进的写作方法完成了写作任务。我们在写作之初，是按照从提纲到正文写作的一个模式，在平时训练中，可以将自己写的文章作为阅读材料，去抽取出文章的框架，并且仔细思考文章的中心论点是否明确而符合情理？文章每段的主题句是否支撑了中心论点？每段里面的支撑性细节是否有效论证了每段的主题句？文章各段的过渡和衔接是否自然流畅而不生硬？文章结论是否基于前文所述的分论点能自然而有力地得出？

如果上述的问题不能得到确定的回答，这时候就要反问自己为什么会出现这样的失误以及如何修改。尝试着做出多次不同版本的修改，在反复的锤炼中，确认自己的写作已经没有问题或者找出存疑的地方。这时候就需要一个比自己能力更高或者带有不同眼光的人来审视我们的文章了，比如英文老师、外教或者身边英语写作能力突出的“大神”，亦或是某个专门的英美写作论坛，他们都能帮我们发现写作中被忽略的各种毛病。

如若是考场上，对于参加笔试的考生而言，这个部分的修改是十分困难的，也是应该十分慎重的。大面积的直接涂划会影响书面的简洁，擦掉重写又非常耗时。对于参加机试的同学而言，电脑端比书面更加易于修改和调整，但由于同学们在完成文章的一稿后，时间已经所剩无几，也很难沉下心来重新检查自己文章的架构和细节之间的衔接。有的考生又容易头脑发热，手忙脚乱地乱改一通，行文的质量远不如一稿。对于大部分考生而言，在考场上首先要做的是快速浏览一下文章框架性的文字，确认其内容符合要求和语法正确，这样就能保证写作的基本分数可以达到了。

4.3.2 检查拼写

当我们运笔写文章的时候，当然是想写出正确的拼写方式，但实际上在考场紧张的气氛下边想边写出大约250个单词，误差几乎是必然的。这些误差就要靠我们在最后的检查时间里更正，如果我们把8~9个错误拼写减少到了4~5个甚至1个或者没有，阅卷人员对文章的好感会大大增加。

拼写错误发生的原因有两种，一种是认知性错误，本身认为自己写出的字是对的，实际上不对；另一种是笔误性错误，原本知道正确拼写，但在考场上由于着急、马虎而写错，机考时更会由于敲错键盘导致此错误。

如果时间充裕，笔误性错误是最容易当场校正过来的，比如student写成了stuent，只要速读一遍就可以改正。有些考生认为只剩那么少的时间根本读不完，所以干脆闭目养神。这实不可取，正确的态度是：有多少时间就读多少文章，能改几个错误就改几个错误。这不仅是实际需要，也是心理需要。要知道，作文是整场考试的第一部分，奠定着全场的情绪基调，如果写得顺手，又有时间检查一遍，还查出来那么两三个错误，心情就会十分舒畅，心里哼着小曲就进入下面的听力部分。

对于认知性错误，需要平常发现、甄别，积累经验。这里提醒大家务必仔细抄写附录二中容易拼写错误的单词，尤其注意字母的双写问题。考场上常有同学创造性地将tomorrow写成tommorow，此类错误，平日里如果留心过，绝不可能发生。建议大家读完本章后立即抄写一遍附录二中列出的单词，准备机考的同学应该键入一遍，在考试前三天内再练习一遍。

参加机考并选择用键盘输入文章的同学，还需要注意一些由于打字习惯不好而常出现的错误，比如：m和n混淆、b和v分不清。考试前应该多练习打字，使用Type Tutor之类的打字练习软件，追求100%正确率的同时最好达到40 wpm (words per minute)。

4.3.3 改正语法

能够在考场上短暂的剩余时间内查出语法错误确实需要平日的训练。最好的策略不是各类语法错误都查，那样根本查不过来，要选最容易犯的也最容易改的。经验表明最值得检查的语法错误是：主谓一致（尤其是第三人称单数）、时态。当然大家的文章不可能到处充斥着这样的错误，也可能文章前半部分没犯错，中间段落犯了。我们需要锻炼这样的能力：在大段的文章内能够迅速查出此类错误。要培养这方面的习惯，请大家读几篇你的学伴或其他人写的雅思作文。读这些文章时，专门练习用眼睛扫描此类错误。

