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Chapter 1
 　攻克首字母填空

一、初中英语中的“首字母填空”为什么这样难

大家在平时练习和考试时，最没有把握的是首字母填空，这种题型的分值又比较高，所以它是大家公认在英语中考中最难的项目。首字母填空测试同学们的英语综合能力，所以只有语法知识是不够的，只把课文上的生词背出来也是不够的。大家知道，我们现在在学校里所学的初中语法有限。当我们做题目时，文章往往是原版的，所涉及的语法知识面较广，所以做题目时会感觉“对文章不是很懂”。我们学课文，肯定要背课文里的生词，但仅仅背出来是不够的。因为英文里一个词往往有多种用法，一个词和其他的词组成的习语、片语或成语，在英文称之为idiom的习惯用法，单靠背课文里的生词是不能完全掌握的。但是没有语法知识和生词，就不可能做首字母填空题，因为语法帮助理解文章，生词是要你填进去的东西，所以只有英文真正好的同学才有可能把首字母填空做得全对。所谓“英文真正好”的含义是：在语法的学习中弄懂所有的知识，不是一知半解；课文熟读到背出后不忘的地步；对课文的生词要背出，知道每个生词的中文意思，当一个词有不同词性时要掌握所有的词性和基本词组搭配；能听懂别人讲的英文，能用英文说出自己想要表达的意思，能看懂难度和课文相当的英文，初中生能写出100～150个字的通顺的英文作文。照此看来，学习英文不是一个孤立的行为，而是个整体的概念。读英文不仅仅是为了考试，把英文作为一种学习和生活的工具才是最高境界。因而要考好英文的基础是要读好英文。读好英文其实是有符合语言学习的规律可循，要做好首字母填空也有其关键所在。

首字母填空的关键有三：一是“理解”，二是“词性”，三是“词汇”。

先讲“理解”：句子要看懂，文章要看懂。理解是第一要素。平时在练习的时候，同学们往往看了缺字的句子就填字，凭感觉就把字填进去。凭感觉填字缺乏理解上的根据，常常会出错。单单句子看懂是不够的，要把整篇文章看完，看懂后再落笔填词。有的同学会说，我平时就是这样做的，但还是错。单看句子后填字和看完整篇文章后填字是不同的，若都错误，前者有“碰运气”的感觉，后者是个“学习的过程”。当然，看完整篇文章需要时间，考试时的“时间”，是平时通过练习变得熟练后“生出来的”。我们知道，首字母填空是一种对综合能力的测试，单靠理解是不够的。还有我们将要讨论的其他因素。其实在文章缺字的情况下，有时确实不容易理解。要在缺字的情况下理解文章意思要靠平时的训练。我们的对策是：平时要加强阅读，阅读的关键是要“读得快”“读到底”“遇到生词猜一猜”。在阅读时不妨做点笔记，遇到生词、习语记下来，时间久了，会积累很多有用的词组，既有利于今后的阅读，又有利于今后的写作。

再讲“词性”：理解了意思后要分析，主要分析这个缺的字是什么词性。有很多同学在学习英文时不重视单词的词性。有的同学对单词后的n.、v.、adj.、adv.、pron.
 等完全不当回事，这是个极大的错误。不懂词性，是学不好英文的。到了高中以后，词性就显得更为重要。句子的分析要靠语法知识。语法越好，分析越正确。知道了词性后，大脑搜索的范围就缩小了许多。在理解的基础上分析出缺词的词性，首字母填空就变得简单明了。我们的对策是：平时一定要注重词性的学习。在背生词时，一定要背词性。英文中很多词都有两个以上的词性，老师在讲课中只能较少或者粗略地提到其他的词性，全面了解和掌握单词的词性，要靠我们自己查词典、查例句来解决。