聪明的读者可能会想，这种训练方法并不贴切。检查别人的文章当然好办，因为文章不是自己写的，这样看所有句子就都带着怀疑的目光；检查自己刚刚写完的文章就难一些，因为自己写的时候很自信，检查时容易不加思考地向下顺，非常容易包庇错误。这里给大家提供一个非常实用的策略：每次习作都原样输入到微软的Word程序中，之后按F7键检查语法和拼写错误。保留改前版和改后版，反省自己常犯的错误，铭记在心。这样练习多篇后，考前三天打印自己的改前版，并再次强化记忆。在真正考试时主要检查自己以往犯过的类似错误，就可以圆满地完成检查语法这个环节。

4.3.4 选词纠正

我们在快速写作的过程中会大量使用积极词汇，也就是那些大部分人都比较熟悉的词汇，而在托福备考过程中背诵和积累的词汇很可能没有用上，很多本科同学抱怨“感觉自己的写作水平停留在高中”或是“我感觉写了那么多年还是那些最基本的词汇”。同学们的感受是正确的，但这个问题是否就无解呢？当然不是。这就涉及选词纠正环节了。

大家在备考前都有长时间的准备，包括单词背诵和大量练习，是有了一部分的积累的。差别在于这些单词仍然是我们的消极词汇或者刚刚成为我们的积极词汇。大脑在处理写作任务的时候是很难快速将这些单词提取出来的，但在写作完成之后，大脑已经处于相对轻松的状态，可以花费一定的时间和精力检索出存储在大脑中的一些词汇，来替换我们首先会想到的一些初级表达。

关于词汇的使用，市面上存在很多讨论和误区。有的观点鼓吹单词越生僻越好；也有观点认为英语写作应该简明（plain English），词汇用得过于生僻显得自命不凡。这两种观点都有其特殊的语境和场景。在专业领域的学术论文中，往往包含外人无法理解的生涩的专业词汇，并且学术文体中往往会使用跟口语相区分的词汇；其次，查尔斯·凯·奥格登发明的“简明英语”提倡使用更少的词汇。确实，英语语言的词汇量超过一百万，是世界上词汇量最多的语言之一。那对于雅思考试而言，它对于词汇的考查在于什么角度呢？第一，精准词汇优于一般词汇。精准词汇表达出作者真实的写作意图和感情，不易引起歧义，展现作者丰富的词汇储备和语言功底；而一般词汇在口语中也广泛使用，意思多样，往往需要进一步地阐述来明确作者的含义。第二，词汇的正确而高效的使用。对于英语非母语使用者而言，在写作中准确地使用一个词汇比错误地使用一个“高级”词汇会更加让人印象深刻。“高效使用”意味着一个词汇的某一个含义不能在文中反复出现和使用，因为这样既会显得单调也会让读者觉得作者缺乏充足的词汇储备。“语用”是比单纯记忆词汇的中文意思重要很多的。

细心比较两篇文章不难发现，文章的主旨大意、衔接和语法都没有不同，唯一的差别就在于部分词汇的使用。文章一即使对于一名刚刚参加过高考的学生而言，也没有太大的阅读障碍，文章中充斥着大家十分习惯的“积极词汇”，这些词汇中国学生往往能够脱口而出，不需要耗费太多脑力，在写作的时候也是颇受大家的青睐，而这些词其实也就成为了雅思考官心中低分词汇的代表。在雅思考试中，一些词汇有着尊贵的血统，它们的多次出现会提高整篇文章的词汇难度和多样性，使用这些词汇的文章往往能够从普通的5分、6分作文中脱颖而出，获得高分。

首先，让我们先来做一些基础的测试，看看自己是否具有使用这些高分词汇的能力。

DAY 9 突破雅思A类图表作文和G类书信作文 Task 1 in Academic and General Training IELTS Writing

9.1 A类图表作文介绍

众所周知，雅思A类的写作中有task 1和task 2两种类型的作文题。task 2即我们通常所说的大作文，本书前几章也基本上是针对task 2所写，而task 1就是通常所说的小作文。小作文似乎一直以来并没有受到考生的足够重视，主要是因为其所占分值比例较低，在雅思官方给出的评分体制中，task 1只占了三分之一的分值。虽然分值比例较低，但切莫掉以轻心，而且task 1一般来说较task 2简单，写作内容比较客观，需要考生自己发挥的地方不多，因此只要把握好一定的写作技巧，task 1取得高分不难。