三讲“词汇”：看懂了意思，知道了词性，脑子里就会跳出一系列的同义词，如果知道正确拼写，问题就解决了。问题是，有时会跳不出那一系列的词，有时拼写会有问题。我在课堂里常常说，“词到用时方嫌少”，就是这个道理。平时的拼生词、默写的积累，就在这个时候用出来。在我32年的英语教学中，有一年半在上海中学下属的上宝中学教初三。有一位很用功的林同学，她在英语学习上，别的都没问题，就是首字母常常无从入手，平时的错误率比较高。我为她的那个班级设计了“突破首字母30天攻略”，从“无字母”到“首字母”，每天扎扎实实地做三篇练习，结果全班同学对首字母的学习掌握都有很大的进步，该同学在英语中考中得了高分，一直头痛不已的首字母填空全部做对。对于词汇，我们的对策是：每位同学应该有自己的“生词本”。在自己的生词本上，应该有课内课文生词、课外阅读生词、平时马路上看到的生词、看电视听到的生词等，分门别类，标上中文意思和词性。不时看看，定期复习，对你的英语学习一定有很大的帮助。

二、攻克“首字母填空”的关键要做“无字母填空”

所谓的“Pure Cloze Test”就是文章中的空格没有字母的“无字母填空”，要求填符合文章意思、语法正确的词。这个词可能是名词、动词，也可能是介词。这种练习因为没有字母提示，难度较高，但是对我们的思维和整体理解有很大的帮助。当你习惯于做“无字母填空”时，当你能做对“无字母填空”时，再做“首字母填空”会感到很顺手。请大家静下心来，先做“无字母”，再做“首字母”。一次不要多做，做了要反思，要想一想，为什么做对，为什么做错。相信“世上无难事，只怕有心人”，相信“Practice makes perfect”。

我在32年的教学中，出了无数的题目，包括“无字母填空”和“首字母填空”。我们不妨从老师出题的角度出发，分析老师出题用意和考查目标。换句话说，老师为什么要出这样的题，老师出这样的题考我们什么？下面我们通过考题来看一下。

考题一

1．holiday　考理解。一个画家到乡下度假，顺便每天画画，是情理之中的事。当然，也可能画家到乡下去工作，专门去画画也是可以的。但在第二段的开始，有At the end of his holiday…，所以这里要用holiday。如果你看一句就填，可能会错，如果你看完后填，就会填对。

2．with　考词汇。介词的用法。画画要用笔和颜料，用with。

3．from　考词汇。介词的用法。从早到晚的英文是：from morning to evening。

4．it　考理解。“天色变黑”中的“天”，英文里用it来表示。

5．pay　考理解。到了假期的最后，画家白住总是不对的，所以他要付他的房租。

6．finished　考理解和语法。钱在一星期后会用完。用，可以用use；用完，要用finish。注意，这里是个被动语态。

7．still　考词汇。Your pictures will be here本来就是个正确句子。所以，这里应该是个副词。

8．such　考词汇。such为形容词，表示“如此这般的”。比较难的考点。

9．show　考理解。“当我儿子回来时，我会把你的画给他看。”这里的“给……看”用show somebody something。

10．not　考理解。这是全篇的最精彩之处。这画家的画实在是可以起一个反宣传的作用。这个农民想叫他儿子不要做画家，所以向画家要了一张画，美其名曰：“钱有什么用……”

（三）最后成型的考题

考虑到3和2都是考介词，二选一。考虑到6和8对初中同学来说难了一点，舍去。最后的题目是：

1．practical　考理解。这题非常难。My friend Jones is not a very practical person．这里的practical意思是“动手能力”。从文章中我们知道，Jones连轮胎也换不来，动手能力当然有问题。