雅思写作考试时间为60分钟，根据分值比例，你应该在task 1上花20分钟左右的时间。task 1为图表作文，要求考生根据图表信息，写一篇不少于150字的作文。图表作文一般分为两类：数据类图表和非数据类图表，根据近几年真题分析，前者所占比例约为79%，后者约为21%。数据类图表包括曲线图、饼状图、柱状图以及表格，而非数据类图表包括流程图和地图。这几类图表各有特色，在下一节中将分类详细讲述。

一、Task Achievement

Task Achievement，顾名思义指的是“任务完成情况”，它着重考查考生如何描述图表中的相关信息以及是否准确描述了主要信息。因此在审图表时，务必要仔细抓取主要信息和趋势，然后再找到相关细节进行补充。在这一过程中，建议大家列出一个提纲，由于雅思考试时间较为紧张，你可以用简单的词句或符号来概括自己所找到的主要信息和细节，中英文均可，只要自己能看懂就可以。

二、Coherence and Cohesion

这条标准指的是文章的“统一性和连贯性”，何谓统一性和连贯性？简单来说，统一性指的是我们在行文过程中，每个段落要有一个主旨或主题，然后整个段落都是围绕着这一主旨展开描述，不能写着写着就跑偏了。而连贯性指的是文章中的句子、段落之间要有逻辑并且过渡流畅，包括但不限于对连接词使用的考查。

三、Lexical Resources

这条标准考查的是考生的词汇选择问题。在雅思考试中，并不是选用越复杂的单词，作文分数就会越高，考官关注的是你在写作中所用的词汇是否能够清晰准确表达你自己的意思，以及是否重复使用了一些词汇。

四、Grammatical Range＆Accuracy

这条标准考查的是考生能否使用多种语法结构，并且不犯语法错误。


9.2 图表作文常考类型

9.2.1 曲线图

一、写作策略

曲线图是图表作文中的常客，一般会出现三种情况：单曲线、双曲线和多曲线。常见图表如下图所示：
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单曲线最为简单，只需要横向对比，按照时间从起点到终点将趋势描述出来，同时加以对比即可。不过值得注意的是，在描述走势时不需要描述所有的点，要找到主要趋势，在这其中有五个点不能忽视，分别为：起始点、最高点、最低点、突然变化的点或变化明显的点以及终止点。

双曲线指的是图表中出现两条曲线，这两条曲线的走势一般分为两种情况。一是从一开始就完全相反，二是在某个时间点之前两者趋势相同，但随后持续相反或再相同、再相反如此循环。对于第一种情况，我们只需要分两段，每段各自讲一条曲线，不过两段之间要用表示转折关系的连词连接，如however、while、on the contrary等。对于第二种情况，我们可以先写两条曲线趋势相同的那一部分，然后再写不同的部分，不同的部分可以参照写单曲线的方法。

多曲线一般指的是出现三条或三条以上的曲线。三条曲线出现的概率较高，大部分情况是两条曲线走势类似，另一条不同。两条走势类似的可以参考双曲线写法，另外一条不同的则参考单曲线写法，不过限于篇幅，不必像单曲线那么详细。对于三条以上的曲线，如果这几条曲线趋势各不相同，可以参照上述方法分段描述，如果走势大致相同，则纵向对比，数值较高的归为一类，较低的归为一类，分段描述。

曲线图作文的常见写作结构为：

1. 开头（引入主题，包括图表的背景等）

2. 主体（描述数据）

3. 结尾（对图表内容进行简单总结，可省略）

二、高分词汇

在曲线图的写作中，我们通常需要表述“增长”、“下降”、“保持稳定”等趋势。描述这三类趋势的单词有很多，不过有些过于普通，有些不够精准，最终导致文章看上去很平淡或是不严谨。下面为大家总结了一些普通词汇和一些高分词汇，高分词汇并不是复杂词汇，它的作用是让你更加精准地描述趋势以及丰富行文表达。