2．flat　考词汇。“轮胎瘪了”英文是a flat tyre。

3．didn't　考理解。糟糕的是没有备胎，所以出了问题。这里应该否定。

4．passing　考理解。向来来往往的车招手。“来来往往的车”是passing cars and lorries。

5．passed　考词汇。“半小时以后”，可以说half an hour later，也可以说half an hour passed。

6．actually　考理解。很多司机都不理Jones，但这部车竟然停了下来。用actually是个很好的词。

7．disappointed　考理解和词汇。当车上走下一个衣着漂亮的年轻女郎，Jones认为她一定是有钱人，怎么可能帮他换轮胎呢？所以，他很失望。

8．help　考理解。一个衣着漂亮的年轻女郎，一定是有钱人，一定不会做动手的粗活，怎么可能帮他换轮胎呢？

9．had　考理解和词汇。have to意思是“不得不”。当一个男人对一个女人说：“我不会换轮胎”，是丢脸的事，所以，Jones不得不说他“这一辈子没有换过轮胎”。

10．set　考词汇。set to do something意思是“开始做某事”“着手做某事”。

11．minutes　考理解。换个轮胎，只用了几分钟，实在令人钦佩。

12．admiration　考理解和词汇。换个轮胎，只用了几分钟，实在令人钦佩。in admiration是固定词组，意思是“钦佩地……”。

（三）最后成型的考题

考虑到1（practical）这题对初中同学来说太难，舍去。5（passed）考词汇，“半小时以后”又太容易，也舍去。有了7，8就不考了。10（set），set to do something对初中同学有一定难度，舍去。12（admiration）对初中同学来说太难，舍去。最后的考题成了：

She c　4　
 her education in the United States at a Woman's College to study psychology (心理学). After graduating in 1914, she returned to China as a teacher. In the 1920s her family moved to Nanjing. There she taught English and American literature at a u　5　
 .

As a writer, Buck's book, The Good Earth

 in 1931 and sold quite well in its first year. It has been translated into over thirty languages. In 1938 she became the third American to win the Nobel Prize for Literature. By the time of her d　7　
 , Pearl had published more than seventy books. Pearl S. Buck died in March, 1973, just two months before her 81st birthday.

Chapter 3
 　攻克综合填空（含无字母填空）

一、初中英语中的“综合填空”为什么这样难

综合填空不仅初中生觉得难，高中生也觉得非常难。顾名思义，综合填空是考大家的综合语言能力。所谓综合语言能力就是对词、对句和对整篇文章的理解能力，是能综合运用词汇和语法的能力。因为语篇的内容包罗万象，要求同学们的学科知识面和生活知识面要广。同样在一个班级上英文课，上课内容一样，平时作业一样，但往往那些平时多背课文的同学的综合填空会做得好一些，那些在课外自学深于课文内容的同学的综合填空会做得好一些，那些平时看“闲书”多的同学的综合填空会做得好一些。与“首字母填空”一样，光有语法和课文上的生词是不够的。综合填空的关键是“理解”。在缺字的情况下，要完全看懂是不容易的。这要靠平时的训练。这里说的“平时训练”是指多看课外英文读物，多听英文广播，多做合适的练习。平时训练的最终目标是“弄懂”。凡有不懂的地方，一定要问老师、问同学、查词典、查参考书。老师不是每时每刻都能找到，有用的参考书和平时用习惯了的词典就成了一种必要。有时候只盯住“综合填空”练习做，对错误不分析的话，效果不会很理想。有错误就要分析，有时是个语法问题，有时是个词汇问题，有时是个习惯用法问题。对不同的错误，应该找些相应的练习来补缺，这样长期坚持才会有效。

二、攻克“综合填空”的关键要做“无字母填空（Pure Cloze Test）”

综合填空做好的关键还是做“无字母填空”，道理和“首字母填空”一样。当同学们对无字母填空做顺手后，综合填空会变得容易得多。只不过本章节的无字母填空练习的文章会长一些，内容会难一些，空格会多一些。在做练习时要加强“弄懂”意识。当你在缺字的情况下能看懂句子和文章，当你对空格会自然跳出相应的词时，“综合填空关”就能攻克。