9.2.2 柱状图

一、写作策略

雅思小作文中，柱状图出现的机率较大，而且和其他类型的图表相比，其信息量往往较多和复杂，是不少考生的“心头大恨”。如何准确地找到柱状图中的关键信息？在解决这个问题之前，我们首先要对柱状图的功能有个初步的认识，其功能主要有两个：

1. 显示某个项目在特定时间段内的数据变化。

2. 比较不同项目在不同时间段中的数据差异。

我们的写作内容要以这两个功能作为指导。当我们在看柱状图时，首先要注意观察各个柱子所代表的项目和数值的含义，然后比较不同柱子之间的差异。柱状图一般分为两种：单柱图和多柱图。面对这两种不同类型的柱状图，我们的写作策略也有所不同。

单柱图，指的是一个数据组只有一个柱子，例图如下：
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如果横轴为时间的话，只需描写纵轴趋势，写法与曲线图类似。如果横轴不是时间，则直接对柱子进行描述即可。

多柱图一般分为两种，一种是一个数据组内只有2~3个柱子，另一种是一组内超过3个柱子，例图如下：
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针对一组内有2~3个柱子的柱状图，我们通常对每个柱子都要描写，包括走势和比较，如果是3个柱子，在必要的情况下还要涉及同一数据组内部的比较。

针对组内超过3个柱子的柱状图，我们通常先对多个数据组进行整体比较，然后选取数据组中的某个项目进行数值变化分析。该项目要有鲜明的特点，可以是数据组中的最大值或最小值。在多柱图的描述中，我们通常用一段说明一种比较内容。

9.2.3 饼状图

一、写作策略

饼状图是图表作文中最常见的形式之一，难度适中。我们在审饼状图时，一般要从以下三个角度出发：

1. 关注不同饼状图之间的关系。

2. 关注饼状图中各扇面代表的含义。

3. 关注饼状图中各扇面所占比例，以及相同的扇面在不同饼状图中的比例变化。

饼状图有两种类别，一是静态饼状图，这类题一般是给出一个或者多个饼状图，但多个饼状图之间并没有直接联系，扇面代表的含义也不同；二是动态饼状图，这类题一般会给出多个饼状图，不同图之间联系紧密，扇面代表含义相同只是所占比例不同，可以进行相互比较。

对于静态饼状图，一般要求在主体部分对每个饼状图都要描述，最后在结尾部分提及每个图的最鲜明特点。而动态饼状图，则要求在这基础上阐明不同饼状图之间的关系，以及相同扇面的比例变化，重点选择特点明显的扇面，如最大的、最小的等。

9.2.4 流程图

一、写作策略

最近几年，雅思小作文考流程图的不多，但还是会偶尔出现，对于这类题型我们也要做好充分的准备。从本质上来说，在面对流程图时，要从第一张开始，按照顺序依次描述，直到最后一张。在这一过程中无需过度发挥，内容应当较为客观。

在描述流程图时，我们首先需要确定整个流程，找到起点和终点，划分中间的阶段或步骤，分段描述。如果图中出现了一些不认识的专业术语，要尽量联系图中的背景进行猜测，在行文中这些专业术语可以照抄。在介绍整个流程时，务必要熟练使用一些表示顺序的连接词，从而使上下文更加连贯。除此之外，整篇文章主要用一般现在时，被动语态要多用以增加文章的客观性。和很多其他图表作文不同的是，流程图作文一般不需要写总结。

在写此类文章时，写作时态通常为一般过去时，多用被动句，可以按照时间或空间顺序来描述。文章结构一般为：

开头：介绍地图的背景信息（通常是对题目进行改写）

主体：介绍变迁

结尾：简要总结

2. 静态选址类型

此类题型通常考查的是提取信息、对比比较和归纳总结的能力。通常题目中会给出几处选址，我们要结合地图分析这几处的优劣势。一般情况下，图中给出了几个选址，主体部分就写几段，最后在结尾处给出自己的观点，即选择一处最优地址。通常用一般现在时写作，这一点和地理变迁类型有所不同。

我们在观察表格时，要注意看表格的文字说明，包括标题、标注、单位等，弄懂表中的数据代表的含义。除此之外，还要对表格的最后一行和最后一列特别关注，因为它有可能是表中数据的累加、平均值等。写作时态通常用一般现在时或一般过去时，表达上要客观，避免主观色彩。
