对中国读者，我想说的是：本系列图书是专门为你们量身编写的。与很多其他西方教育者不同，我因为个人生活和工作的缘故，对中国的文化和你们的学习方式都有所了解，非常清楚你们在学习英语过程中的优势和劣势。所以在本系列图书的编写过程中，我结合你们的优势，帮助你们在最短的时间内取得最显著的进步。同时，我也指出了你们共有的不足之处，以便于你们有重点地去弥补和提高。何为“有机英语学习方法”？即将中国的结构化学习策略（包括背诵和仿真练习）与科学的学习策略（包括话语分析和语用学）有机地结合在一起，可谓中西合璧的一种学习方法和策略。

对于考生来说，时间很紧迫，而且压力很大，高分似乎永远遥不可及。不过现在你们可以放下心来，因为在本系列图书中，我所选取的学习材料和提供的学习策略都能确保你快速提升学习能力并在新托福考试中考取高分。如果认真学习了本系列图书，我保证你们的时间不会白费。当你们坐在考场中时，就会知道自己已经做了最充足的准备。

如何使用本书收获最大

本书专为希望提高英语阅读和听力能力的新托福考试备考者编写。本书利用“有机英语学习方法”，帮助考生进行有重点的系统学习，从而在短时间内提高英语技能并顺利通过托福考试。英语自学者以及新托福考试辅导教师亦可从本书中获益。

★　本书结构

本书包括新托福题目类型分析、解题策略和模拟试题等内容，书后还提供了完整的试题答案、听力文本、解析以及词汇表。


本书致力于帮助新托福考生快速提高应试技能。
 为了增强考生解答学术类问题的能力，相同语境（如天文学）下的阅读文章和学术讲座（以及一整套试题）都归在一个章节里。这种编排结构可以使考生更好地学习和掌握与常考主题相关的基础知识和词汇（这些词汇会在阅读和听力部分反复出现）。把对话单独放在一个部分也是出于类似原因，这些经常考到的校园生活场景全部精心挑选。在语境中学习语言是最高效的一种方法之一。

第一部分整体介绍新托福考试，并详细描述阅读和听力部分的结构和题目类型。

第二部分“学术类阅读和听力”共20章，分别介绍四大学术领域的不同主题。这四大学术领域分别是：物理科学、人文艺术、生命科学和社会科学。
 每一章都包括阅读试题和听力试题，这些精选的阅读和听力材料所呈现的全部是最常考的语境。考生熟悉了这些语境下的阅读和听力试题后，就可以自信地参加考试了。

第三部分“对话类听力”分为8章，所述内容均为常考校园生活场景，如学生住宿问题等。每一章都包含校园生活类听力题和服务咨询类听力题。听力材料经过精心挑选，结构设计科学合理，可以确保学习效果事半功倍。本部分还为考生提供了与场景有关的文化背景知识，可以说，文化背景知识是做校园生活场景试题不可或缺的基础。

附录部分介绍了新托福考试评分标准，相信也会对你大有帮助。

★　“有机英语学习方法”的强大功能

对于考生而言，要想在托福、雅思、托业以及托业桥等新一代国际英语考试中获取高分，最可靠的途径就是采用一种新的备考方法，而这种新方法必须是在对这些新考试的设计特点进行过全面分析后得出的，并且能帮助考生找出自身的优势和劣势。“有机英语学习方法”就是这样一种方法，能够使考生充分利用已有的知识，集中力量攻破未知知识，从而获取高分。

“有机英语学习方法”是一个强大而高效的体系，该体系由以下三个方面组成：1）基础技能（语法、词汇、拼写、语音和语调以及流利度）；2）关键技能（听、说、读、写）；3）赋能技能（Enabling Skill）（各种认知技能、信息加工处理技能和学习技能，如略读和扫读能力、规划设计和做笔记的能力、理解语言文字的常规逻辑能力等）。

★　PCC PCC学习方法

为了提高学习效率，我们从“有机英语学习方法”中提炼出六大步骤，帮助考生克服最常见的弱点，这就是重要的“PCC PCC学习方法”。

PCC PCC是代表如下六大语言学习目标的缩略词：





P = solidify Pronunciation
 skills 强化发音

C = memorize language in Chunks

C = focus on one Context
 at a time 每次只关注一个语境






P = develop Paraphrasing

由于各种语言技能通过内在的联系合成为一体，“PCC PCC学习方法”的六个方面相辅相成，共同帮助学习者提高语言能力。通过“有机英语学习方法”科学、语境化的学习大纲和以运用为基础的“PCC PCC学习方法”，新托福考生的英语技能将会大幅度地提高。

★　“PCC PCC学习方法”具体怎样帮助考生获取高分？

1．“有机英语学习方法”每次只聚焦一个具体语境，这种学习是最为科学的。为什么呢？心理学家研究表明，人类的大脑在只关注一个领域时其学习效果最佳。研究人类记忆的专家多次发现，人们在记忆事实或学习技能时，如果那些事实或技能是被语境化的，即呈现在一个具体的语境“框架”内，那么人们就会记得更深，学得更好。这一现象在记单词和掌握词汇语块的语言学习过程中同样存在。在语境中学习单词也会使考生单词记得牢，不会很快忘记。





2．因此，记单词的最佳方法就是通过“PCC PCC学习方法”以词汇语块的形式记。也正因如此，“有机英语学习方法”倡导记忆语块，特别是记忆语境中的语块。





3．什么是“语块”？在“有机英语学习方法”中，语块是指经常在一起使用的一组词。在新托福考试中，语块既有可能是习惯搭配，如sedimentary rock（沉积岩），也有可能是短语动词，如follow up on an issue（追踪一个问题）。





4．有意思的是，语言学家和神经学家一致发现，比起孤立地记单词，人们对语块的记忆会更加准确、牢固。不仅如此，当学习者从其大脑的“数据库”里“调出”语块时，一些奇妙的事情就会发生：因为不是用母语词对词地做翻译，所以语言使用者的犯错几率减少；反应速度提高了，则不再抓耳挠腮；更为重要的是，记忆语块的语言使用者必然能逐渐学会用英语思考！当然，所有这些好处都会促使语言能力大大提高，并带来考试高分！





5．在新托福考试阅读文章和学术类讲座包含的四大学术领域中，有些语境的重现率相当高。另外，教授、学生和学校工作人员之间的对话经常会以某些校园生活语境为背景，某些语块也就会不断重现。因此，考生在备考新托福时应该记住这些语块，而且应在语境中记住它们。本书包含很多最常用的词汇，考生应全面掌握。

★ 赋能技能

赋能技能对考生为何重要

“有机英语学习方法”中的七大赋能技能可以帮助考生在短时间内成为高效率的英语学习者。这一点对新托福考试而言为什么至关重要呢？因为综合性的新托福考试要求考生能够快速把读到或听到的英语（输入）转换成口头或书面英语（输出）。传统的应试技巧对考生虽然会有所帮助，但并不足以使考生大幅提高考试成绩，而新托福考试要求考生在实际考试时一边快速阅读或收听录音，一边快速给出反应，并能够用英语进行思考，然后把想法用语言组织起来。因此他们必须运用新的技巧：高效的语言和认知技能。概括来说，赋能技能对所有希望获取新托福考试高分的人都不可或缺。





1．改述能力（听、说、读、写）

在七大赋能技能中，改述能力是通向成功的最重要技能。原因有二：其一，新托福考试的阅读部分会直接考查改述能力，而听力、口语和写作部分也会间接考查这一能力。阅读和听力题中很多选项都是对原文语句的改述。而在阅读部分，有一类难度较高的题型——句子简化题，就是改述题。其二，在训练改述能力时，考生将被迫用英语思考——这会使考生在考试中更加自信，并提高做题速度。

改述学术性语言对于词汇量不足或对相关主题缺少了解的考生会非常难，因而本书从第一章开始，就会引导考生熟悉各种类型的学术和校园场景，帮助学生和自学者扩大词汇量、提高阅读速度、加强听力和提高用英语思考的能力。





2．记笔记的能力（阅读、听力）

记笔记的能力对新托福听力考试至关重要。考生应尽早开始训练，尝试用各种不同方式记笔记。能力强的考生可以用提纲形式记笔记，用缩写形式记下关键词。有些考生，尤其是那些水平较低的，会感觉听力题很难，而记笔记会分散他们的注意力。这些考生也不必过于担心，等到听力能力提高后再开始练习记笔记也不迟。本书会介绍几种记笔记的方法，题目解析中也有记笔记技巧的特别说明。





3．预测下文的能力（阅读、听力）

预测下文的能力对于任何希望取得新托福考试高分的考生都非常重要。在阅读文章或者听学术类讲座时，如果能预知下文将要呈现的信息，那就轻松多了，而且还能更快地抓住要点，更准确地记下关键信息。

在阅读时，考生如果能大致猜到下文内容，就可以加快阅读速度，略过那些不重要的细节。在听讲座或对话时，考生如果能预测到教授接下来很可能会讲什么，那么即便没听出一两个词，也不必过于担心。本书提供了一些宝贵的技巧和练习，帮助考生提高预测下文的能力。





4．略读能力（阅读）

由于新托福考试的阅读文章都有650～750个词，包括4～7个段落，很多考生都感到要想按时读完每一篇文章并做完所有题目是很困难的。当然，大部分新托福考试的阅读题目都会指明在文章中的哪一段落寻找答案，以便考生快速阅读该段。但是，很多推论题和篇章结构题都没有答案所在段落的提示，这就意味着考生需要快速略读全文。此外，在内容总结题中，考生需要分辨真假论述、区别主次论点。如果考生掌握了略读技巧，这类题目就会更易于做。





5．扫读能力（阅读）

扫读是成功通过任何阅读考试的重要技巧，新托福考试也不例外。由于阅读文章都很长，所以考生必须能够在很短的时间内找出关键词或关键信息。考生需要知道如何略过那些不重要的语块内容。本书说明了如何提高扫读能力，并运用扫读技巧应对一系列题型，如新托福考试中那些众多的细节信息题。





6．宏观语篇技能（听、说、读、写）（如：开头语、主题扩展、例证、结论等）

宏观语篇技能是指对“大”的篇章特点的掌握。篇章特点之一就是文章的组织结构，如作者开始谈论某个历史事件的方式。而对文章组织结构的把握即为宏观技能之一。另外，理解教授在讲座中如何给出示例的能力也是一种宏观技能。当考生了解了“宏观整体”后，就能进行“从上到下的信息处理”了。这就意味着，他们即使并不认识文章里的某些单词，也能基本理解文章的主要意思。对于新托福考生来说，宏观技能在听力部分尤其重要。





7．微观语篇技能（听、说、读、写）（如：连接词、信号词等）

微观语篇技能一般是指对一篇阅读文章或听力文本的语言特征的掌握能力。这些特征既包括词语在“自然语言”中的发音方式，也包括在学术类阅读文章、讲座和对话中使用的词汇语块和信号词。显然，考生都希望记住那些经常出现在新托福考试中的单词和短语，因此本书列出了大量这类单词和短语。此外，本书还描述了讲座和对话中的人物“自然”谈话时的发音方式。

★　自学备考者应如何运用“有机英语学习方法”？

首先，自学备考者应制定一个自学计划，列出时间和学习安排。如果自学者认为自己的阅读能力相对薄弱，那么就应该在阅读方面适当增加学习时间。如果听力理解方面薄弱，那么就应该在听力上多花些时间。

无论是在课堂上学习还是自学，学习者每天都应该记录下本书中的语块以及它们的改述方式。这很重要，因为新托福考试经常会考到常用单词和短语的同义改述。比如，自学者可以把theoretical perspective记作一个语块，把theoretical point of view记为它的同义改述。或者也可以把give a recap of something和run through something again一起记。自学者一定要把记下来的语块都背下来，因为它们经常会出现在新托福考试中。

每篇文章和讲座之后都设有练习题，书后对所有练习题都提供了答案。建议学习者组成备考学习小组，这样就可以互相鼓励，共同提高语言技能。

★　教师在课堂上应如何运用“有机英语学习方法”？

What the TOEFL iBT Measures

新托福考试考什么

通过前面的介绍我们已经了解了与新托福考试有关的学习方法和技能，现在让我们来快速浏览一下新托福考试的实际情况。新托福考试的时长大约为四小时，分为四个部分，阅读和听力部分在前，口语和写作部分在后，之间有一次短暂的休息。

新托福考试

（上色字体部分为不计分的实验性题目）
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口语和写作部分没有不计分的实验性试题（即加试）。

新托福考试的四类考题都允许考生记笔记。考试结束后，所有笔记会被统一收集起来并销毁。





A Comprehensive Look at the Reading and Listening Sections

新托福考试怎么命题：阅读和听力命题全解

本章将逐一介绍新托福考试阅读和听力部分的题型，并提供一些概括性的解题策略，而具体的备考和解题策略与技巧将在20个学术场景章节（阅读文章和讲座）以及8个校园生活场景章节（对话）分别加以介绍。本章所选阅读文章、讲座、对话和题目都是新托福考试中最常见的类型。
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 阅·读·命·题·全·解

阅读是新托福考试的第一个部分。

考生将在电脑显示器的一角上看到一个钟表，该钟表显示的是每一部分所剩余的考试时间。阅读文章显示在电脑屏幕的右侧，其内容无法全部显示在一个页面上，所以考生必须使用上下滚动键。阅读文章中的粗体词或专业性术语都有注释，考生点击这些词就可以看到其简短定义。

阅读题只考查阅读理解能力，并不考查综合性技能。现行的没有实验性试题（此部分试题不计分）的阅读部分考试时间为60分钟，考生需阅读三篇学术类文章，每篇文章长度为650～750词，这大约是笔考新托福阅读文章平均长度的两倍。阅读文章选自四大学术领域：物理科学、人文艺术、社会科学和生命科学。

新托福考试的每一篇阅读文章后都有12～14道题目，大部分为选择题，整个阅读部分共有36～42道题目。有些考生可能会遇到两篇不计分数的实验性阅读文章，但是考生无法判断哪两篇阅读文章是实验性的，所以必须尽全力答好每一道题。有一点需要清楚的是，如果考生在阅读部分遇到了实验性文章，那么在听力部分就不会遇到了。

下面来具体看一下你可能会遇到的情形：


新托福考试阅读部分：模拟案例
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 阅读文章类型

新托福考试的阅读部分会包括各种体裁的文章，如说明文（描述或解释一个话题）、议论文（提供论点和论据）以及记叙文（叙述事件）。本书将在后面章节中提供每种文章的示例和解题策略。

 电脑屏幕上怎么做阅读题

阅读部分的不同题型要用不同方式使用鼠标作答。大部分试题为选择题，考生只需从四个选项中选出正确的一项，用鼠标点击其前面的椭圆形符号。而对于插入句子题，考生则需用鼠标点击段落中的数个黑色方块之一，用以表明句子应该插入的位置。对于其他题型，如内容总结题和信息归类题，考生需要用鼠标把所选答案“拖”到屏幕上的正确位置。

 阅读试题的考查内容

阅读试题要求考生回答三类语言问题：


基础题
 　考查对字面意思和具体细节的理解能力。此类题目包括语境词汇题、细节信息题以及其他考查考生对具体语块和句子的理解能力的题目。


推论题
 　考查考生依据阅读文章中的事实和陈述进行概括和推断的能力。推论题种类繁多，如推断作者的隐含目的。


篇章结构题
 　即ETS所称的“阅读学习”题，考查考生对文章组织结构的识别能力，或者考查考生对文章主要观点和次要观点的辨别能力。

“有机英语学习方法”会帮助你全面做好应对各种阅读试题的准备。对于基础题，考生需要强化基础技能，如对词汇语块和语法的掌握。而对于推论题和篇章结构题，除了基础技能外，考生还需要掌握好赋能技能，如进行逻辑推理和识别文章组织结构的能力。

总体来说，阅读试题会按照相关信息在阅读文章中的出现顺序排列，但有一道题例外，即最后一道题——内容总结题（占2分）或者信息归类题（占4分）。

考生在做阅读题时，可以利用屏幕上的回查键快速浏览已做完的题目并检查答案，同时也可以查看哪些题目还没有完成。

 10大阅读题型

阅读部分共有10种题型，在“有机英语学习方法”中，这10种题型分别代表10种“关键技能”。

1　语境词汇题

语境词汇题要求考生先看一个句子中的某个词或短语，然后从选项中选出在该语境中具有相同意思的词或短语。每篇阅读文章后会有3～5道语境词汇题。文中考查的词或短语会在电脑屏幕上突出显示，以方便考生找到。

苏珊评析

因为文中说Daguerre不仅受到赞扬，同时也遭到批评，以致赞扬之声受到削弱，只有D最符合上下文的意思。干扰项A中的angered与名词temper在意思上有些关联，容易使人想到bad temper（坏脾气），因此有些考生可能会被误导。

2　指代关系题

指代关系题考查文章中某个代词的具体所指，常考代词有one，it，they和which等。每套阅读题中通常有一道指代关系题（有时则没有，极少情况下会出现两道题）。由于指代关系词在学术篇章中具有重要作用，因此这类指代关系题也是很重要的。与语境词汇题类似，指代关系题考查的代词在阅读文章中也是突出显示的，考生很容易就可找到。

苏珊评析

此题要求考生确定关系代词which指代什么。因为which紧跟在名词wires之后，且从句which were triggered by the horse's hooves也提示马蹄触碰的就是wires。

3　细节信息题

因为新托福考试的阅读文章都比较长，所以阅读部分通常没有“中心思想”题，这就使得细节和事实性信息的题目较多。每篇阅读文章后通常会有3～6道细节信息题。要做好此类题目，考生需要多种阅读“武器”，包括略读和扫读技能。

细节信息题的题干中通常会指出具体段落信息，例如：According to Paragraph 2…为了帮助考生定位，电脑屏幕上该段落前还会放一个箭头（[image: alt]
 ）。

苏珊评析

要解答这道题，考生必须快速扫读文章第一段，找到有关Daguerre在建筑方面的尝试的信息。第三句提到：Yet this praise was tempered with the criticism that, in depicting motion, Daguerre was far less successful than in photographing architecture.（然而这些赞扬受到了削弱，因为也有人批评说，在展现运动方面，Daguerre远不如他在建筑物摄影方面成功。）由此可知，D为正确答案。

4　句子简化（改述）题

新托福考试的四个部分都会直接或间接地考查改述文本的能力。在阅读部分，改述能力直接通过句子简化题型来考查。虽然并不是三篇阅读文章后都会有句子简化题，但至少两篇都会有。

句子简化题的考查形式通常是：考生先看文章中一个突出显示的句子，然后从题目所给的四个选项中选出意思最接近的一个。该突出显示的句子通常是一个复杂句，可能包含从句、被动结构或者关系从句。

READING TIPS

句子简化题的题干形式通常为：

苏珊评析

关键信息是相片显示出大脑所“见到”的事物与眼睛实际所看到的事物的区别，illustrate是demonstrate的同义改述。

很多干扰项通常都与所考查的句子意思相反，但有时错误的改述句是因为漏掉了重要信息。考生需要弄清楚句子的语法结构以及since和as等连词的意思。

5　否定事实题

否定事实题实质上是细节信息题，只是这类题目的题干总包含某个否定词或排他性词，如not或except。否定词全用大写字母显示，如：





Which of the following is NOT true about Daguerre?





解答否定事实题时，考生必须先阅读四个选项，然后阅读文章段落，找出哪三个选项陈述的内容与文章内容相符，哪一个选项与文章内容不相符。有时，考生需要略读整篇文章才能作出正确的判断。每篇阅读文章后有0～2道否定事实题。

考生快速阅读完整篇文章后，即可确定哪个选项文中没有提及。此题正确答案为B，因为文中没有提到过连环画。

6　推论题

推论题考查考生能否根据文章内容得出结论。一般来说，考生回答问题时需要进行归纳推理，换言之，他们需要利用具体的信息、事实进行总结或者预测。在有些情况下，考生还需要进行演绎推理，即从一般规则推出具体情况。

有些推论题只需从一个段落即可得出答案，而有些推论题则需要结合文章的多处信息才能作答。如果阅读部分共有12～14道题目，那么推论题最多可能有两道，也可能一道都没有。

READING TIPS

推论题的形式：

1．推论题的题干通常是就某一具体话题直接询问“可以推导出什么”（what can be inferred），如：

What can we infer about the photographers at the end of the 19th century?

2．有时推论题的题干是由why引导的疑问句，如：

Why was Muybridge's work probably used later in studies of the mechanics of athletics?

7　插入句子题

要想正确回答插入句子题，考生必须明白特定段落中各个句子之间的语法关系和逻辑关系。在PCC PCC方法中，此类题型最常考查的两个知识点就是衔接性和连贯性。

此类题型考查考生在段落层次上的篇章结构把握能力——有时也会考查全文的篇章结构把握能力（理解主要大意）。换言之，考生需要判断部分（句子）和整体（文本）的位置关系。在阅读部分，插入句子题有一道或两道，但最多不会超过两道，也就是说，三篇阅读文章中至少有一篇后面不会有插入句子题。

READING TIPS

插入句子题的形式：要求考生把一个单独给出的句子插入到文章中合适的位置，使所在段落逻辑通顺、语法正确。文章中会用黑色方块标记出四个位置，多数情况下是在同一段落内，但有时也会分布在前后两个段落的末尾和开始部分。在实际考试时，考生选出的句子要插入哪个位置，必须点击该位置上的黑色方块。

8　修辞目的题

什么是“修辞说服力”？修辞是指利用语言说服的艺术手法。作者写作时，会借助修辞手段来说服读者。因为每一个写作者都有其潜在的写作目的，所以作者所用的语言都是有特定目的的。修辞目的题正是以这些特定目的为考查内容。

具体来说，考生可能需要回答作者为何使用某些例子或措词，或作者为何以某种方式组织文章内容。阅读部分会出现0～2道修辞目的题。

9　内容总结题

内容总结题通常会有六个选项，考生需要从中选择三项。正确答案连在一起就是文章的中心大意。有些选项是对信息的综合。

内容总结题的题目要求相对固定，基本已标准化。每篇阅读文章后总会有一道内容总结题，没有内容总结题的情况也有。内容总结题总是最后一题，每题占2分。考生选对全部三个选项，得2分；选对其中两个得1分；如果只选对其中一个或全部没有选对，则不得分。

10　信息归类题

信息归类题或称填表题，考查考生能否通过通读一篇学术性英语文章的诸多段落，将文中的主要观点进行逻辑分类。考生需要具备分类、归类和匹配的能力。阅读部分的信息归类题与听力部分的关联内容题有很多相似之处。在这两种题型中，考生都必须从文章中提炼观点、分出类别，并建立关联，从而在大脑中形成对文章框架的整体认识。

在做信息归类题时，考生需要点击选项，并将其拖到图表中正确的类别栏里。每篇阅读文章后最多有一道信息归类题，而且如果有内容总结题，就不会出现信息归类题；反之亦然。

信息归类题的分值为3分或4分。

READING TIPS

信息归类题中的表格有两或三栏（列），答案选项为5个或7个，可能的组合形式如下：

在规定的时间内做完阅读题这一点很关键。做题时，如果能够跟随作者的思路，并能够追溯事实层面和词汇层面的信息，那么阅读部分就不成问题。为此考生要努力扩大词汇量，记住词语在语境中的用法。最后，考生还必须以各种形式勤加练习改述。
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 阅读题答题步骤

1．快速略读文章。

2．快速阅读每道题的题干及其选项。

3．排除明显错误的选项。

4．回到文章中，快速寻找答案所在的位置。

5．点击正确答案，继续做下一题。
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 听·力·命·题·全·解

听力部分的时长大约为一小时，考生需要听两段对话和四段学术讲座的录音。如果考生在听力部分遇到实验性试题，则时间会增加30分钟。

每段对话的时间为2～3分钟，有5道题。每段学术讲座的时间为4～6分钟，包括700～800个单词，每段讲座后有6道题。电脑屏幕下方会显示一个时钟，告诉考生每段对话或讲座的剩余时间。

在对话或讲座的播放过程中，考生的电脑屏幕上会显示教授或学生的图片，帮助考生理解情境。有时，屏幕上还会显示重要的短语和图表，就如同课堂上的板书那样。

对话有两种类型：办公时间对话和服务咨询对话。其中“办公时间”指教授每周用来会见学生讨论课业问题的时间。办公时间对话的话题有可能是学生就其学习中遇到的困难求教教授，也可能是教授对学生未能完成作业进行询问。服务咨询对话是发生在非学术性场景中的交流，如开立银行账户、去学生中心洗衣服或去图书馆等。

与阅读文章相同，讲座内容也选自四大学术领域：物理科学、人文艺术、社会科学和生命科学。例如，在一段讲座中，考生有可能会听到一名科学老师在向全班学生讲解云的形成。很多讲座中都会有学生向教师提问和交流的环节。

下面是考生很可能会遇到的具体情形：

在学术讲座中，如果遇到很多听不懂的单词和语句，有些单词是某个学术领域内的专业术语，不要惊慌！记录下那些反复听到或者对教授的主要观点至关重要的关键词。记住，试题只有6道，而讲座时长大约会有五六分钟——这意味着考生将听到大量词语，而其中大部分词语和观点都是不会考查的，因此漏听一两个词并不会有太大关系。

在新托福考试中，讲座和对话中有时会使用专业术语、专有名词和缩略词。这些词大多会显示在电脑屏幕上。在本书中，重要词汇和专有名词等会作为关键词放在方框中，作为学习指导，你可以在听讲座前复习这些关键词，或者在需要时查阅。
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 对话的语言特点

对话使用的是日常会话语言，多是两个人之间的对话。通常，每段对话中都会含有某个需要处理的问题或情况，对话中的两个人会协商解决问题。
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 自然语言

自然语言是新托福考试听力部分的一个重要特点。自然语言是指北美地区人们实际交谈时所用的语言形式，比如，教授和学生在说话时都会经常使用缩略形式，如gonna和would've。自然语言中还包括礼貌地打岔或抢话、语塞（一句话只说了开头部分，然后变换措词重新说）、说错话或口误（单词或短语发错音）后纠正、填充词、停顿或结巴、误解、离题、省略、不合语法以及句子不完整等情况。在自然语言中，说话者有时会通过语音语调来表达情感，考试中考生会遇到询问说话者感情或语气的题目。
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 听力题考查形式

在听力部分，大部分试题都是有四个选项的选择题，有些题只有一个正确答案，有些则会有两个。考生作答时需要点击正确选项旁边的椭圆形按钮。对于另外一些题型，如要求考生对事件或过程步骤进行排序的试题，或者信息归类题，考生则需要使用电脑鼠标将答案选项“拖”到屏幕上的正确位置。听力题的顺序通常与相关信息在听力录音中出现的顺序一致。

一段对话或讲座播放完毕后，在答案选项出现在电脑屏幕上之前，考生会看到或听到每一道试题。大部分听力题的录音只播放一遍。但有一类听力题会重放一部分对话，然后要求考生选出某个句子或短语在语境中的意思。有时，短语会朗读两遍，在此过程中考生会在屏幕上看到一个耳机图标。在听力部分，一旦考生选定了某道题的答案，就不能再回到那道题。
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 八大听力题型

1　主旨大意题

每个学术讲座后的六道题中都会有一道主旨题。主旨题有两种：主旨大意题和主要目的题。不过，学术讲座后以主旨大意题居多。

不过，讲座的开头部分可能会提供答题线索，考生必须从讲座一开始就集中注意力，找出主要话题或中心意思。在记笔记的过程中，考生需要注意判断讲座的主要观点及其论据。

Good afternoon, everyone. Last week we watched a Russian film and talked about the technique of montage in early Russian cinema. Today we move on to the concept of realism—what it means for a movie to be "realistic"—and how a cinematographer achieves the feeling of realism. The name of today's film—Citizen Kane is undoubtedly well known to you—this film is the "darling"of the film studies crowd. [laughs and pauses] Year after year, Citizen Kane tops polls for the greatest motion picture of all times.

Before we watch this two-hour film, I want to talk about why this film—which by the way was produced in 1941—is so unique in the history of film. There are so many ways in which the twenty-six-year old Orson Welles—who directed, acted and co-authored the screenplay—changed the landscape of moviemaking. This afternoon I'll be concentrating on three of Welles' most notable achievements.

First and foremost, through expert cinematography, Citizen Kane made unprecedented use of deep-focus photography. Let's stop and talk a little bit about what deep-focus photography is—it's when the camera simultaneously keeps the background, middle ground and foreground all in sharp focus. This approach brought the audience in closer contact than they would be even in real life. [pause] How is this possible, you may ask? As you watch the various objects on the screen, your eyes are not drawn to one particular thing—that means you are free to gaze about—one moment looking at the great Charles Kane—the next moment at his wife. What is their relationship? You may even focus on a physical object which has some symbolic value to one of the characters. The point is, the filmmaker has chosen consciously not to guide your focus, which means you the viewer are less passive—and must spend more energy evaluating what is important, what is not.

And while I'm on the topic of cinematic focus, I should mention Welles' use of scale. In film, the term "scale" refers to the relative size of objects appearing in the cinematic frame. And in Citizen Kane, Welles' characters are often framed in the right or left foreground, while in the background an action is taking place—an action which disturbs them, or which they are somehow controlling. So, for example, the political poster of Kane that hangs behind the podium seems very large when Kane is speaking, but suddenly appears tiny when viewed from the balcony of Kane's rival, who is an even more powerful man.

OK, then—to come back to the second pioneering technique in Citizen Kane—that of experimental lighting. Welles used backlighting to light his interior scenes. Because his movie sets were lit from below rather than from above, and filmed from low angles. As a result, we often find ourselves looking at ceilings and shadows—a technique Welles borrowed from British films. And, well—to skip ahead a bit in our syllabus—when we get to The Big Sleep later on and the study of film noir, you will see how the "look and feel" of these crime stories resembles Welles' expressionistic lighting. Indeed, Citizen Kane is considered by many to be an early manifestation of the film noir tradition.

I bring this point up now, so that, in a little bit, when we watch the film, you can pay attention to how the lighting has been designed. And—uh well, I can share with you—it wouldn't hurt for you to take a few notes, as lighting will be covered on the midterm exam.

Finally, I would like to draw your attention to Welles' use of overlapping dialogue. Welles was a total newcomer to the world of filmmaking prior to shooting Citizen Kane, so he spent hours viewing great films. One thing he noticed in other films—and found totally ridiculous—quite understandably, I might add—was the convention of one actor speaking at a time. Welles was striving for some level of realism—and he realized he didn't know a single soul who spoke in such an ordered, regular fashion. He pointed out the obvious—that people in real life constantly interrupt each other, even speak at the same time. In Citizen Kane, the actors were urged to adopt natural speaking behavior—to cut into one another's lines. The resulting dialogue, as you will see in a moment, was highly naturalistic and constituted a major change in the way films were made.

There are many other novel techniques in this movie that I could mention, but we need to begin the film now if we are to finish by the end of class. Again, take good notes. And now, if we could dim the lights, the 1941 movie classic, Orson Welles' Citizen Kane.

每篇听力材料后通常只有一道主要目的题，也可能没有。一般来说，主要目的题都出现在对话部分，而学术讲座部分一般以主旨大意题开始。当然，也会有例外情况。

3　细节信息题

在形式和考查目的上，听力部分的细节信息题与阅读部分的细节信息题十分相似，都询问具体事实或信息，其题干形式通常为：According to the lecture, what is...?或According to the professor, when was...?每个学术讲座后有1～2道细节信息题，每段对话后有2～3道细节信息题。

新托福考试听力部分有两类细节信息题，一类只有一个正确答案，另一类有两个正确答案。两种类型的试题分值都是1分。后者的题目要求中都会有"Choose 2 answers"的提示信息，考生很容易识别。参考上篇听力材料，看下面的题。

6　组织结构题

组织结构题（或理解结构题）考查考生是否明白说话者组织其想法的方式以及采用该方式的原因，比如会问考生教授为何以某种方式组织其观点内容，或者问是否明白教授在哪里突然偏离主题。

考生需要清楚听力内容的整体组织架构，并明白语篇的组织顺序：是按从过去到现在的时间顺序，还是按论点的重要程度顺序？抑或是先从人们最熟知的某个事实或人物开始，逐步过渡到鲜为人知的事实？再以上篇听力材料为例：

7　关联内容题

关联内容题只出现在讲座部分。与阅读部分的信息归类题相似，关联内容题也包含表格。考生需要从全部讲座内容中提取相关信息填入表格，主要考查考生的推理、推测和举一反三的能力。同时，考生还需具有按一定的时间或先后顺序将事件进行排序的能力。

此类题型最简单的一种出题形式是给出一个简单的表格，要求考生就某一事实作出二选一的回答，如问：某种植物是否是一种转基因植物？考生只需判断Yes或No。又如：所谈论的动物是哺乳动物还是两栖动物？其他出题形式则要求考生根据讲座中介绍的特点将事物或观点进行分类。以上篇听力材料为例：

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 句子简化题做题策略1

改述能力和识别改述信息的能力对解答所有新托福考试题都很重要，而其重要性在解答句子简化题时尤为突出。此类试题的应对策略有很多，不过首要的一步是一定要弄清楚句子的语法结构和加粗部分的意思，特别是要准确找出句子的主语。


了解标点符号和修饰性短语与从句的用法会大有帮助，因为复合句中常含有各种从句和分词短语结构，而这些都是句子简化题考查的内容。如果这方面的知识不够的话，就有可能会把一个作修饰性成分的名词短语误以为是句子的主语，以致作出错误选择并丢分。

当然，单凭对标点和语法规则的了解是不够的，还必须能够理解句子中的词汇语块及其他同义表达方式。下面来看一些原句中的短语和结构及其同义表达方式：

Henrietta Leavitt and the Stars

(1) At the end of the 19th century, Harvard University purchased 12 acres of land called Summer House Hill on which to build a large telescope. Harvard hoped eventually to establish the largest observatory in the world. Today the telescope is no longer in operational use, but Harvard's "Great Refractor" was for many years state-of-the-art technology. An advanced 15-inch-diameter lens was ordered from Munich, Germany, and installed, and on an afternoon in June, 1847, the first observation took place, of the Moon. During the early decades, the observatory was largely engaged in determining stellar positions as well as the observation of planets, variable stars, comets, and nebulae.

(2) Then, in 1877, a physicist named Edward Pickering took over the laboratory and began to oversee the work of cataloging the brightness of stars. It is important to note that astronomical studies of the time focused largely on two details: a star's position and a star's motion in space. Pickering, however, realized that there was little data on a star's true brightness, or luminosity, and its color, a characteristic that could indicate the chemical composition of the star.

(3) Henrietta Leavitt arrived at the observatory in 1893, where she would work for seven hours a day, six days a week, for 25 cents an hour. In the days when women were often barred from scientific careers, Leavitt was known as a "computer" or a "counter," hired to calculate the positions and brightness of stars in astronomical photographs. Few men were interested in such tedious work, so the jobs usually went to women. Looking at tiny dots on photographic plates, Leavitt compared each pinpoint against stars whose brightness was already known. During a time exposure, the brighter stars leave larger spots on a photographic plate, chemically darkening more grains. Size is therefore an indicator of brightness. Early on Pickering had asked Leavitt to look for "variable stars,"stars that waxed and waned with regularity. Some of these variable stars completed a cycle every few days; other cycles took weeks, even months. The rhythms were slow and subtle
 . Only by measuring stars at various intervals through the year could one detect the variations in luminosity.

(4) Over the many years Leavitt spent poring over
 photographic plates containing thousands of stars, she was able to observe certain relationships between the average apparent brightness, in other words the magnitude of luminosity as observed from the Earth, and the period, or cycle length, of certain stars. Leavitt looked at the vast stellar mass in the two Magellan Clouds and analyzed the variable stars. She plotted 25 of these on a graph, with brightness on one axis and period on the other
 . It dawned on her that the longer the period of a variable star, the greater its natural brightness, a relation which we now know is based on the fact that brightness is proportional to surface area. This is because large, bright variable stars pulsate over a relatively long period just as large bells
 resonate at a lower frequency (or longer period) than smaller bells.

(5) Subsequent to Leavitt's discovery of what are now referred to as the Cepheid-variables of the Small Magellanic Cloud, researchers could use variable stars as a cosmic yardstick.
 They were eager to answer such questions "How big is the universe?" Drawing on
 Leavitt's work, the legendary astronomer Edwin Hubble compared the apparent brightness of the Cepheid variable stars with their "absolute brightness"—a measure equal to the apparent brightness a star would have if it were located exactly 32.6 light-years away from the Earth. In this way, Hubble was able to determine a Cepheid's distance from our planet. Hubble's method worked because Cepheids with the same periods have about the same absolute brightness.

(6) As a result in 1919 Edwin Hubble definitively
 showed that stars existed beyond the Milky Way. Most scientists at that time held that the universe was only as large as the Milky Way and that it was a constant size, and Hubble's idea that the Milky Way was just one of many changed forever the way we view our place in the universe.

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如果你感到使用提纲或表格形式有困难，也可以在纸上画一个大方框，在里面写下关键词，并在关键词周围留出足够的空距。然后，随着你对听力内容的理解不断加深，关键词与观点之间的关系逐渐清晰，就可以使用连线、小方框或者各种记号来表明听力内容的组织结构。这种自由式的记笔记方法如下图所示：

可以使用“＝，≠，<，>，＋，－”以及其他任何你可以看明白的符号；也可以只写出一个单词的开头部分，如用intr代替introduced或用trad代替traditional；甚至可以间或使用中文。只要能抓住听力内容的关键词、思路以及观点之间的关系，就可以从容应对后面的考题。
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 听天文学讲座时如何记结构性笔记

听力要想取得高分，最佳策略是预测考查内容。当考生开始总结讲座的中心大意或主要观点时就可以预测。本章下文的天文学讲座中，当听到教授说：We'll be talking about solar activity later in the course, getting into things like solar winds. But right now it's important for us to understand more about the Sun itself.

由于阅读文章的长度有650～750词，包含4～7个自然段，所以很多考生担心自己在20分钟内做不完阅读题。

为了解决这个难题，考生需要做两件事情。第一，学习如何略读文章，在回答具体问题前能够通过略读获取文章大意和段落大意。第二，提高自己的总体阅读能力（理解力和速度）。

略读时，应该重点关注重要信息和作者的思路；不要担心第一遍阅读时抓不住细节内容。考试题目的顺序通常与文章内容的呈现顺序一致，了解这一点很关键。（违反此规则的试题一般为否定事实题、插入句子题、部分推论题、内容总结题和信息归类题。
 ）

有时，考生只需阅读每段的第一句就可获取足够的答题信息。不过，大多数时候，考生需要阅读到每段的中部。例如，本章下文关于因纽特人的文章里，第一段的中心句为第二句：According to the still-debated New World migration model, a small group of Paleo-Americans migrated eastwards from the Eurasian landmass to North America. 这个重要句子的主要含义是：很久以前有一批人从欧亚大陆迁移到了北美洲。通过略读第一自然段，考生就可以回答第一道题：In the first paragraph, what does the author say about the New World migration model? 当然，要想排除三个错误选项并确定正确选项，还需要再次阅读文章内容，通过略读获取问题中涉及的细节信息。

要想提高整体阅读速度，考生要做大量的练习。如果方法得当，那么读得越多，速度就会越快。在阅读时要尝试一次看几个单词、一个短语或者一整个句子，不要逐字地阅读。不要在心里把每个词都读出来，也不要翻译。要试着在“意群”之间转换注意力。下面来看本章下文一个简单的划分意群的例子（第六段开头）：

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要想读得快，阅读时眼睛应该能够“提取”上面的三个语块单元。通过阅读信息语块，阅读速度将至少提高一倍。

下面再来看一个划分出意群的长句子（为文章最后一句）：
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练习通过意群进行略读时，要跳过那些不重要的词，如功能词（the，of，is等）。也要跳过不熟悉的单词；如果答题时需要用到这些不熟悉的词，那么就猜测它们的意思吧！
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 语境词汇题做题策略

在新托福考试中，每篇阅读文章后通常至少会有三道词汇题，有时可多达五道题。其考查对象是任何词性，尤以动词居多。其中可能还会包括一道考查短语的题目。虽然大部分考查的单词都相对容易，但也不排除某些单词相对难一些。不管怎样，可以放心的是，新托福考试中不会考查生僻的低频词。

(1) There are many expressions of indigenous art in North America, ranging from works that predate European colonization to contemporary pieces reflecting the old traditions. According to the still-debated New World migration model, a small group of Paleo-Americans
 migrated eastwards from the Eurasian landmass to North America. (2) The descendants of Paleo-Inuit people journeyed to the regions of what is now Arctic Canada and Greenland, terrain often covered in ice or snow. These Inuit-speaking peoples ultimately evolved into the Dorset culture, producing vast quantities of figurative art between 600 B. C. and 1000 A. D. The Dorsets took ivory, bone, antler, and occasionally stone and carved small birds, bears, walruses, and seals, often with skeleton markings. They also carved human figures and masks. Many of these objects had religious or magical purposes, and were, for example, worn as amulets to ward off evil spirits or used in shamanic rituals.

(3) Around the first millennium A. D., the people of the Thule culture migrated from northern Alaska and replaced the Dorset culture. Thule art differed from the Dorset art in that it had a distinctive Alaskan style and included utilitarian objects such as combs, buttons, needle cases, cooking pots, ornate spears and harpoons. The graphic decorations carved on them were ornamental, bearing no religious significance. It appears the main purpose of this art was not to appease
 spirits or the forces of nature.

(4) The Thule culture ended during the 16th century and transitioned to Inuit culture some time between 1600 and 1850, at the same time European explorers were entering the northern region. In their barter
 with whalers and missionaries, the 19th-century Inuit supplied carvings of animals, as well as replicas of western-style objects fashioned from walrus ivory, such as letter openers. Most Inuit still lived in small family camps, used dogsleds for travel, lived in igloos during the winter and divided their time between trapping white fox and hunting. Utensils, tools and weapons were still made by hand from natural materials: stone, bone, ivory, antler, and animal hides. A nomadic people could take very little else but necessities with them; nevertheless, a few miniature, non-utilitarian objects were carved and carried around.
 These included earrings, dance masks, and intricate combs and figures that represented their legends.

(5) In the mid-1940s Inuit conditions began to deteriorate, caused to a great extent by the plummeting prices of white fox on the world market. ■ 1
 In light of this development, the Canadian government decided to take steps to facilitate an alternative revenue source for the Inuit trappers. ■ 2
 Once the previously nomadic Inuits settled into communities, their carved pieces became appreciably larger. ■ 3
 The quality of the carvings was high, with the result that artists began to receive commissions to produce specific works of art. Sculpture, prints and other art forms gradually replaced pelts as the major source of livelihood. ■ 4
 By the 1960s, active co-operatives existed in most settlements and the Inuit art market was flourishing. At that point, the Inuit artisans became entrepreneurs, effectively
 quarrying their own stones, fashioning their own carving tools, creating objects of beauty and showing their work in urban galleries.

(6) The Inuit sculptures embody a variety of styles. Some are rooted in naturalism and an interest in both wildlife and the spirit world, such as dancing bears
 that balance delicately on one leg, caught in movement. Some styles are abstract; others are decorative. The stone used ranges from many stunning shades of green to white dolomite and varicolored marble. Various greenstones, especially the apple-green and cream-colored shades, are highly prized. Although power tools are certainly available to them
 , most Inuit artists today prefer to use just axes and files as this affords more control. Using these simple tools, the artist frees the animal spirit contained within the mass of stone. The final stage of carving is the polishing, which is done with several grades of waterproof sandpaper and hours of rubbing.

在很多新托福考试阅读文章和听力讲座中，写文章的人和说话者会将具体内容或观点进行分类，这类篇章叫做分类型篇章。分类在学术性文章中很常见，在生命科学领域的文章中尤其普遍。本章下文的阅读文章（关于群居昆虫的智能）和学术讲座（关于海洋生命）中都对不同种类的动物进行了分类。考生如果能够熟悉分类型篇章的写作目的和结构，那么在理解篇章语言和做题时一定会感到轻松很多。

在分类型篇章的写作中，作者会集中讨论一个主要话题，如一种生物物种，并给出诸多例子。有时文章也会对动物身体器官和生理过程进行描述。在这类篇章后，很多题目都会以该种动物所具有的特点为考查内容。

另一种情况是，作者会通过将一种动物与另一种相似物种进行比较来划分其种类。这类篇章后的考题通常会询问不同动物之间的相似或不同之处。

下面来看看本章下文这篇关于群居昆虫的智能的文章，作者是如果利用举例来说明分类体系的。
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我们可以看到，作者在文中例举了一些群居昆虫——先是蜜蜂，而后是各种白蚁，用来说明它们解决问题的能力和智能。作者划分的两大类别（第一段）是没有解决问题能力的动物和具有解决问题能力的动物。后面的段落则包含更加精确的分类以及对各种具有解决问题能力的群居昆虫（白蚁）的具体说明。

(1) Even among vertebrates, animals reared
 without the opportunity to learn about their natural homes are able to select appropriate material and build a species-specific structure. Yet much of the construction conducted by animals is organized as a strict series of task-oriented steps; the animals stop one task and begin another. There is little to suggest much in the way of cognitive powers.

(2) With animals such as honey bees, however, we see a genuine flexibility, an apparent ability to modify or choose from innate
 behaviors to solve problems. This problem-solving ability seems to require an animal to understand the goal of an undertaking; only then can the animal determine what must be done; for example, to complete or modify its home. Goal-oriented flexibility is probably what allows bees to plan routes or design ad hoc solutions to novel challenges. Indeed it seems to inform the nest-building behavior of many social insects, as well as certain vertebrates, ranging from a few remarkable species of fish to a number of birds and at least one aquatic mammal.

(3) The nests of certain termites
 are so massive that elaborate provisions must be made for ventilation, cooling and defense against predators. Termite colonies comprise hundreds of thousands or tens of millions of individuals who remove so much earth that, like human miners
 , they
 must reinforce the walls of the tunnels. Instead of timber, these insects use mud mixed with their own secretions, a compound that dries to the consistency of cement.

(4) Some termite species construct enormous aboveground structures. The air-cooling chimneys of certain rainforest species look like multi-roofed pagodas, the layering providing protection from tropical rains. The mounds of the compass termites of Australia, up to five meters high, are oriented toward the sun: facing east and west, the broad sides catch the early and late warmth and avoid the heat of the noonday sun. No matter what their configuration is above ground, all termite nests begin underground, with an initial excavation for the chamber for the king and queen. These are quickly followed by increasing numbers of underground breeding chambers for the eggs and still other chambers for storing food.

(5) When termite nests are built in the ground, the worker termites must tunnel up 50 meters to forage for vegetation and seeds. Some termite species build their nests in trees, which they then slowly consume. As the termite nest grows in size, so do the problems of ventilation and cooling. The carbon dioxide and heat generated by the larvae and adults must be dissipated
 if the colony is not to suffocate. The insects' solutions to such air-management problems suggest a sophisticated degree of planning.

(6) Consider, for example, the African species Macrotermes bellicosus, whose nests in the Ivory Coast were studied in detail by Martin Luescher. The nests are built so that air may circulate:■ 1
 Cool air is drawn up from a cellar into an attic by the heat produced by the biological processes of the termites and by the fungi that they grow. ■ 2
 The air is then directed to the ten or so buttresses
 that project from the base to near the top of the above-ground portion of the nest. ■ 3
 Through holes in these interconnecting buttresses, warm carbon dioxide-rich air from the attic is exchanged with the cooler, oxygen-rich air outside. ■ 4


(7) The coordinated building of these elaborate structures by millions of blind insects exceeds the limits of the usual behavioral programming. No two nests are ever alike. It is possible that the individual termites have some functional picture of the end result and, from a menu of inborn behavioral programs, choose the most appropriate one to bring the work closer to the goal. The same mechanism probably controls the construction of the many nest support structures. In total darkness, individuals begin the two pillars of an arch at the appropriate distance. Then, by moving back and forth from each of the growing pillars to the other, the two termites each start the curves at the same height, in the correct direction and at the appropriate angle.

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 主旨大意题的选项陷阱和做题策略

学术讲座题目中几乎都会有一道主旨大意题，考查考生能否识别讲座的重点。这类题目有一定难度。首先，有些考生简单地以为讲座中涉及的第一个话题就是主旨内容，但实际并非如此。讲座开始时教授有可能会先谈论上周讲座的主题或是某项需完成的课外作业。

主旨大意题的另一陷阱在于选项的措词——过于宽泛或者过于具体。在很多情况下，主旨大意题的干扰项概括得过于笼统；而有时干扰项只概括了某个用作例子或比较方法的观点或内容，以偏概全。以下文真题语境训练题目为例：

策略2
 　利用自己对该主题的认识以及从本书中学到的学术领域知识，逐步缩小讲座主题的预测范围。







策略3
 　特别注意听教授的开场白。


在教授讲座的开始部分，认真听关于today's lecture的明确预告，注意听有没有下面的语句：


Today

Last week we did... I want to focus now on a particular
 …

I want to take a minute
 to talk about...

OK, in this class
 I want to talk about...

What we're going to focus on this morning

当听到上面的某个语句或类似表述（特别是含有today或in this class等表示时间的表达）时，记录下该主题，这很可能就是后面主旨大意题的答案。要注意，教授在讲座后面可能会说Now I want to mention...，不要被迷惑，教授这样说只是为了提出一个次要观点。







策略4
 　要做好应对变化的心理准备。


并非所有的教授都用同样的方式呈现讲座内容。有些教授呈现信息时采用直线式，步骤分明；有些教授可能会以奇闻轶事作为开场白；还有些教授会不断从一个主题跳到另一主题，通篇对比分析。另外，喜欢使用归纳法教学的教授绝不会直接预告所要讲到的事实、理论或因果关系，他们甚至会以提问的形式开始讲座。

每篇新托福阅读文章后通常会有三道细节信息题，有时多达六道。由于一篇阅读文章最多会有七个段落，所以有些段落的内容不会用作细节信息题的出题点。多数情况下，出题者为减轻考生负担，会在考题中说明相关信息所在的段落，如：According to Paragraph 3…此外，在电脑屏幕上，考生还会在相关段落的旁边看到一个箭头([image: alt]
 )。然而，并非所有考题中都会明确指出段落，考生有时需要在文中寻找线索进行信息定位，或者需要快速略读全文。

细节信息题涉及文章里的任何信息，包括人物、事物、地点和时间等。细节信息题通常都可以在文中直接找出答案。

(1) The concept of personality has over the years been scrutinized
 from a variety of theoretical perspectives, and at various levels of abstraction or breadth. Each of these approaches has contributed to our understanding of individual differences in behavior and experience. Psychologists created new scales with overlapping terminology for personality traits
 ; for instance,"active
 ", "aggressive
 " and "extroverted
 ". Consequently, the number of traits, as well as the number of measurement scales designed to assess these traits, increased to such an extent that confusion resulted. Clinical psychologists and other practitioners were faced with a bewildering array of personality scales from which to choose. What made matters worse was that scales with the same name often measured concepts that were not the same, and scales with different names often measured concepts that were quite similar. ■ 1


(2) What personality psychologists needed was an overarching descriptive model, or taxonomy, of its subject matter. ■ 2
 It was hoped that such a framework would permit researchers to work with a few specified domains of personality characteristics, rather than examining separately the thousands of particular traits that make human beings individual and unique. ■ 3
 On a practical level, a generally accepted taxonomy could greatly facilitate the professional communication of empirical findings by offering a standard vocabulary, or nomenclature. ■ 4


(3) Some pioneering studies and a relatively short list of personality trait variables stimulated a new wave of researchers to carry out factor analyses, in which they explored factor structure in personality. These social scientists wanted to understand how individual variables fit into cohesive groupings; each grouping of trait variables would then constitute a personality "factor", and"dimension". The resulting factor structure would presumably be robust enough to encompass the universe of all personality types. Thus several investigators went on to create what are now known as the "Big Five" dimensions of personality.

(4) Most notably, D. W. Fiske took 22 trait variables that were part of an individual's personality and constructed simplified descriptions from them. The key factor structures that Fiske derived from self-ratings and ratings by peers
 and working psychologists led to the formation of the"Big Five". To refine these factor structures, other scientists subsequently analyzed data in eight diverse samples of people, ranging from air force personnel with no more than a high-school education to first-year graduate students, all of whom had been rated by supervisors, teachers or experienced clinicians in settings as diverse as military training courses and university housing. In their analyses, the scientists found five relatively strong and recurrent component factors. The factors were initially labeled:

(5) (Ⅰ) Extroversion (talkative, assertive, energetic)

(Ⅱ) Agreeableness (good-natured, cooperative, trustful)

(Ⅲ) Conscientiousness (orderly, responsible, dependable)

(Ⅳ) Emotional Stability (calm, not neurotic or easily upset)

(Ⅴ) Culture (intellectual, independent-minded)

(6) These component factors underwent some changes in labeling, but eventually became known as the "Big Five"—a title chosen not to reflect the intrinsic greatness of the factors but to emphasize that each of these factor categories is extremely broad. Moreover, the structure does not imply that personality differences can be reduced to a mere five traits.
 Rather, it tells us that each of these five dimensions represents the broadest level of abstraction, covering a large number of distinct, more specific personality characteristics.

(7) Like any scientific model, the Big Five taxonomy has its limitations. More than one critic has argued that it does not provide a complete theory of personality. I don't disagree. The Big Five was never intended as a comprehensive personality theory; it was developed to account for
 the structural relations among personality traits. Thus, like most structural models it is more descriptive than explanatory. In other words, the taxonomy gives us insights into regularities in behavior, rather than a clear understanding of underlying developmental processes that can only be inferred. It focuses on personality trait variables rather than on individual human beings, or even types of human beings. Nonetheless, the Big Five taxonomy of trait terms provides a conceptual foundation that helps researchers and practitioners delve into
 these theoretical issues.

重复听力题的考点和做题策略

每5～6道新托福考试听力考题中就会包含一道重复听力题。学术讲座中通常至少有一道此类题型，而对话题中有可能有两道。

在重复听力题中，对话的某个片段会为考生至少重放一遍。此类题型出现时，考生会在屏幕上看到一个耳机的图示[image: alt]
 ，不过录音内容不会显示在屏幕上。有时候，所选取的对话片段会重复播放两次。

重复听力题考查多种重要技能，包括推理能力、说话者的语用功能和说话者的态度立场。有时ETS的出题者会用此类考题考查考生是否理解对话中的“潜台词”——讲话者的隐含意思或目的，而不只是语言的表面意思。

第一次听录音片段时，尽量听懂大意并把握讲话者的语气。考题很有可能考查教授的态度，所以需要注意对方的语气。在这个例子中，可以听到教授笑了，这表示她的心情不错——或是可能在开玩笑。如果认真听，会注意到她接着说道：Let me explain in another way. 即使不能完全确定她谈论的是什么，至少应该能从这句话判断她仍在做解释，在耐心地为学生澄清一个问题。

接下来，当听更短的录音片段时，就要注意听具体的措词和准确的意思了。当听到：Well, Maslow would tell you that if you say what you need most is love, that means... 时，就可以猜出教授是在用开玩笑的口吻来说明食物是比爱情更基本的一种需要。

根据第一遍听录音时对大意和语气的把握，应先排除选项B和D，因为教授的语气是肯定的。如果第二遍听录音时注意到了具体词的意思，那么就会知道选项C是错误的，因为教授说过Maslow would tell you... 而Maslow最不可能谈到学生的体重，所以根据教授的语气和话语，可以信心十足地选择A。





很多新托福考试的重复听力题是以教授和学生之间的交流为出题点的，了解这一点很重要，所以当听到学生提问时一定要做好笔记，更要留意对话双方的语气。

由于新托福考试学术类阅读文章一般篇幅较长，包含大量信息，要想快速读完是颇具挑战性的。更糟糕的是，有些考生在做题时，对某些部分的意思并不理解，最后只能胡乱猜测一个答案。

解决这个问题的一种途径是熟悉信号词（或称语篇标记）的使用，如moreover和however等。如同路标能帮助旅行者在陌生的地方找到路径一样，信号词可以帮助读者（或听者）理解文章（或所听内容）的意思。通过掌握这些信号词的意思和用法，考生可以加快阅读速度，更好地理解作者的意思，并提高做题的正确率。

考生应多记信号词。不同类型的信号词在使用时形式各异，其功能、语法和用法都各不相同。

本章将帮助你掌握一种信号词——表示对比关系的信号词。为什么是这一种？因为新托福考试阅读文章大多为“比较对比型”，即说明某些事物或观点的相同之处和不同之处。通常来说，只有两种事物或观点进行比较和对比。

 Scientists are handicapped by the fact that in most cases the timescale involved in real-time seismology runs from minutes to hours. ■ 4
 By the time the data is released, the earthquake is over, and the information can be used only for post-earthquake emergency responses, field work planning, and public information. However, if information about an earthquake were accessible in a matter of seconds to minutes, it
 could inform the early warning process, and the severity of the shake could be communicated before the tremors began at the site. This is a theoretical possibility because of the difference between the speed of the seismic waves (3-7 kilometers per second) and the fast speed of radio waves (close to the speed of light
 ).

(4) Although technologies which enable very rapid processing of seismic data have proved far more difficult to build than those designed for post-earthquake information systems, some progress has been made.
 Monitoring systems were built in California in the 1960s, allowing limited transmission of data to regional sites. By the late 80s, the basic technology was fully developed for remote transmission and rapid processing of seismic data. These systems allow earthquake parameters to be broadcast to users only a few minutes after an earthquake occurs. Concurrent with
 the evolution of seismic instruments, telemetry
 , computers and data storage technologies, seismic networks have been constructed in many countries. Most of these networks have some type of rapid notification system. In the context of rapid post-earthquake notification, it is fair to say that a global infrastructure for "real-time" seismology is already in place.

(5) Two approaches to earthquake early warnings are possible: (a) regional warnings and (b) on-site warnings. In the regional warning approach, traditional seismological methods are used to locate an earthquake's epicenter, determine its magnitude and estimate the ground motion at other sites. In an on-site warning approach, the beginning of the ground motion (mainly P waves) observed at a site is used to predict the ensuing ground motion (mainly S and surface waves, which are the most destructive) at the same site. No attempt is made to locate the epicenter of the quake and estimate the magnitude.

(6) The first approach is more reliable, but it takes a longer time and cannot be used for sites at short distances. In contrast, the second approach is less reliable, but it is very fast and can provide early warning to short-distance sites, where warning is most needed. This latter approach requires that the geophysicist quickly measure the nature of the progressing earthquake or the ground motions at an early stage of the ground rupture.

(7) If a network of stations is used with the regional warning method, the benefit is relatively detailed and reliable information about impending ground motion, such as waveform and quake duration
 . However, the regional warning approach takes additional time to process the data and encompasses a fairly large "blind zone" an area for which a warning cannot be received in time. Conversely, the on-site method provides more rapid data, but in doing so reduces the radius of the blind zone, despite the fact that data are limited to relatively simple parameters. At present, then, it appears that a hybrid use of both regional and on-site warning approaches may be the best way to build an early warning system.

新托福考试听力部分也有表格题，其中大多为关联内容题，该类题目不仅仅只要求考生关注一个观点，而且要把讲座中各部分的观点联系起来。完成表格时考生需要将信息和观点进行综合分析，运用各种推理能力，如推测、举一反三的能力等。有些题目会给出一些历史事件或科学步骤，要求将它们按时间顺序归类或排序。

此类题型最简单的考查方式是二选一，如询问：Is rock... an example of a sedimentary rock? 考生只需在Yes或No栏下打钩即可。如下所示：

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也有较为复杂的表格题，要求考生对听力内容进行更深入的“挖掘”和思考。例如，考生可能需要识别引起某一历史问题或科学发现的原因。这类较复杂的表格题分值为2分。整个听力部分中一般有一道关联内容题，且通常为最后一题。

这类题目看起来很难，但实际并非如此。由于此类题目总是以表格形式出现，这就有了一个相对系统性的答题框架。考生不必组织语言填写，只需识别观点之间的关系。当然，有时需要把事件或观点进行分类，也可能需要给它们排序，有时也可能需要根据讲座中提出的原则就事件或观点做出推测。

对于大多数考生来说，难度并不在于填表时需要做的脑力工作，而是如何准确地收集填表信息。要想破解一个棋局，没有掌握全部或大部分“棋子”是不行的。收集事实和各种细节信息需要好好记笔记，并保持积极思考的状态。再次重申，考生只有听完全部录音之后才能看到实际考题，因此无法事先知道需要哪些“棋子”，这意味着考生必须记录下所有自己感觉重要的信息，以备使用。

Langston Hughes and Africa

(1) In 1923, the twenty-one-year-old African-American poet Langston Hughes set sail for Africa. Several years before, Hughes had penned the poem "The Negro Speaks of Rivers", in which he traced the continuous river of black history beginning with the Euphrates, moving on to the Congo and the Nile and ending with the "muddy bosom" of the Mississippi River. The poem utilized the rivers as a metaphor to present a view, almost a timeline in miniature, of the African-American experience. Determined to see the source of these rivers firsthand, he signed on as a steward on a steamer bound from New York to West Africa. As the ship was about to clear land, he went below deck and collected the crate of his most-prized books he had brought along. Then, alone on the stern, he tossed the books into the sea one by one, symbolically discarding his book-bound Western identity.

(2) One would be hard-pressed to find any individual whose work better captured the spirit of the 1920s: the yearning for
 authentic experience; the contempt for civilized hypocrisy; the value of the African-American soul. Hughes fully partook of the growing fascination with Africa. In an era in which people with black skin were viewed as containing a depth and vitality lacking in whites, it was inevitable that Africa would exert a pull on many people. Africa was the taproot, the primal source of this energy. Evidence of this enthusiasm was everywhere, from the mounting of major exhibitions of African art in European and American museums, to the beats of West African drums, to the career of Josephine Baker, whose bare-breasted dance made her the toast of Paris.

(3) In many ways Hughes's voyage, indeed his entire career, demonstrates Africa's persistent hold on the African-American imagination at the time. But what ultimately distinguished Hughes from most of his contemporaries was not his ideas about Africa but the fact that he actually went there. In years to come, Hughes would offer diverse accounts of his African journey, at times rendering the continent in glowing, romantic terms; at others, conveying disillusionment. One short story in particular, "African Morning", expressed Hughes's conflicted thoughts about how an individual could search for a sense of identity and home. For Hughes, traveling to Africa was supposed to resolve this problem. Hughes had crossed the ocean, thrown his books overboard and written poems about palm trees and the bright sun; yet in spite of all of these experiences, he remained a stranger, unable to bridge the great historical chasm that separated him from Africa. It was an unsettling
 predicament.

(4) Since the late 18th century, successive waves of African Americans have traveled to Africa, retracing the passage of millions of African captives. Over the years, travelers have ranged from freed slaves and missionaries to poets and Peace Corps volunteers. Some settled permanently in Africa, while others, like Hughes, passed through only fleetingly. In the 19th century the most common destination was Liberia, an African-American colony established on the Windward Coast of West Africa in 1820, but over the years travelers have found their way to every corner of the African continent. Hundreds of memoirs have been published, reflecting upon these passages.

新托福考试阅读部分有四篇文章，每篇考查一个不同的学术领域。对于绝大多数考生来说，这意味着至少有一或两篇文章的相关主题不在考生熟悉的知识范围之内。例如，如果考生的专业是人文科学，就可能不熟悉生命科学和物理科学领域的知识。广泛地阅读各种学术主题的书籍肯定会大有帮助，尤其是用英语阅读，这可以作为一条备考策略。但是，无论你的阅读量有多大，到了真正考试的那一刻，必然还是会遇到你不认识的专业词汇、短语和概念。这意味着你需要有很好的策略来处理考试中碰到的陌生词汇和短语。

●　碰到陌生的专业术语时，可以采用以下策略：


策略1
 　从上下文寻找有关情景或学术主题的线索。







策略2
 　利用已知词汇推测陌生词汇的意思。


比如，如果看到host plant这一词组，因为你认识单词host（主人）和plant（植物），所以应该能够猜出host plant在生态学语境中大概是指“寄主植物”。那么当看到这样的句子：The host plant provides a habitat to the parasite and is the source of all required nutrients. 即使你不知道单词parasite的意思，也可以猜出其意思。在植物生态学中，寄主植物肯定是为“寄生物”或“寄生植物”提供habitat，是其营养的来源。






策略3
 　当一个概念介绍完后，寻找分句中的注释，以及“隐藏”在文章中的定义。


以本章下文的《动物环境》为例：

Sponges and other non-mobile marine animals have a larval stage, a developmental stage which makes movement possible. 分句a developmental stage which makes movement possible是术语larval stage的注释。那么，即使我们对larval的词意还不是很清楚，但知道它大概指海洋动物的某个成长阶段。除此之外，作者在另一句（Carried by tidal and other currents, the larvae carry out the business of dispersing the species.）中提到了larvae，从句中可以看出，larvae似乎是一种能游动的小生物，是名词。而larval修饰stage，是形容词！这样，根据这些上下文的线索可以确定larval和larvae的意思。确定这两个词的意思至关重要，因为作者频繁提到larvae（幼虫）和larval stages（幼虫阶段）。凡是反复出现的词，考查到的可能性就高一些。






策略4
 　寻找段落中的“重复信息”，注意作者使用了哪些其他词来表示相同的事物。


寻找重复信息与上面提到的寻找“注释”的策略非常类似。在学术文章中，作者会频繁地“插入”重复信息，或“重述”，以帮助读者了解新的事实和概念。考生可以利用这些重复信息来猜测生词的意思。以本章下文的《动物环境》为例：

策略5
 　文章中最专业的词可能不会考查。


例如：Wastes are commonly excreted as urea or uric acid, which are less toxic and require less water for removal than ammonia does. 这个句子中的专业词汇urea，uric acid和ammonia较为生僻。除非是生物学家，否则，母语国家的人也可能不熟悉这些词。其实，出题者知道这一点，他们很可能不会直接考查这些词意。我们的任务就是大致理解这些词，清楚文章的主题。如果我们保持冷静，重点关注文章中的要点和示例，这些生僻的专业词汇不会影响我们的发挥。






策略6
 　充分利用电脑屏幕上出现的示意图和图表。


有了这些视图辅助，你应该能够猜出很多专业词汇和概念的意思。

(1) All animals must solve the same problems of existence—procurement of food and oxygen, maintenance of water and salt balance, removal of wastes and perpetuation
 of the species. The design of an animal's body is related to four factors: (a) the type of environment—marine, fresh water or terrestrial (land-living)—in which the animal lives; (b) the size of the animal; (c) how the animal lives; and (d) the limitations of the animal's genetic composition.

(2) The three major types of environment—salt water, fresh water, and land—are markedly
 different in the way they influence an animal's biological functioning.

(3) The marine environment is generally the most stable. Wave action, tides and ocean currents produce a continual mixing of sea water, ensuring an environment in which the concentration of dissolved gases and salts fluctuates relatively little. The buoyancy of sea water reduces the animals'need for a skeleton. It is therefore not surprising that the largest animals without backbones—for example, giant squids—are marine. Additionally, the body tissue of marine invertebrates typically has an osmotic pressure
 that is equal to sea water. That means it is relatively simple for these animals to maintain a balance between water and salt.

(4) Moreover, the buoyancy and uniformity of sea water provide an ideal medium for animal reproduction. Eggs in sea water can be shed
 and fertilized, enabling marine species to develop as floating embryos with little danger of becoming dried out, having salt imbalance or of being swept away by rapid currents into less favorable environments. Sponges and other non-mobile marine animals have a larval stage, a developmental stage which makes movement possible. Carried by tidal and other currents, the larvae carry out the business of dispersing the species.

(5) Fresh water is a much less constant environment than sea water. ■ 1
 Streams vary greatly in cloudiness, velocity and volume, not only along their course but also as a result of droughts or heavy rains. ■ 2
 In large lakes, the environment changes radically with increasing depth. ■ 3
 Like salt water, fresh water allows organisms to float and aids in support. ■ 4
 The low salt concentration of fresh water, however, makes it difficult to maintain a water and salt balance. Because the body of the animal contains a higher osmotic concentration than that
 of the external environment, water has a tendency to diffuse inward. The animal thus has the problem of getting rid of excess water. As a consequence, freshwater animals usually have some mechanism for pumping water out of their bodies while holding onto the salt.

(6) In general, the eggs of fresh water animals are either retained by the parent or attached to the bottom of the stream or lake, rather than being free floating, as is often the case with marine animals. In addition, larval stages are usually absent, because floating eggs and free-swimming larvae would be too easily swept away by seasonal currents. Because freshwater eggs develop directly into adults without an intermediate larval stage that feeds, the eggs typically contain considerable amounts of yolk for nourishment. Wastes of aquatic animals, both marine and freshwater, are usually excreted as ammonia. Ammonia is very soluble
 and toxic and requires considerable water for its removal; however, because there is no danger of water loss in aquatic animals, the excretion of ammonia presents no difficulty.

(7) Land animals live in the harshest environment. The supporting buoyancy of water is absent. Most critical, however, is the problem of water loss by evaporation, a primary factor in the evolution of many adaptations for life on land. The outer covering of land animals presents a better barrier between the internal and the external environments than that of aquatic animals. Nonetheless, respiratory surfaces must be moist and are usually located in the interior of the body, thereby reducing the possibility of them drying out.
 Wastes are commonly excreted as urea or uric acid, which are less toxic and require less water for removal than ammonia does. Fertilization must be internal; the eggs are usually enclosed in a protective envelope or deposited in a moist environment. Development in land animals is direct, except in insects, which have multiple stages of development. The eggs of most land animals are endowed with large amounts of yolk. Species that are not well adapted to dry conditions are either nocturnal or restricted to moist habitats.

语用功能题询问说话者提到某件事的含义或目的。在语用功能题中，出题者有时会根据上下文考查某个习语或短语，有时会询问说话者是否在请求、建议、道歉、澄清或者纠正自己或他人。

在六道听力题目中至少有一道语用功能题。讲座和对话都是考查考生对某种情境中语言表达的含义或目的的领悟能力。从形式上来看，语用功能题通常是“复听”类（重复播放）题目，这意味着我们在做这类题之前可以至少听到两遍考查内容。

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 “自上而下”和“自下而上”：两种听力认知过程

要做好语用功能题和其他听力题，需要掌握好我们大脑的工作方式。在聆听的时候，我们会用两种不同的方式来处理听到的信息。一方面，我们会进行“自上而下处理”，即以线性方式逐步解读口语文本，试图抓住听到的词和短语的意思。另一方面，也可以进行“自下而上处理”，即根据自己对外部世界的了解来获取或猜测句子的意思。

从上例可以看出，使用代词是为了避免相同词语的重复。但是有时候，代词所指代的可能并不是其邻近的名词，而是前面（也可能是后面）的某个名词、名词短语，甚至是整句话。有时代词与其指代的对象之间甚至会相隔好几个分句，或者一两个句子。因此要想做对指代关系题，必须弄清楚以下问题：先行词是单数还是复数？是第一人称吗？是指女性吗？是无生命的吗？

(1) Origin stories are by nature theoretical; they constitute our opinions about the origins and meaning of the world and life as we know it. In origin stories, we deal with human attempts to codify and transmit a cultural message orally and in writing. The second consists of the oral explanations that one hears by asking the Tlingit man or woman on the street what he or she thinks about this story or that. The nature and personality of the mythological Raven is never far from the center of the debate. In the history of publications about Tlingit Raven, we find both Native Tlingits and non-natives arguing that Raven is God and that Raven is not God.

(3) Tlingit origin stories may be grouped into four broad categories, based on the style, content, and time relationship of the narratives: a) early myth time; b) Raven myth time (Raven as "culture hero" and Raven as "trickster"); c) legendary time; and d) historical time. The historical consciousness shaping Tlingit oral literature seems to involve flow among the four categories. For example, over time, a personal history or a family's collection of stories might attain the status of a community or national legend. Over an even longer period, the historical context might change again, and a legend could acquire the status of a distant myth. In conventional folklore terminology, a myth refers to that which is sacred and true, usually in the remote past, with divinities, superhumans or nonhumans as characters. A legend, in contrast, is an account which is historical and true, with only human characters.

(4) The term "early myth time" is a convenient rubric for grouping what are essentially the odds and ends
 of the Tlingit creation accounts dealing with cosmic phenomena—for example, Sun, Moon, thunder, earthquakes, and winds, all of which existed before the birth of Raven. The most interesting and typical stories within this group are about the origins of the Sun and Moon, and Thunder and Earthquake. Thunder is created by the wings of the Thunderbird, and earthquakes are caused by Old Woman Below, who shakes the column supporting Earth whenever Raven tries to pull her away. Thunder and Earthquake are brother and sister who had to separate forever for unspecified reasons.

(5) The largest and most popular group of Tlingit origin stories involves Raven. Raven's most compelling feature is his dual or multiple personality, which
 has intrigued listeners from the earliest time to the present day. Raven myths can be classified into two categories, "culture hero" and"trickster". The stories themselves are often mixed, but it is convenient to separate the personality traits for purposes of discussion. The most famous stories tell about Raven as "culture hero"—his theft and distribution of the Sun, Moon, stars and daylight; how he courageously brings fresh water to the people; and how he creates salmon runs so that salmons can swim upstream and lay eggs. In many of these situations, the natural phenomena already exist, but are being hoarded
 by one individual. Raven manages to steal the items and redistribute them to the people.

(6) In other Raven myths, the bird acts as a trickster, driven entirely by ego and greed, with no evident altruistic
 motives. These stories often demonstrate how such-and-such animal acquired some physical feature following an encounter with Raven, such as Killer Whale's blowhole, or how a particular feature of landscape reflects an event in the Raven Cycle. Humans are usually not involved at all. Rarely do the animals that Raven encounters benefit from the experience: The Small Birds are lucky to go away hungry but alive after Raven cheats them out of their share of the King Salmon; Bear loses the fat from his thighs
 .

讲座有时选自长篇讲座。但大多数情况下，学术讲座都会被编排成一个完整的小型讲座的形式，具有开场白、正文和结语。这就意味着教授的开头几句话一般会很简短。

此外，由于考生刚开始听听力时一般都会比较紧张，所以经常会听不出开头几句话的用词和含义。尽管引导句（Now listen to part of a lecture in an Anthropology class.）可以帮助考生做好听开场白的准备，但是很多考生还是摸不清教授要谈论的内容。他是会先谈论考试还是作业？他会开门见山地直入讲座主题吗？

LISTENING TIPS

一般来说，教授会采用以下几种方式作开场白：

1．向学生说明讲座主题为何重要，进而引出讲座主题。例如，要谈论考古挖掘重要性的人类学教授的开场白可能会这样：As you may know, only this week in southern Mexico, specialists discovered tools that confirm that in the 15th century the people there spun cotton, used to create warrior garments.





2．给讲座中的重要概念或术语下定义。例如，人类学教授的开场白可能会这样：Today we will talk about kinship. Kinship can be seen as a basic unit of human social relations. It is structured in many different ways to define groups and the differences between them; for example, blood relationships and relationships by marriage.





3．告诉学生接下来的讲座会涵盖哪些要点。例如，教授可能会说：Today I want to initiate you into the secret lore of anthropology: What makes us distinctive as a discipline. Music Synthesizers

(1) There are many types of synthesizers—video synthesizers, color synthesizers and sound synthesizers, to name a few. They are all similar in concept, the major differences being in their output formats and the way they produce that output. Synthesizers have two basic functional components: a control interface, which is how the parameters defining the end product are set and a synthesis "engine," which interprets these parameter values and produces the actual sound output. In most cases the control interface is a simplified abstraction of the synthesis engine itself. This is because the synthesis process is extremely complex, and it is necessary to give the end user a simpler model in the control panel.

(2) Sound synthesis is the process of producing sound. The synthesizer can reuse existing sounds by processing them, or it can generate sound electronically or mechanically. It may use mathematics, physics or even biology; moreover, it brings together art and science in a mix of musical skill and technical expertise. Used carefully, synthesizers can produce emotional performances which
 paint sonic landscapes with a rich and huge set of timbres, limited only by the imagination of the creator. Yet sound synthesis is not solely concerned with sophisticated computer-generated timbres. The wide availability of high quality recording technology has made acoustic sounds much easier for musicians and technicians to mix, but the technology is nothing more than a set of tools. Without the creative skills of the performer, musician or technician, the music would become mundane
 .

(3) The first synthesizer might have been an early ancestor of Homo sapiens hitting a hollow log or perhaps learning to whistle. ■ 1
 All musical instruments can be thought of as being "synthesizers,"although few people would think of them in this way. ■ 2
 A clarinet
 is viewed as being "natural,"whereas a synthesizer is seen as "artificial." In recent years the word "synthesizer" has come to mean only an electronic instrument capable of producing a wide range of different sounds. The actual categories of sounds that qualify for
 the label of synthesizer are also very specific. Purely imitative sounds are frequently regarded as nothing other than recordings of the actual instrument; the synthesizer is seen as little more than a replay device. In other words, the general public seems to expect synthesizers to produce "synthetic" sounds. ■ 3
 This can be readily seen in many low-cost keyboard instruments intended for home use, which typically have a number of familiar sounds with names like "piano" and "guitar." But they also have sounds labeled "synth" for sounds which do not fit into the "naturalistic" scheme. As synthesizers become better at fusing
 elements of real and synthetic sounds, the boundaries are becoming increasingly fuzzy. ■ 4


(4) This blurring has resulted in broad public acceptance of a number of "hyper-real" instrument sounds, where the distinctive characteristics of an instrument are exaggerated. For example, drum sounds are frequently enhanced; and yet, unless they cross the boundary line of what sounds "real,"their generation is not questioned. This can cause difficulties for drummers, who are expected to reproduce the same sound as the compact disk (CD) in a live environment.


(5) Synthesizers come in several different varieties, although many of the constituent parts are common to all of the types. Most synthesizers have one or more audio outputs; one or more control inputs; some sort of display; and buttons to control the operation of the unit. The major split is into a) performance synthesizers and b) modular synthesizers.

(6) In performance synthesizers, connections among individual internal synthesis modules are already built in. It is usually not possible to change these, and so the signal flow always follows a set path through the synthesizer. This enables the rapid patching of commonly used configurations, but limits flexibility. Performance synthesizers form the vast majority of commercial synthesizer products. Conversely, modular synthesizers have no fixed connections among the synthesis modules, and they can be connected in any way. Changes can be made to the connections whilst the synthesizer is making a sound. Because relatively more connections need to be made, modular synthesizers are more time-consuming to set up, but they do have greater flexibility. Modular synthesizers are much rarer than performance synthesizers, and are often used for academic or research purposes.

新托福考试的插入句子题会为考生提供一个阅读文章中未曾出现的句子。考生必须浏览不同位置（大多数在一个段落中）的四个黑色方块，然后确定哪个位置最适合。在考场中，考生需要用鼠标点击正确的黑色方块，表明这就是正确答案。在阅读部分，最多会有两道插入句子题。

插入句子题考查考生衔接性和连贯性方面的能力。通读全文时，一个插入正确位置的句子在逻辑上和语法上都必须通顺、无误。

下面来看看本章下文关于爵士乐文章中的插入句子题：

苏珊评析

所给的句子中有两个信号词：Despite和that criticism。这是重要的线索！根据Despite可知该句与前句的观点形成对比。而that criticism表明前句可能提到了某类批评。于是当进一步读这个句子时，我们看到主句的主语ragtime（拉格泰姆音乐）。因此就有了“搜索条件”：需要寻找的位置须位于批评拉格泰姆音乐的句子之后、正面介绍拉格泰姆音乐的句子之前。

第一个黑色方块处之前的句子对拉格泰姆音乐持否定观点的句子（parents were less than enthusiastic），但该处后面紧接的两个句子都是对其持负面观点的句子（Ragtime is syncopation gone mad），因此，第一个黑色方块处不正确。

第二个黑色方块位于下一段的开头，因此必须回头看看第一段最后一句。第一段最后一句也是对拉格泰姆音乐的否定陈述。到目前为止还好！接下来再看看第二个黑色方块后面的句子，是有关拉格泰姆音乐的好评（Self-assured, dynamic, irresistible, it would be America's best-loved music for a quarter of a century）。这符合分析出来的两个“搜索条件”，可能这里就是正确答案。

但是，我们还需要确认待插入的句子是否适合最后两个位置。第三个黑色方块后的句子是对拉格泰姆音乐的好评，只符合一个“搜索条件”，因此不能插入第三个黑色方块之前。第四个黑色方块处的句子和它前面的句子衔接得很好，显然是上下句关系。事实上，这一整段的主题是对拉格泰姆音乐的积极肯定。因此可以确定带有转折词Despite的插入句的唯一位置是这一段的开头，即第二个黑色方块处正确。





由此可知，考生在开始看文章之前仔细分析要插入的句子是多么重要。这种方法不仅节省时间，还可避免因为粗心而犯的错误。

●　插入句子题的做题策略：


策略1
 　仔细阅读要插入的句子并分析其结构。留意任何可以提供衔接线索的语篇特征和信号词。


例如，注意代词、重复的词和其他指代前一个句子或指代后一个句子的指代关系词。

注意逻辑信号词，如therefore，Unlike [his father, Mozart]和as a result等。

注意时序关联词，如not long after that，in the 20th century和[simple folk songs], which were followed by... 等。






策略2
 　确定要插入的句子是否是提供一个基本原则的实例或陈述的实例。如果是，则要紧跟在基本原则或陈述的后面。







策略3
 　从第一个黑色方块选项开始，试着将句子放入每个方块位置，看看是否符合要求。每个位置前后句意是否连贯，即句子中的观点和示例是否在逻辑上说得通；前后句子的衔接是否自然，即句子中的连接词、名词和指代关系词在语法上是否能组合在一起。

教授讲授的历史讲座往往会以时间顺序来叙述事实。在课堂上，他们可能会比较发生在不同地点不同时期的历史事件；甚至还会将过去的历史事件或人物与现在的事件或人物进行比较。教授做这些讲解时需要穿插使用简单易懂的衔接过渡词（从事件到事件、从观点到观点），才能把问题说清楚。

按时间顺序组织的讲座，教授往往会从最早的时间点开始讲起——可能是某年或某个历史时期。例如，在本章下文的音乐史讲座中，教授开场白时说学生已经finished the Classical epoch（学完了古典音乐时期的音乐），现在要turn to Romanticism（转向浪漫主义）。由此可推断，接下来的讲座内容将与浪漫主义音乐和那个时期有关，浪漫主义音乐时期是紧接着古典主义音乐时期的一段时期。考生应及时为讲座内容的展开做好准备，并注意时间短语和其他时间线索。

但是，教授不会只谈论日期。要让学生明白一个历史事件如何引发另一个历史事件，讲授者必须阐明这些事件中的关联；例如，德国浪漫主义文学对浪漫主义音乐有何影响？钢琴在浪漫主义时期为什么大受欢迎？要解释特定历史时期或历史运动的社会和经济背景，教授还会用其他的信号词和连接词。这类信号词会让你的思路跟上一系列事件的发展，因为它们让前后句子有了连贯性与衔接性。

下面来看看教授在接下来的讲座中用到的一些过渡策略。每段摘录的内容后面都有改述。

由于新托福考试是一项为诸多不同背景的人设计的英语语言测试，对科学主题的讨论不可能太深入，也不可能太过理论化或者太过专业化，所以，科学文章——尤其是物理科学文章——只是含有对科学史的简要叙述。这些论述的范围都框定在非专业人员容易理解的基本概念上。

科学史研究人类从古代到现代对自然界的认知发展过程。它有可能涵盖任何科学研究，但其重点往往在生命科学（如医学）和物理科学（如技术）。科学史的文章通常涉及科学家及其科学贡献的故事。在各个国家，历代科学家都提出过新的理论，检验过新的假设——其中有些被证明是正确的。新一代科学家进而会提出更新的观点、发明更新的仪器，进行新的研究，并推翻一些旧观点。科学史也会讨论社会、文化和经济状况。

Looking at Living Cells

(1) Although the fossil record holds few clues to the evolution of cells, recent advances in biochemistry and molecular biology have provided powerful new means of reconstructing the past by probing the present. Hardly 300 years have elapsed since the day when a living cell was first glimpsed by the human eye. Throughout that period, every milestone about cell discovery bears the name of a new tool or instrument.

(2) The world of cells remained entirely unknown and unexplored until the middle of the 17th century, when individuals of prying
 minds served by skilled hands started grinding lenses and using them
 to extend their power of vision. One of the first designers of microscopes was the English scientist Robert Hooke—physicist, meteorologist, biologist, engineer, architect—a most remarkable product of his time. In 1665, he published a popular collection called Micrographia; among the beautiful drawings of his observations was one of a thin slice of cork showing a honeycomb structure, an array of what he called "microscopic pores" or "cells." In his description of it, Hooke used the word "cell" in its original meaning of small chamber, as in the cell of a prisoner or a monk. The word has remained, not to describe the little holes that Hooke saw in dead bark, but rather to designate the little blobs of matter that are the inmates of the holes in the living tree.

(3) One of Hooke's most gifted contemporaries was the Netherlander Antonie van Leeuwenhoek, who made almost three hundred microscopes of a very distinct design—a small bead of glass inserted in a copper plate. By holding this contraption close to his eye and peering through the glass bead at an object held on a needle he manipulated
 with a screw, Leeuwenhoek succeeded in obtaining magnification 270 times that of the naked eye. He was able to see for the first time what he called "animalcules" in blood, sperm and the water of marshes and ponds. Amazingly, he even saw bacteria, which he drew so accurately that specialists can identify them today.

(4) Not all early users of microscopes were as perceptive. The images they were able to observe with their simple instruments—especially when it came to objects as small as living cells—were so blurred that most details had to be filled in by the imagination. Many showed admirable restraint in the use of this faculty.
 Others took full advantage of it, as did the French scientist Gautier D'Agoty, who believed that a fully formed baby existed within a sperm cell.

(5) For a long time, microscopy did little more than hover around the world of cells until, in 1827, the Italian physicist Giovanni Battista Amici succeeded in correcting the major optical aberrations
 of lenses. Through three pairs of matched lenses that could deflect light without separating it into colors, the sharpness of the images was dramatically increased; so much so that only a few years later the generalized theory was formulated that plants and animals are made of one or more similar units—cells. This theory was proposed for plants in 1837 by the German botanist Mathias Schleiden and was extended to animals by his friend, the physiologist Theodor Schwann. The theory was subsequently completed by the pathologist Rudolf Virchow, when he proclaimed in 1855: "Every cell arises from a cell," an altered version of "Every living being arises from an egg." The latter was an assertion made by William Harvey, the English physician who discovered blood circulation and who had died shortly before Robert Hooke's discovery. By the turn of the century, a number of important cell parts had been described and named.

(6) Later investigators found themselves confronting a new obstacle, seemingly insurmountable, as it was set by the very laws of physics.
 Even with a perfect instrument, no detail smaller than about half the wavelength of the light used can be perceived, which puts the absolute limit of resolution of a microscope utilizing visible light at .25 millionth of a meter. In the world of cells, such a dimension is quite large, relatively speaking. Just think of what we would miss in our own world if no detail smaller than inches could be distinguished, and what classical microscopists would have seen had they been able to magnify the living cell a millionfold.

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 细节信息题的听力技巧和做题策略

听力部分的讲座和对话后的细节信息题通常询问说话者直接传达的一些具体事实。每篇学术讲座后的六道试题中一般含有一至两道细节信息题；每则对话后的五道试题中会有两至三道细节信息题。

听力部分的细节信息题有两种类型。第一种题型与阅读部分的细节信息题类似，要求考生从四个选项中选出一个正确答案。第二种题型要求考生从四个选项中选出两个正确答案，问题后面会有Choose 2 answers的提示信息。两种类型的细节信息题的分值都是1分。

LISTENING TIP

学术讲座后的细节信息题通常以下面的形式出现：

According to the lecture, how were cells first discovered?

According to the professor, when did bacteria appear on the Earth?

What does the professor say about the function of the nucleus? Choose 2 answers.

表面上，听力部分的细节信息题与阅读部分的细节信息题非常相似，但是，二者所采用的应试策略是不同的。原因如下：讲座和对话部分的屏幕图像和录音只出现一次，所以考生必须要专注于细节。而在阅读部分，考生随时都可以往回略读和扫读以找出细节信息题的答案。此外，播放录音之前，考生看不到试题。这样就不可能知道录音中将会出现的具体词汇，也不可能提前略读选项以排除错误选项。而且，一旦确认了听力题的答案，便不能再返回。

幸运的是，考生可以通过记笔记来抓住需要的细节。记笔记绝对是做对大多数听力细节信息题所必需的，我认为这是重中之重。

同时，还需要多听多练。每天花20分钟听难度适中的材料，坚持6个月，听力能力一定会提高。

除了上述准备外，如果想捕捉住细节，还需要在基础技能上下功夫：

1）听不同领域的词汇语块（包括意思、用法以及它们在语境中的发音方式）

2）注意教授和学生频繁用到的语法结构类型，以巩固听力语法技能。

一般来说，新托福听力题不会问一些次要细节，但可能会询问论据（supporting ideas）。如果考生没有听清一两个句子，或者不确定某个短语的意思，就会很容易漏掉主要观点。处理这种情形的唯一方法是多做笔记，做题时也许这些笔记就能派上用场。

出题者让你看到这些，是为了让你听到这些专业术语或概念时不会感到困惑。当然，出题者很可能会就其中一个概念出一道考题，因此，当你看到词汇或图表时，要准备好回答与此相关的细节信息题。

新托福听力考试中常常会考查示例，有时以细节信息题的形式出现，有时以其他题型出现，如语用功能题和组织结构题（见第14章）。

Contract Law

A contract is an exchange of promises associated with a specific action (for example, compensation), should those promises be broken. In an agreement where promises have been broken, there is said to be a breach of contract. The Doctrine of Coverture

(1) In law, coverture refers to the inclusion of a woman in the "legal person" of her husband after marriage. Under traditional English common law, an adult unmarried woman was a considered to have the legal status of feme sole (the medieval French term that was used in British law for a single woman), while a married woman had the status of feme covert (or "covered" woman). In coverture, married women lacked the legal capacity to hold their own property or to contract on their own behalf; similarly, a husband's tax payments or jury duty "covered" his wife as well.

(2) Until the beginning of the twentieth century in England and even in the US, the doctrine of coverture restricted women's choices in virtually every aspect of their lives. Up to that time, a married woman—a feme covert—could not make contracts or sign legal documents, buy and sell property, sue or be sued, obtain an education against her husband's wishes or draft wills. Not only would the husband control any property she brought to the marriage, he would own any wages she earned.


(3) The legal doctrine of coverture is no longer used in most countries, and so women now control rights themselves and own the products of their labor. The shift
 in property rights from coverture is a constructive example of how family economics have shaped property rights, and visa-a-versa. In economic terms, coverture is a system in which men control married women and own their output, whereas self-ownership can be said to be a system in which married women own themselves and their output.

(4) Using this economic model, it is interesting to look at how the coverture and self-ownership systems differ from one another in terms of how husbands and wives allocate their time, i. e., whether their time is spent in the household or spent on market activities. We find that the nature of the property rights held by the husband and the wife determine the behavior of each person and ultimately the total economic value of the marriage.

(5) Under coverture, the husband determined his own allocation of time, and he also guided the allocation of his wife's time. Because the husband owned the wife's earnings, the coverture model of the family took on a specific form. First, the husband was treated as a legal "principal," meaning he was legally responsible for his wife and "owned" all of the household output. Second, because labor and goods markets were closed to married women, a wife had no individual rights to market goods and thus was merely an "agent" for her husband, who was the principal. Third, whereas married woman were restricted from working outside the home in the market, it was sometimes possible for them to spend their days in leisure because their husbands could not always monitor
 their household efforts.

(6) Under self-ownership, however, women are free to allocate their time across both market and household activities. This leads to a different economic model of the family. First, the husband and wife jointly own their final market goods. ■ 1
 Second, within a marriage, husband and wife each own one-half of the household products and one-half of the property income. ■ 2
 Finally, because the wife has access to labor markets, she is not as likely to be tempted into leisure at home. ■ 3
 This model means that each partner in the marriage can choose his or her optimal allocation of time between market and household work, based on the nature of the marriage contract and the behavior of the other partner. ■ 4


(7) The doctrine of coverture granted most rights to men, but the laws were sometimes flexible. For example, some doctrines allowed women to become exempt from
 coverture or to have options for contracting out of coverture. Deviation from coverture law usually indicated that husbands themselves would also be better off if their wives were to acquire additional property rights. Examples of such additional rights included the access to labor and commercial markets, ownership of market earnings, ownership of separate property and greater control of household output. Historical evidence shows us that legal departures from coverture rules were most prevalent
 in marriages with greater wealth and in marriages where the wives were performing tasks that were difficult to track.

Chemical Origins of Life

(1) The conditions that existed on Earth in its first billion years are still a matter of dispute. Was the surface initially molten? Did the atmosphere contain ammonia? Or methane? Everyone seems to agree that the Earth was a violent place with volcanic eruptions, lightning and torrential rains. There was little if any free oxygen and no layer of ozone to absorb the ultraviolet radiation from the Sun. By its
 photochemical action, the radiation may have helped to keep the atmosphere rich in reactive molecules and far from chemical equilibrium. Certainly, the first living systems were much simpler than any cells alive today. The transition from nonliving to living was gradual, and no single event led to life in all its modern complexity.

(2) Typically, scientific attempts to define life have included the following criteria: An aggregate of cells is considered "alive" if it 1) can use chemical energy or electromagnetic energy for chemical reactions; 2) can increase its mass through controlled chemical synthesis; and 3) possesses an information coding system as well as a system for translating coded information into molecules which can allow for maintenance and reproduction.

(3) The best estimate for the age of the Earth is about 4.54 billion years, and the oldest microfossils superficially resembling bacteria have been dated at 3.5 billion years. Thus, chemical evolution, defined as the synthesis of amino acids and their combination into peptides
 , during the first 1.0 to 1.5 billion years of Earth history probably preceded the appearance of cellular life and its subsequent biological evolution.

(4) The major opinion is that Earth's atmosphere was nearly neutral, was non-oxidizing and contained primarily nitrogen, carbon dioxide, hydrogen sulfide and water. Microfossils resembling modern blue-green bacteria have been found in limestone rocks called stromatolites 3.5 billion years old. Presumably
 these ancient photosynthetic bacteria produced oxygen by splitting water molecules into hydrogen and oxygen, just as blue-green bacteria do today. Over more than another billion years, oxygen slowly began to accumulate, eventually causing the primitive atmosphere to become oxidizing.

(5) There are two major scientific theories regarding how life came to be on Earth. It either evolved on Earth from nonliving chemicals, or it evolved elsewhere in the universe and was brought to Earth by comets or meteorites (the panspermia theory). Amino acids and other precursors
 of modern macromolecules have been found in meteorites, and so chemical evolution of these molecules might have been—and still may be—widespread in the cosmos.

(6) In May 1953 the graduate student Stanley Miller, at the suggestion of his mentor Harold Urey, used a reflux apparatus
 to reproduce ancient atmospheric conditions that existed prior to the chemical evolution of biological molecules. ■ 1
 To do this, Miller recirculated water, vapor and other gases (CH4
 , NH3
 and H2
 ) through a chamber where they were exposed to a continuous high-voltage electrical discharge that simulated natural lightning. ■ 2
 After a few days, the mixture was analyzed and found to contain sugars, lipids and some of the building blocks for life, nucleic acids. ■ 3
 However, nucleic acids (DNA, RNA) themselves were not formed! ■ 4
 The experiment also produced compounds which would be toxic to most life forms. But these compounds, which include formaldehyde and cyanide, are necessary for creating important biochemical compounds, including amino acids. Subsequent experiments by Miller and other researchers using different molecule mixtures and energy sources produced a variety of other building blocks of more complex molecules. These molecules may have accumulated and provided a rich environment for chemical evolution. However, the spontaneous formation of complex, long-chain polymers from small, chemically generated monomers is not at all a straightforward process.


(7) Proteinlike peptides can also be synthesized from amino acids on clay mineral surfaces. Clay consists of alternating layers of inorganic ions and water molecules. The highly ordered structure of clay strongly attracts organic molecules and promotes chemical reactions between them. Polypeptides, which are molecules of many joined amino acids, have been detected in laboratory simulations of these reactions. Interestingly, when solutions of these peptides are heated in water and then allowed to cool, small, spherical particles called microspheres are formed. The microspheres are about the same size and shape as spherical bacteria. Some are able to add mass through proteinlike peptides and lipids and subsequently proliferate
 .

Harlem, New York City

(1) ■ 1
 Bounded by
 the Harlem River to the northeast and Washington Heights to the north; by 110th Street to the south and Morningside Heights to the southwest—Harlem would become the biggest and one of the most important African American communities. But in 1658 this land was still a rolling pastoral landscape, reminding the newly arrived Dutch farmers of the Holland town of Haarlem. ■ 2
 Their new settlement, christened "Nieuw Haarlem," was a distant nine miles away from New York City, whose population was still clustered around the southern tip of Manhattan Island. ■ 3


(2) During the 18th century, elite New Yorkers came to Harlem to establish working farms and country estates. The area remained an agricultural community until after the Civil War. ■ 4
 The gentlemen farmers had overworked the land, depleting the soil, so that by the Antebellum Period Harlem was home to mostly poor farmers and Irish squatters. However, urban growth began to push New Yorkers uptown. By 1880, elevated trains ran as far north as 129th Street, and the neighborhood was attracting tens of thousands of upper-class whites, with poorer Italians and Jews settling to the east and south.

(3) Thus, by the late 19th century Harlem had again emerged as an elite enclave, boasting some of the most beautiful architecture and most interesting topography in New York City. Charming brownstones were constructed. Harlem had become a genteel suburb, a haven from the overcrowded city. The extension of the subway line up Lenox Avenue in 1904 encouraged another wave of speculative
 building, especially above 130th Street. But white middle-class tenants failed to materialize. The depressed real estate market coincided with a major influx of African Americans to New York City. Southern blacks, fleeing
 racial violence and seeking economic opportunity, began migrating en masse. During the 1920s, roughly 120,000 blacks, mostly new arrivals from the Caribbean and the South, traveled to Harlem. An equal number of whites moved out.

(4) The black elite chose to live in privately owned brownstones or in exclusive apartment buildings. The heaviest concentrations were to be found on what had come to be known as Strivers Row and Sugar Hill. Strivers Row was the name that poorer Harlemites gave to the tree-lined blocks of 138th and 139th Streets between Seventh and Eighth Avenues. On those blocks were some of the finest town houses in Harlem. Designed by Stanford White, among other architects, for the developer David H. King, Jr., they had been built in 1891 as homes for Harlem's white well-to-do. In 1918 the houses were taken over by the Equitable Life Insurance Company, but by 1919, African Americans started buying or renting the buildings. They were subsequently called the "Kingscourt Houses", a name so indicative of exclusiveness that the new black residents made every effort to live up to it.


(5) If Strivers Row was for individuals who were working hard to make it, Sugar Hill was for those who had succeeded. Sugar Hill—"sugar" being slang for money—sloped north from 145th Street to 155th Street and lay roughly between Amsterdam Avenue, to the west, and Edgecombe Avenue, to the east. From the top of the Hill, at 155th Street and Edgecombe, one looked down—literally and socially—on most of the Valley, as central Harlem was called.
 Nearly all the poorer Harlemites lived in the Valley.

(6) The Hill was special. The people up there lived in splendid brownstones and high-rent apartment houses. Sugar Hill became a black neighborhood some years after Strivers Row did. When blacks first began settling there during the late nineteen-twenties, the area was occupied chiefly by upper-middleclass Jewish, German and Irish families. As the blacks moved in, these families moved away, either to the suburbs or to the great apartment buildings along West End Avenue and Riverside Drive. African American celebrities of all sorts—the moneyed, the talented, the socially prominent, the intellectually distinguished, the fast crowd—lived along the streets and avenues of Sugar Hill.

(7) By the 1920s, Harlem, especially above 125th Street, had become the undisputed capital of Afro-America, home to its
 political institutions and cultural life. During that decade, Harlem's nightlife became legendary, as did a tremendous outpouring of African American arts and letters, which would become known as the Harlem Renaissance.

新托福考试每篇阅读文章及其考题的完成时间只有20分钟，如果考生想顺利答完所有题目，则需要快速而有策略地进行阅读。这里要介绍的一种策略是提早把握“知识框架”，以便在阅读时能预测文章将要讲述的内容。

例如，在本章下文的阅读文章中，考生可以根据标题Rods and Cones快速确定rods和cones（视杆细胞和视锥细胞）就是主题。但是rods和cones是指什么？考生可能知道rod和cone的普通含义，如curtain rod（窗帘杆），ice cream cone（冰激凌圆筒）。但是如果之前没有读过关于眼睛部位的英语文章，没有学过rods和cones在生理学语境中的意思，此时可能就会感到困惑。在这种情况下，利用有效的阅读策略就显得至关重要，考生可以通过阅读策略快速猜出意思，并预测文章的内容。

在第一段，作者介绍了rods和cones，并将它们定义为能分别在黑暗和明亮的条件下产生视觉的细胞。

在实际考试中，如果读到这一段，我们会问自己：What will the author talk about next? Will there be more specific information about rods and cones?

第二段第一句是：These two types of cells differ in much the same way that color film differs from black-and-white. 从这里可以预测该段将会进行详细的对比。事实上，作者将人眼的视杆细胞和视锥细胞与摄影师的黑白彩色胶卷进行了对比。

我们快速转入第三段，这一段开头在谈论视网膜。retina（视网膜）这个词很明显是指眼睛部位。作者甚至还费心地下了定义。那么就可以猜测第三段是讲述视杆细胞和视锥细胞是如何分布在视网膜上的。也许作者还会介绍感光细胞的结构，包括在眼睛的什么部位会发生什么。事实上作者就是这样做的，他告诉我们视杆细胞是如何分布以及怎样影响夜视的。

因为第三段集中讨论视杆细胞，所以可推测第四段讨论的主题将是另一种光感受器——视锥细胞。略读该段的开头两句时，可以发现之前的预测得到了证实：The color of an object is also received differently by the two types of cells. In the human eye, cones...

最后一段会讲什么呢？如果快速略读开头两句，就会发现：Another factor influencing night vision is that, before anything at all can be seen in the dark, the eyes must have time to adjust. 过渡句Another factor influencing night vision给出了答案——这一段将提供关于夜视的其他信息。当快速阅读接下来的几句时，我们应该密切关注重复、重述和衔接手段，并找出更多线索：This adjustment... 从这里，我们可以确定最后一段的重点是介绍眼睛在黑暗中为了看得更清楚必须进行的调整。

综上所述，我们需要利用各种信号词、线索和策略来预测整篇文章以及每个段落的中心大意。这种方法能帮助我们快速而自信地阅读文章。

Blushing

When we become embarrassed, we blush and our faces become red. We can feel this happening because our faces feel hot, and other people notice the difference in our skin coloring. This coloring is initiated when the body releases a spurt of adrenaline. The heart rate increases and breathing becomes more rapid. The blood vessels that deliver blood to the face open or relax. As a result, more blood than usual flows to the skin, and the face darkens or turns red.

Rods and Cones

(1) The light-sensitive cells in the human eye are called photoreceptors, and there are two kinds: rods and cones. Rods, which constitute two-thirds of the photoreceptors, are straight and thin. Cones make up the other third and are more bulbous in shape. These two types of cells lie tightly packed together on the back of the retina, the thin layer of neural cells lining
 the back of the eyeball. Here, within an area the size of a postage stamp, are almost 130 million photoreceptors. Humans have these two kinds because, like many other animals, they live in two kinds of visual worlds: day and night. The plump
 cones, some seven million of them, are used for detailed examination in bright light; the rods, almost 18 times as numerous, for dim light.

(2) These two types of cells differ in much the same way that color film differs from black-and-white. In the daytime a photographer can capture all the color in a scene with color film. But in extremely dim light, color film will not work well; it is simply not sensitive enough for the job. To record the scene, the photographer must give up the idea of getting a color picture and settle for one in black-and-white. Black-and-white film is much more sensitive and will respond in dimmer light. ■ 1
 In a sense, the human eye viewing an object is like a camera with two kinds of film in it
 at all times. ■ 2
 The cones come into play when the light is strong and give humans color vision.■ 3
 But at night, only the rods will work, and they give only black-and-white responses. ■ 4


(3) In the retina, the rods and cones are mixed together, which allows the eye to switch from one type of photoreceptor to the other with relative ease. However, the distribution of rods and cones is not even, and this produces some interesting results in the way humans see. In the center of the retina, for example, is a little dimple called the fovea. The fovea contains only cones, and this concentration makes it the most accurate place for vision in bright light. The fovea is small and therefore allows only a limited field of view—about four-square inches at eight feet. To compensate for this constraint, the eyeball must move almost continuously to keep the image on the concentration of cones.
 There are, of course, cones on the periphery of the retina, but there are not enough of them to give humans sharp vision. The periphery serves primarily as a warning system. When people see something in their peripheral vision, they must shift their eyeballs so that the image will fall on the fovea, the location of maximum acuity. However, because the fovea contains only cones, it is useless in dim light. To see an object in semidarkness, a person must look not directly at it, but just to one side, so that the light entering the eye will fall not on the fovea but on the periphery of the retina, where there is a concentration of rods.

(4) The color of an object is also received differently by the two types of cells. In the human eye, cones are most responsive to the yellowish-green part of the color spectrum, whereas rods, although still giving only black-and-white vision, respond best to blue-green wavelengths. As a result, a red flower and a blue one may appear equally bright in daylight but not at night. The blue one, to which the dim-light rods respond, will seem much brighter than the red one, which will look almost black. That is because the cones, which normally respond to red, are not functioning properly in the dark, and the rods are relatively insensitive to red.

(5) Another factor influencing night vision is that, before anything at all can be seen in the dark, the eyes must have time to adjust. This adjustment to changing light conditions, known as dark and light adaptation, is a far more intricate process than it might seem. The study of this process has related much about the mechanism by which the pigment
 in each photoreceptor converts light into signals for the brain.

否定事实题的出题方式多种多样。有时，考生必须阅读选项中的四个观点，然后阅读文章判断其中哪三个句子是正确的，哪个是错误的。有时，考生则必须扫读文章，判断文章中是否包含选项中的说法。因此这些题目的题干往往是：What isn't true/What wasn't mentioned？无论是哪种情况，四个选项中总会有三个正确，有一个错误或文章中没有提到过。

Children's Educational Television

(1) In the United States, television in the service of children's education developed when the 1952 Federal Communications Commission reserved 242 channels for education. Financial support from the Ford Foundation later established National Educational Television to procure
 and distribute programs and to encourage production. Not until the late 1960s did schoolteachers see television as a significant educational force; however, children showed little interest in educational television. Educational programming output for children lacked an organizing framework, and the production quality was low.

(2) The creation of the Corporation for Public Broadcasting led directly to the formation of Children's Television Workshop in 1968 (later renamed Sesame Street Workshop), and the launch of the program Sesame Street a year later. The move was in response to a perceived national need. Continued concern about low attainment in basic skills was allied to concern about the disenfranchisement of poor, urban multicultural youth. Lavishly
 funded, supported from the first by high-quality research to shape and reshape its output and sustained by strong educational and political support, Children's Television Workshop proved, first, that educational broadcasts could compete with commercially produced television for children's attention and, second, they could teach.

(3) Unlike most educational programs, Sesame Street was designed to speak directly to the child, acting as the teacher. Its running time of 60 minutes was three or four times the length of the typical educational television program, intended to introduce or illustrate a teacher's work with a class. Through a combination of puppets, animation and live actors, Sesame Street taught such skills as letter and word recognition, as well as numbers, addition and subtraction. The program's success demonstrated that educational television could compete head on with popular children's output and that research had a practical value in making educational television more competitive. The heavy investment in research would be a key element in the success the program would steadily garner in enhancing basic literacy and numeracy, as well as civics.
 At a critical time in the history of urban America, teams of researchers were hired to test scripts and to conduct field research on experimental segments and pilot programs. The influence of this formative research on the morale of professionals using television worldwide, even in university settings, and on the design of distance-learning projects and outreach adult-learning schemes, is hard to overstate.

(4) Researchers demonstrated children could benefit academically from television productions designed to be both entertaining and instructional. Television proved to be effective for disadvantaged children and for pre-school children as young as three. Learning was further enhanced when supplementary materials and a supportive adult were present.

(5) In the 1970s, public demand for more and better children's television led to the creation of the Public Broadcasting Service (PBS), which continued to oversee public television licensees and to create and distribute a wide range of television materials. Political attitudes toward PBS blew hot and cold over time, forcing cable stations to seek increased proportions of their revenue from sponsorship and donations. From the 1990s onward, all but the largest organizations led a precarious
 existence. As national excitement over the educational potential of computers and online resources grew, observers noted that the strengths of educational television were being forgotten; it was as if it had gone out of vogue.

(6) Of course, that is not to deny the role that technology has played in the history of teaching. At the outset of its
 emergence in schools in the 1950s and 1960s, television was only available in monochrome; recording was expensive and complex and external scenes were shot on 16mm film. Receivers were clumsy, unreliable vacuum tube boxes
 , delivering images and sound of quality that no 21st-century child would accept. By the late 1970s, with color television receivers universally available in homes in the developed world and educational programs being produced to high standards at high cost, teachers and children took for granted the idea that television played an educative role. Finally, as technical performance of video recorders (VCRs
 ) rose and prices fell, schools and parents found educational ways to leverage that device. In most parts of the developed world it was not until the 1980s that educational television reached its full educational potential.

无论是图片还是图解，它们都重要，因为它们能够传达意思。对考生来说，这些图可以让他们更好地理解文章大意和词汇，所以同阅读和听力内容一样有价值。没有图形，有些词汇和句子会令人费解。

inverted和pyramid这两个词虽然并不常用，但是其概念很简单。考生可以用upside-down triangle来改述Inverted Pyramid。在听讲座的过程中，考生应该在听解释和定义时看着这个图形。从理论上来讲，这个图形应能使考生更容易理解讲座内容。例如，当教授说：You will find that in a hard news story the important information and any background material often form the shape of an inverted pyramid. The small part of the pyramid is at the very top, and the widest part is at the bottom. (1) Virtually every software system deployed in the 21st century must defend itself from malicious adversaries. Both the personal and professional realms of modern society are critically dependent on a wide range of software systems. Threats from a software security breach can range from the relatively benign, such as the defeat of copy protection in a video game, to the disastrous, such as intrusion into a nuclear power plant control system. With the advent
 of the Internet and increasing reliance on public networks such as applications for e-commerce and telecommuting, the risks for banks and other companies are proliferating. Software system designers in this era must think not only of how to serve end users, but also of how to deter hackers from accessing customer databases or infecting websites with malware. Security concerns must inform every phase of software development, from the engineering of requirements to design, implementation, testing and deployment.

(2) Changes in software development practices and software architectures have opened up opportunities for applying security engineering. Techniques such as cryptography and tamper-resistant hardware can be used to safeguard software tools and processes. ■ 1
 Opportunities for enhanced security arise in part because software systems are no longer monolithic, single-vendor creations. ■ 2
 Off-the-shelf software offers significant savings over custom-written software, though this advantage is somewhat offset by the fact that vendors, seeking to protect intellectual property, routinely sell components without source code or design documentation. ■ 3
 Faced with the risks of constructing systems out of unknown, black-box components, developers must spend more time on due diligence analyses. ■ 4
 In this context, there is even more of a need to become versant with the ever-expanding array of defensive technologies. Tamper-resistant microprocessors, for example, can be used to store and process sensitive information as in electronic transfers using credit or debit cards. The microchips in these cards are designed so that information is accessed through embedded encryption software.

(3) Security requirements have traditionally not been the beneficiary of the type of rigorous analysis so often carried out for other functional requirements.
 In mature markets, non-security software engineers have strategically chosen features from a variety of possibilities, deploying those
 most in demand by customers and most likely to maximize revenue. Designing a truly secure system, to the extent that it defended against all credible threats, would prove prohibitive
 . In practice, limited resources force compromises upon the security software designer, compromises made on an ad-hoc basis, mostly as an afterthought. Systems engineering must be merged with security engineering. Just as systems engineers are tasked with analyzing and selecting market-critical features, security engineers must develop viable threat models. As new applications are introduced, engineers should think not only of how they can be used, but how they can be abused. From this planning, a robust menu of the security measures can be generated and strategically deployed, so that the integrated system contains an appropriate balance of attractive customer features and selected security measures.

(4) Software designers involved in reengineering projects have long recognized the need to incorporate considerations such as performance and reliability into software design processes. It is well understood that adding performance and reliability requirements into software architectures after the fact can be problematic—or even impossible. All the same, to the detriment of all concerned, security-oriented requirements for performance and reliability are regularly built in last. This typically means that policy enforcement mechanisms have to be "shoehorned" into a preexisting design, leading to costly and sometimes impossible design challenges for the rest of the system. The only solution to this problem is for software engineers to hone
 the requirements process such that security issues receive priority from the outset.

(5) Apart from poor planning, there are other reasons that security fails to be considered in the initial systems design. When older legacy systems—which have been operating for some time within secure intranets—need to be reengineered for network applications, including those on the open Internet, there is no choice but to add security after the fact. Several technical problems result from architectural mismatch; for example, data incompatibilities may render it difficult for an engineer to make a system's services available via standard protocols, such as HTTP
 .

新托福听力考试中的学术讲座有两种形式：1）不含学生互动环节的讲座和2）含有学生提问、回答问题和发表评论环节的讲座。这两种讲座的数量通常是持平的。

在没有学生互动环节的讲座中，就只有教授不停地谈论主题。教授可能会逐步展开讲座内容。教授的语言往往是学术性的。相比而言，有学生互动的讲座往往含有简短和自发的自然对话。学生常常会听不懂教授的观点而需要教授进一步说明，因而会与教授有交流互动。这种语言可能非常随意，结构松散，但是这些对话通常对教授的教学工作极为重要。这就是为什么新托福讲座中会有师生对话。

上面的示例是学生直接回答教授所提问题的情况，这在新托福学术讲座中也经常出现。可以看到，学生的答案是试探性的，而且非常简短。这意味着如果我们要理解其含义，必须注意对话语境。





虽然题目并不总是询问学生说话的内容，不过在语用功能题、推论题和立场题中，有时会直接考查教授和学生之间的对话。此外，师生对话有时会暗示讲座要点，所以，最好将学生所说的要点以及学生提到的原因记下来。

●　在讲座中听到学生说话时，可采用以下策略：


策略1
 　大概有一半的学术讲座中会有学生互动。遇到学生突然“插话”或教授讲话节奏改变时，请注意听。







策略2
 　当教授和学生互动时，要特别注意他们对话的目的。







策略3
 　利用屏幕上的图片来设想教授和学生之间的互动场景。这有助于预测并跟上对话的思路。







策略4
 　想象自己就是对话中的学生，让自己处在相同的情境。

这道题问作者为何提到了某个人。回答这类题，考生应该先快速从文章里找到题目提到的这个人（此处为Marilyn Monroe）的句子。第六段：Picasso was the dazzling Marilyn Monroe of modern painting. 作者是将这位著名的艺术家比作电影明星玛丽莲·梦露。作者为什么要作此类比？

最佳策略是看上下文，该句前一句：Initially, he was seen as but one innovator among many modernists, yet by the 1960s he had become a virtual icon representing the glory days of modern art. 这句话很重要，因为它提供了玛丽莲·梦露重要性的两个原因线索。首先，我们知道毕加索成了virtual icon（偶像）——伟大的象征。其次，这种象征代表了glory days（辉煌岁月）。glory有magnificence和splendor的意思。因此glory days是指一个人或一个时代的伟大成就。因此，作者似乎是说毕加索就像一位电影明星。

作者之前没有谈商业化问题，只谈明星效应现象，所以A项不正确。电影虽然也可以说是一种媒体，但作者的叙述重点并不是媒体，所以D项也不正确。从上下文可知，作者例举玛丽莲·梦露是为了说明名人艺术家的光芒盖过了艺术本身，所以B项正确。

做这类考题，考生必须通篇考虑全文。也许考生已经知道文章的组织框架，如果不清楚也不要担心。

单就这道组织结构题来说，排除错误的选项并不容易。因为该题的每个选项都有两个必须核对的部分。选项A“作者按照艺术家生活年代的顺序依次提到每个艺术家，每位艺术家的作品也是按照创作时间的先后顺序依次列出，每个作品后都附有论述”，该说法不正确，因为作者在文章开头谈到了毕加索（在时间上他并非最早的艺术家），也没有逐一列举或介绍毕加索的艺术作品。

选项B可能正确，因为文章第一句是中心思想句，指出毕加索几乎影响了20世纪上半叶的每一位美国艺术家。但为了保险起见，还应该快速看看选项C和D并将其排除。

选项C“作者在文章开头简单介绍了一种美国艺术风格，然后将这种风格与其他风格进行比较”，这显然不正确，因为作者开头介绍的是西班牙艺术家毕加索。

选项D不正确，因为地域并非作者的叙述重点，文章的内容并非按照地域来组织的。

那么，选项B肯定就是正确答案了。





这道题，我们通过阅读前两段就能排除掉错误选项。但有些阅读文章中，考生必须略读几段内容才能判断选项是否正确。显然，需要读的段落越少，解题速度就越快。因此，建议一开始就仔细阅读第一段，看看能否从四个选项中初步确定正确答案或排除一些选项。
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 真题语境训练

Picasso and American Artists

(1) Almost every American artist of the first half of the 20th century was influenced by the Spanish artist Pablo Picasso. For at least 50 years, Picasso was the one to watch. He was also the one to beat.

(2) The Armenian-born Abstract Expressionist painter Arshile Gorky said it most succinctly:"If Picasso drips," he said, "I drip." That was in the late 1930s, a time when deciphering
 Picasso's intentions, from Cubism to Neoclassicism, from Surrealism to the antiwar mural "Guernica," was an all-important matter to the small but elite group of American artists who did not embrace the style of "American Scene realism." Jackson Pollock, another abstract painter, tried to blot out the Spaniard's influence—figuratively, but also literally. In at least one painting, Pollock began a "drip" canvas highly reminiscent of the Picasso style, only to paint over what he had done. Picasso had already done everything, he complained, and his view was shared by many others. One American artist after another discovered the foreign genius, then came to grips with
 what Picasso's peculiar art meant, struggling to crawl out from under its shadow.

(3) Had Picasso's art never crossed the Atlantic, the entire history of 20th-century American art would have been different. The artist himself never made the trip to American soil. It was the painter Max Weber, a Russian Jewish émigré, who brought the first Picasso canvas to New York in 1909．At a time when Picasso was already deep into his experimentations with modernist Cubism, the most advanced American painting meant the Ashcan School of Realism or the pleasant brushwork of Childe Hassam, who continued to paint landscapes. Not even Paul Cézanne had entered much into American sensibilities, much less Cubism.


(4) The first Picasso show was held in 1911 at the pioneering 291 Gallery in New York City. That exhibition included at least some of his newest Cubist images. For budding American modernists, it was a first glimpse of work that would transform their own. All through the 1920s more of Picasso's work found its way into the US, through occasional, short-lived exhibitions or black-and-white reproductions. Then, when the Museum of Modern Art opened in Manhattan in 1929, it allowed for the first permanent display of a few real Picassos in the city where most alert American artists were gathered.

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 插入句子题的做题步骤

插入句子题考查考生对文章的衔接性与连贯性的把握。要做好这类题，考生必须采取两个做题步骤：

步骤一：仔细分析插入句，分析句子时要考虑词汇和语法结构，寻找“话语特征”和“信号词”，从而归纳出做题线索。

步骤二：分析文章的意思和逻辑思路，看看上下文是否衔接、连贯。

以本章下文的第11题为例：

苏珊评析

利用以上做题步骤，可找到以下线索：1）该句是一个“示例”（话语特征）和2）这个示例说明对高温的生物反应（话语特征）。从这些线索推测，要插入的句子前面的句子可能是一个概括性的陈述句，解释某个与高温反应相关的生物原理。

下一步是将这个句子插入每个黑色方块位置，检查上下文是否衔接和连贯。第一个黑色方块位置说不通，因为示例似乎是突然冒出来的。第二个黑色方块前面的句子是谈论一般性假设（general assumptions），后面的句子是谈论每个物种都有其作用，关于短叶松（Jack pine）的示例不适合放在这个位置。第三个黑色方块位置不正确，因为前一个句子说如果去除一个物种，生态系统就会遭到破坏，而要插入的句子是谈论自然灾害后的复原。第四个黑色方块前面的句子是说植物和动物群落are more resilient than the stereotypical view might suggest。插入句说的是短叶松在经受森林火灾的高温后是如何繁殖的，那么该示例证实了动植物群落对环境惊人的适应性，所以最后一个黑色方块位置是正确答案。





从这个例题可知，最重要的线索是插入句的示例。作者通常会使用具体的示例来阐释一般原理。虽然示例有时也可以位于一个段落的开头，但是在本文中，所给段落是文章的第一段，所以就不可能位于段落开头了。而当找到了文章中需要举例说明的概述句（"... plant and animal communities are more resilient than the stereotypical view might suggest"），也就找到了答案！

Extinction of Species

(1) ■ 1

(2) The community-as-organism model, championed
 by those ecologists who presume considerable dependencies among species, is important to explore more fully. That is because a related question—concerning the extent to which species are fragile—is germane to
 the issue of extinction. If species are vulnerable to extinction, the stresses that cause extinction may be relatively mild. But if species are inherently resilient, conditions must be relatively severe to cause extinction. Similarly, if natural communities are delicate networks of interdependencies, the loss of one species may cause the loss of others. But if communities are not highly integrated, species extinctions may occur independently of on another.

(3) Almost any stress, physical or biological, can lead to extinction. The extermination of the heath hen by over-hunting is a classic example, one of the best-documented in modern times. Human activities played the principal role, but several complexities of the case make it useful as an introduction to biological causes of extinction. In colonial America, the heath hen was highly edible, easy to kill and abundant throughout much of the eastern seaboard, from Maine to Virginia. Its preferred habitat was scrubby grassland and low shrubs and meadows, where it built its nests. Intensive hunting, coupled with habitat destruction by an expanding human population, gradually reduced the heath hens' geographic range. By 1840 they were limited to Long Island, parts of Pennsylvania and a few other places. From 1870 on they existed only on the island of Martha's Vineyard, off the coast of Massachusetts. The heath hen population there continued to decline until 1908, when a reserve was established to protect the remaining fifty birds. The population grew steadily.

(4) Then in 1916 a series of unanticipated and mostly natural events led to the final extinction. These were 1) a natural fire, spread by a strong gale, that destroyed much of the grass; 2) a hard winter immediately following the fire and accompanied by an unusual influx of predatory hawks; 3) inbreeding caused by the reduced population size and the accident of distorted sex ratio (during the fire the females refused to leave their nests); and 4) the introduction of a poultry disease introduced from domestic turkeys, which infected a substantial number of remaining birds. The last heath hen was seen in 1932.

(5) What is important about the heath hen extinction is that it developed in two distinct stages. The first
 involved the devastation of habitat and the drop in population due to a new and sudden stress—human hunting. These factors led to a drastic reduction in geographic range. The next stage involved a series of accidents—some physical and some biological—that led to the final extinction. Yet none of these would have been significant had the range of the species not been limited to Martha's Vineyard.

(6) In its former range, the heath hen could have survived any of these stresses, even all of them at the same time. However, island species are at special risk because of the limited range and because they tend to have low population numbers. A species with a small population can easily be drawn into what is known as an "extinction vortex," in which interacting factors work progressively to make small populations smaller and smaller, drawing them into extinction like a whirlpool. Thus, whereas factors such as habitat certainly affect the community and ecosystem, it is the population's smallness itself that finally drives it to extinction.
 This happens because the impact of random variation in reproductive and mortality rates is much greater on small populations than on large ones.

由于种种原因，听第二语言的学术讲座是非常有挑战性的。讲座主题陌生，讲座使用的语言很正式或者过于理论化。当然，教授会力图使抽象和难懂的概念更加具体并更容易理解。但是，由于说话是自发的，且课堂是动态变化的，教授对难懂概念和术语的解释可能会比较松散，使英语为非母语的人难以理解。

虽然新托福学术讲座是非专业人士也能听懂的，但考生仍然可能会感到有一定难度。这可能是由于考生缺乏对主题的了解或学术词汇（概念词汇、相对低频和专业的词汇）匮乏。讲座之所以会较难的另一个原因则是学术语言有专门的语法和用法。考生掌握的语法规则在阅读文章中很容易理解，但以口语形式出现时，就难以辨别。的确，如果考生不熟悉学术讲座的话语特征和语言特征，听力语法结构的识别可能会是一项令人望而生畏的艰巨任务。

因此，要提高理解讲座的能力，熟悉和牢记一些最常见的听力语法结构是很重要的。这样我们就更有可能在考试时明白它们的含义。

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 句子简化题的做题策略2

从前面的学习中我们已经认识到改述的重要性，改述能力强可以大幅度提高考生的成绩，尤其是在做句子简化题时。通过学习同义词和在多种语境中扩大词汇量，我们可以加强语言的熟练程度，储备好表达相同意思的各种方法。此外，解答句子简化题的另一种策略是了解最常用的语法结构、功能词和逻辑体系。

新托福考试出题者有时会在句子简化题中利用某个词的多重含义来设考点。例如，考生可能会碰到涉及以下方面的错误选项：






介词和连词
 ：因为很多介词和连词都有多重含义，所以有些考生经常会混淆。例如：for的意思有：1）代表；2）因为；3）在（某一特定时间），如for many years中的for；for也可以作为短语动词的一部分，如look for或ask for。since的意思有：1）因为；2）自某时以来，如ever since the time of。as的意思有：1）因为；2）作为；3）当……时；和4）像……一样。while的意思有：1）当……的时候和2）然而。






情态助动词
 ：句子简化题中常常会出现may，can，might，would，could，must 的情态助动词和其否定形式。如：

Sourcing plans for international business must take into account organizational resources, strengths and weaknesses, factor costs, transportation costs and realistic assessments of political risk, as well as the security of one's investment position in the target market.

苏珊评析

在这道题中，找到正确改述的最佳策略是分析语法结构。考查的句子比较长，结构有点复杂。事实上，这个句子含有两个由分号隔开的句子。第一个句子的句式为：主语（market research）＋谓语动词（tends to validate）＋宾语（hypotheses for issues...）。第二个句子的句式为：从句（when structured well）＋主句（it can identify new opportunities...）。

还有两个信号词：第一个句子之前的副词true和连接两个句子的连词but。

从意思上看，这个句子可以改述为：Marketing research is not perfect, but it can still help. 那么，选项A和B都不正确，因为这两个选项都说市场调查被浪费掉了，不起作用。选项C和D似乎都合理。选项D不正确，因为考查的句子里没有we still need to work hard to... 的意思。

策略1
 　仔细分析考查句，弄懂句意，掌握其语法结构和内在的逻辑。







策略2
 　看看考查句前面的语境。有必要阅读一下该句前面的一行或两行。







策略3
 　考查句中的准确表述和逻辑性对于寻找改述句十分重要。不要选择展开逻辑推理的选项。注意，这种题型与推论题是不同的！


如：The managers tended to have high salaries. 与Managers earn a lot of money. 不同。相反，改述句应为：In general, managers earned a lot of money.






策略4
 　选项中的句子往往比考查的句子短，而且简洁。而且在四个选项中，一般会有一个选项包含的信息比其他三个选项都要多。

Market Research in Publishing

(1) The strategic purpose of a publisher's long-term business planning is to make the ultimate day-to-day running of the business less volatile and more apt to produce the desired results. For many organizations, a key aspect of the thinking that goes into planning is research. This is less common in publishing, though there are exceptions. Yet systematic fact-finding and analysis can enrich decision-making and make results more likely. Research can be used, for instance, to clarify the choice of marketing strategy, identify areas of future potential and help fix on the actions that will bolster progress.

(2) Although market research can be expensive, the expenditure is minimal when compared to the cost of failure. A defining characteristic of the book trade is that most books are sold on consignment. ■ 1
 In this model, wholesalers and bookstores, as well as most other retail outlets, are generally allowed to return unsold copies of books to the publisher for credit, resulting in significant risk for publishers. ■ 2
 The successful selection of titles will fuel strong direction and growth, and a research agenda can certainly help guide acquisitions. And a formal research agenda isn't enough in itself; a publishing house should be just as concerned with having a research-oriented business approach. Too many companies do too much on the basis of hunch

 Research at its simplest level is a genuinely objective view of the marketplace. ■ 4
 In some instances this can be achieved without great cost, even by the smallest firm.

(3) Take the case of a boutique publishing house that features business books and publications: This firm does some research before any new project, involving postal and telephone contact with selected people in the chosen market sector. Much of this activity is ongoing; for example, a regular panel meeting where opinions and guidance are offered on current issues or potential projects. Though somewhat time-consuming, the effort is undertaken by internal staff and costs are thus relatively low. The overall effect is to allow key executives to get their fingers on the pulse of the market.

(4) There is a parallel between research in book publishing and the story of Columbus and the"New World." When Columbus reached Cuba, he took for granted that it
 belonged to the mainland of Asia. So strong was his assumption that he prescribed punishment for anyone who alleged that it was not. Columbus went to his grave convinced that he had changed world history by establishing a passage to the East Indies. Before market research was adopted in earnest
 by the book publishing sector, it was apparent that management often behaved like Columbus. They were making decisions regarding sales targeting based only on assumptions. That situation is changing for increasing numbers of publishing houses. Nevertheless, some managing editors still rely on internal market information which fails to reflect how the imprints, titles and new multimedia products will be received in the real marketplace.

(5) Solid market research can serve publishers in many ways. It can identify the size, shape and nature of a market, so as to truly understand that marketplace; it can investigate the strengths and weaknesses of competitive titles; it can test out strategic ideas; and it can define when marketing expenditure, promotions and sales targeting need to be adjusted. True, much market research tends to validate hypotheses for issues that are already known; but when structured well, it can identify new opportunities, market niches or ways to improve sales and marketing activities.


(6) The variety of purpose here makes it clear that market research is not simply an initial appraisal of what new directions publishing executives should embrace; it also provides a means of checking and refining as operations proceed. Again, specific examples abound. Focus groups help editors understand the performance of imprints in the marketplace. Strategic research can help marketing professionals make prudent decisions about advertising formats, the content for press releases and the product mix, so that titles can be bundled optimally
 to enable distributors to maximize their merchandising efforts.

新托福考试听力部分共有六段录音文本，其中两个测试对话。每段对话时间为3分钟左右，对话后有五道题。与讲座内容相比，对话语言的学术性和抽象性都有所降低。
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 PCC PCC技巧　如何利用语境来做对话题

办公时间对话

听某人谈话时，如果事先知道语境就会有助于我们理解说话者的语言和意思。这一点对用来评估非母语使用者语言能力的听力测试尤其适用。因此，要做好新托福考试的对话类听力题，考生应该尽量了解两类典型语境下的对话——办公时间对话和服务咨询对话。
 本章只介绍办公时间语境。服务咨询语境将在下一章介绍。

办公时间对话是指在教授办公室中，教授与学生之间的对话。

文化背景知识必知


在北美和世界上许多国家，根据大学规定，教授和讲师都要在正常授课时间之外另外安排时间与学生会面。有时会面时间不需要提前约定。但有时，教授会要求学生提前确定具体会面时间。老师们通常会将他们的办公时间表贴在办公室的门上和大学网站上。本科生在办公室与教师会面的时间一般不长，有时只有半个小时。而研究生与教授的会面时间通常会长一些，尤其是当该教授是毕业论文或课题指导者的时候。



学生与老师会面有以下几种原因：学生不理解某个概念或在作业上遇到了困难；教授要求学生来办公室讨论项目进展情况，如学期论文、实验室作业或毕业论文；学生希望得到一份教授的推荐信或想听听职业建议。


LISTENING TIPS

根据以上的语境，办公时间对话可以总结出以下几点：

1．通常会包含某个需要解决的问题，例如学生错过了一次重要的考试。

2．通常会包含关于某个问题的原因和解决方法的讨论，例如，学生得了一场大病，希望教授能允许补考。

3．有时候教授会很乐意提供帮助；但有时候，教授会比较苛刻。所以对话会有“愉快的结局”和“不愉快的结局”。

4．办公时间语境通常会涉及某个情况的重要细节，如学生的主修专业或个人处境方面的具体问题。例如，学生要参加祖父的生日聚会而不能参加考试。

本部分的每章中将会给出办公时间对话的示例。
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 主要目的题的做题策略

听力对话题通常以主要目的题（主旨目的题）开始，如：Why does the student go see the professor? 这与学术讲座中的第一道题目大不相同，学术讲座中的第一道题目通常以主旨大意题开始，如：What is the lecture mainly about?

主要目的题通常是由why引导的问句（如：Why does the man go see the professor?），并用不定式短语作选项，如：To borrow a book.

下面是主要目的题选项常用的典型不定式短语。
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考生应该记住上面方框中的语块，以便能将注意力更好地集中到每段对话中发生的具体活动上。

●　主要目的题的解题策略：


策略1
 　认真听每段对话开始之前的引导句，设想对话发生时的情景。






出题者给出引导句是为了给考生设定一个框架，就像一块跳板！引导句可让考生立刻投入到对话情境，将注意力集中到对话内容上。例如，在本章下文的办公时间对话题目中，引导句为：

Listen to part of a conversation between a graduate student and a professor.

此处最重要的线索是graduate student，因为这个信息让我们知道该对话语境很可能与研究生院有关，而不是与本科院校有关。

服务咨询对话

办公时间对话发生在校园内教授的办公室里，那么服务咨询对话的场景是什么样的呢？服务咨询对话几乎发生在校园的任何角落！这些对话都围绕实际问题展开，可能发生在图书馆、学生中心、住宿办公室、大学或院系的行政处、餐厅、入学和注册处、财务处、大学书店、校园停车处和校园保安处等地方。无论对话发生在哪里，总有某个问题要解决。

服务咨询对话的形式及其后面的考题与办公时间对话部分都十分类似。通常有五个问题，以主要目的题开始，大多数情况下都会包括一道语用功能题。

LISTENING TIPS

关于服务咨询对话，要了解如下几点：

1．通常围绕某个待解决的问题展开，例如，学生丢了钱包、没有学生证而必须更换证件。

2．对话双方通常会反复讨论某个问题的原因及其解决办法，例如，学生不能与其室友和睦相处，要求住宿管理处人员或宿舍管理员安排新的房间。

3．有时候服务提供者肯通融，但更多的时候，会要学生服从命令。服务提供者会询问很多问题，涉及与解决问题相关的诸多细节和其他措施。

4．尽管服务咨询对话有时含有一些学术词语（例如：在学生与大学图书管理员的对话中），但更多的时候，服务咨询对话只含各种场合下日常讨论用到的实用词汇。

5．办公时间和服务咨询对话都含有自然语言和习惯用语。

本部分的各章将提供服务咨询对话的示例。此外，还会介绍四种常见的服务咨询语境：1）注册处和财务处；2）校园保安处；3）学生事务处；和4）学生住宿管理处。

前面我们已经学习过，“立场观点题”或“态度题”考查考生是否明白说话者的立场、倾向或思想。因为态度的传达方式既可以直接也可以间接，所以在对话中倾听双方话语的细微之处至关重要。

以本章下文Conversation 1为背景出一道立场观点题：

 what you want out of this class, whether you want to succeed
 . 和You may not be putting in enough hours of study
 . 这不是书面英语，而是典型的口头表达，表达非常自然也非常直接。如果我们边听录音边思考，并尽量认同教授的角度，那么就能确定答案。例如，I really wonder... 暗示教授感到失望。You may not be putting in enough hours of study其实是在委婉地说：You aren't studying enough!因此，选项D为正确答案。





很多时候，英语的口语表达让人费解。考生如果不熟悉某些短语动词或语块，就难以准确理解说话者在说什么。或者，考生可能明白词语的部分意思，因为他们学过这些词语在词典上的意思，但是他们无法确定说话者的态度，因为他们没有练习过在语境中记忆词汇。为了帮助考生解决这个问题，下面列出了口语中常见的短语动词，这些语块都可以为理解说话者的态度或观点提供线索。

表示情感的短语动词表
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要理解口语，多掌握短语动词是十分必要的。不过要注意，新托福听力考试中不会出现大量纯俚语；例如，不太可能听到学生谈论scarfing down a pizza（风卷残云般地吃比萨饼）。另一方面，对话中确实会出现很多常用的习语用法，如上表中的短语动词。这样的语块，掌握得越多，听力部分的表现就会越好。
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 赋能技能　微观技能：俚语和自然语言

新托福考试中的讲座和对话贴近真实、自然的语言。在自然语言中，话语自发产生，不一定总是遵守语法次序。口语中的用词往往是非正式的。在本章的两段对话中，可以听到一些口语惯用语以及俚语，如for goodness sakes（看在上帝的份上），so majorly fast（非常快），go right over my head（无法理解），monster paper（长篇学期论文）。

比选词更为重要的还有讲话风格。新托福考试听力录音中的人物都会采用相对自然的发音和讲话风格，如使用简化词形（reduced forms）和轻读功能词。在英语讲话中，简化词形包括缩略形式（如would've），元音省略（如Whatsa time?）和轻读功能词（如I hafta go now）。

考生一定都听过电视上和英语歌曲及电影中自然语言的声调和节奏，这类语言对于学习者来说并不陌生。尽管如此，在考试时要想领会快速传入耳朵的一连串声音的意思却颇具挑战性。如何攻克这个难关？如果你练习过辨别简化词形，就可以大大提高听对话的能力。下面是最常使用的一些简化词形：

常用简化词形表
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在正式的说话场合，都不应使用俚语和简化词形。同样，除了私人之间的交流，如短信或电子邮件外，这些俚语和简化词形也不能用于书面写作中。

新托福考试中的办公时间对话是以师生交流为主，其中很多话题会涉及学生向教授咨询与专业相关的问题和选课问题。如果考生想要把握好这类听力材料，就必须非常熟悉相关的流程和英语术语。

文化背景知识必知


在北美，学院和大学对学位的要求会有非常大的不同。有的院系（例如“文理学院”、“工程学院”等等），学生自主选择课程时可能受限制，而有的院系则非常灵活。与许多国家的大学课程相比，北美的学生能上很多选修课。



学生选主修专业时，也有各种要求。学生在申请大学、入校，甚至在校第二学年期末时，都可以选专业，具体时间由他们所上的院校决定。如今，很多大学院校都鼓励低年级学生读完大一后就确定主修专业。在绝大多数情况下，学科专业由院系管理，但也有跨学科的和跨院系的专业。有些大学允许学生选择“主修课程”、“分轨制课程”或“证书课程”，这些都是具体的专业课程名称。



学生也可以选择一门辅修专业。主修专业所要求的课程数量往往是辅修专业课程数量的两倍。上进的学生有时会选“双主修”。在这样的情况下，学生可能需要花五年时间（而非正常的四年）或在暑期上课以达到两个主修专业的要求。



许多大学允许平均分高的大学二年级学生创设“个人化专业”，并自己设置课程。这些“个人化专业”必须经学科指导老师批准，且往往需要深入调研和毕业论文。



在接下来的对话中我们将听到，主修专业和辅修专业的课程必须由所属院系的指导老师批准。例如，一位准备主修历史的学生要与历史系联系，然后系里安排一位指导老师帮助其制定课程。这些指导老师通常会在预先注册（提前一个学期选修某些课程）之前会见新生，讨论并确定课程。



记住，在英语中，学科专业名称的首字母通常须大写，如：I'm majoring in International Studies (国际研究).
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 能找到核心问题就会做主要目的题

我们已经知道，利用语境可以帮助我们理解对话中说话者的目的。帮助考生解答主要目的题的另一种策略则是分析对话中的核心问题。主要目的题的正确答案通常是对问题的总结或综述，所以，如果我们可以阐明问题，那么就会做主要目的题。

LISTENING TIPS

如何能快速确定对话中的核心问题？听的过程中，我们应该自问如下几个问题：

1．在两人中，谁遇到了更大的问题？教授，还是大学职工？或学生？

2．哪个人非常需要一样东西？（通常是学生，但也不一定！）

3．学生想要达成什么目的呢？

4．教授/学校职工想要达成什么目的呢？

5．对话中出现了什么样的新信息使情况发生了转变？

6．每位说话者的感觉如何？（急躁、和蔼、沮丧、愤怒？）

7．情况得到解决了吗？如果解决了，是如何解决的？

当然，考试中是没有时间做好所有这些问题的笔记的。但我们可以训练自己听这些要点，以便在问题出现的时候做好准备。

策略1
 　主要目的题的答案可能是在开头的几句话中，也可能是在对话逐渐展开的过程中。要训练自己尽可能多地获取细节信息。







策略2
 　尽管主要目的题不像立场观点题那样直接询问说话者的态度和感觉，但是如果你明白说话者的心理活动，那么做对主要目的题的几率就高。







策略3
 　记住，并非每个问题都能得到满意的解决。有些对话中的事情会有“愉快的结局”，但有些却不一定。在很多时候，对话中根本就没有达成解决方案。

很多服务咨询对话是以教务处和财务处为场景的交流。尽管全球大学里的机构都有行政办事处，但在北美，教务处和财务部门的人员会采用一些不同的工作流程，其对话中涉及的英语术语就会不尽相同，这些都是新托福考生必须了解的。


文化背景知识必知


在北美，尤其是在美国，学科“教务主任”（registrar）是指负责学生入学和在校学习的行政管理者。教务处的具体职能和任务包括学生注册、课程安排、保管班级花名册以及依照规定评选学业优良的学生。另外，教务处还要负责保管学生的分数和保护学生的隐私。教务处会按要求发放成绩单。在某些情况下，教务处也负责医疗保险和税务等事务。尽管教务处和招生办合作密切，但两者是相互独立的。在某些大学里，教务处也被称为“档案处”。



大学财务部门的主管（bursar）是专业的财务管理者，类似于公司的财务主管或首席财务官。财务处负责日常的财务管理工作，如收取学费、发放工资和其他款项，如助学金。财务预算、清算账目和电子付款等都是财务处工作的内容。学生通常只有在交学费和其他费用、要求退款、领取奖学金和助学贷款，或陷入经济问题的时候才会与财务人员打交道。






因为许多新托福听力材料的主题都是学生设法解决学习和生活中遇到的问题，所以我们要自问：学生在教务处和财务处经常会碰到什么样的问题？任何繁忙的行政机构都会出现工作上的失误、疏漏或工作流程上的一些问题，大学也不例外。例如，教务处的计算机系统上记录出错；没有正确填写表格的学生不能及时收到申请工作用的成绩单。与此类似，当出现钱款问题时，学生也需要与财务处人员进行交流。由于学生只有在财务账户结清之后才能注册上课，所以那些没能结清费用而试图注册的学生就得找财务人员澄清和解决问题。
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 捕捉到对话场景就不怕细节信息题

我们已经学习过解答讲座后的细节信息题的策略，主要是：1）熟悉学术语境；2）认真做好结构性笔记，记录主要观点及其例证。

解答对话部分的细节信息题时也需要注意语境——对话场景。事实上，由于对话的交流速度很快，因此语境变得更为重要。我们要训练自己用稍微不同的方式来倾听事实。

在听对话时，你应该假装自己是一名报纸记者，正在倾听两个人谈话并做记录，以便写报道用。为什么呢？因为如果你是一名记者，你就可以不用太担心那些深入的理论性观点，而是更关注对话情景中的人物、事件、地点、时间和原因。

理解并记住可以回答五个"W"疑问词（who，what，where，when和why）的事实——关键事实——将会决定你的新托福听力考试成绩。

●　对话部分细节信息题的做题策略：


策略1
 　利用对话中的一切线索，如引导句或开始几句中出现的词汇，尽快把握住对话的语境和场景。







策略2
 　对话往往围绕学生遇到的某个问题。细节信息题会考查该问题的实质，因此要尽可能掌握与该问题有关的信息。







策略3
 　做好对话笔记。


使用简洁明了的短语可帮你解决对话中最常问到的那些问题。






策略4
 　听对话时，要像记者一样思考——寻找五个"W"疑问词，并准备好回答相关问题。







策略5
 　当听到说话者针对应该做（或不应该做）某事给出了两个或多个理由时，要准备好回答有两个答案的细节信息题。







策略6
 　细节信息题的选项是听力材料中相关语句的改述，准备好寻找同义词。

服务咨询对话经常发生在“校园安全问题”的语境中。有关校园安全的对话涉及的都是相对常规的问题，诸如违规停车罚单和丢失宿舍钥匙等，因为新托福考试中的对话不会涉及恐怖或会引起恐慌的场景。

文化背景知识必知


北美的学院和大学采用不同的管理方法来保障校园安全。不过，这些教育机构也有一些共同的安全保障措施。例如，绝大多数大型院校都有一支大学警察队伍，有些警察会在校园里巡逻以确保大学安全，还有些警察会在行政部门为教师和学生服务。较小的机构，如社区学院会设立一个安全部门，该部门的保安人员负责保护学院的财产安全，执行学院的规章制度，包括停车场管理和交通管制。如今，所有校园都在努力提高学生的安全意识，以避免不幸事件的发生。







新托福对话中，最常见的校园安全场景之一是“失物招领处”（Lost and Found Office），即学生寻找丢失物品的地方。另一个常见的情景是物品被盗，如笔记本电脑、iPod、钱包、DVD播放机和房间钥匙等。
 校园保卫人员可能会建议学生登记他们的个人笔记本电脑以及其他电子设备的序列号，以便这些物品丢失或被盗时能易于找回。


还有一个典型的场景是学生丢失了身份证。
 一般来说，很多校园安全对话的内容都是学生以各种方式寻找丢失或被盗的物品，并解决由此引发的问题。例如，学生可能无法回宿舍而必须更换学生证；学生可能需要填写表格，并出示其他身份证明以证明其身份。


此外，还有一种校园安全情景对话是涉及“交通和停车违规类”问题，如学生拖欠违规停车罚款，或者学生发现其车窗被砸开，车上的笔记本被盗。


有时候，消防安全情景也有可能出现在对话中，例如，在宿舍发现一个违规使用的咖啡壶，或化学实验室发生一起小火灾。在这些情景对话中，学生通常会与消防人员进行交流、填写表格甚至付费。
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 对话中组织结构题的考查范围

我们已经学习了不少解答组织结构题的策略，尤其是学术讲座所附带的组织结构题。这里再概括一下，解答组织结构题的最佳策略包括把握学术语境，确定说话者的方式，仔细听取信号词、示例、类比和隐喻。
 学术讲座后常出现组织结构题，偶尔，组织结构题也会出现在对话后面。

那么对话后的组织结构题考什么呢？由于对话通常较短，所以题干显然不会出现：How is the information organized?对话后的组织结构题往往是询问说话者的隐含目的或措辞用法。有些办公时间对话会深入讨论学生的课程，这些对话与讲座类似，可能会有话题转换、解释说明和偏离话题等情况。这些情况都是组织结构题的考点。不过，考查对话中的这类语言现象时，语用功能题、推论题和立场观点题更为常见。

以本章Conversation 1 的组织结构题为例：

新托福听力对话，尤其是服务咨询对话，通常以学生事务为语境。这一点不足为奇，因为大学的日常生活就是各种学生事务，包括各种各样的活动。

文化背景知识必知


因为每所大学都有其独特之处，所以负责学生事务的部门所承担的工作内容也各有不同。例如，在一些大学中，招生、学生卫生保健、学生住宿以及餐厅（或食堂）都被看做学生事务。但是一般来说，当绝大多数人谈论“学生事务”时，他们是指学生组织和管理的工作，包括学生会、体育和娱乐活动、学生戏剧和音乐表演、学生报纸、学生俱乐部和学生中心（或学生协会）。另外，提供全职和兼职工作、社会服务、志愿者项目和出国留学项目的学生就业中心也可能归学生事务部门管理。除此之外，由学生事务部门负责的其他活动还包括新生和转校生的入学指导。所有这些活动都有可能出现在新托福听力考试中。



校园生活情景一般不会涉及“返校庆祝”和“学生联谊会”这样的场景，因为那些活动是针对个别学校机构的，文化内涵丰富——甚至一些母语是英语的人都有可能不太了解。但相对常见的活动，如准备同学聚会则可能会出现在对话中。



在很多大学里，“学生事务长”负责开展和督导学生活动。该职务的职责是平衡有益于学生的教育、文化和社会活动。因此，在服务咨询对话中，学生可能会与学生事务长对话，不过更多时候是学生与上述学生活动有关的工作人员对话。例如，学生可能会与大学餐厅的管理人员对话，投诉食物的质量，或者学生可能要求校方正式认可一个新成立的俱乐部。而在办公时间对话中，学生可能会就暑期实习机会咨询教授的意见。

 关联内容题的考查范围

我们已经学过许多解答关联内容题的策略。这种题型并不只出现在学术讲座题中，也会在对话题中出现。

在办公时间对话中，关联内容题的表格里需要填入的内容通常是教授给学生的一系列建议或者大学工作人员所建议的“办事步骤”（例如，工作人员告诉学生新学生证的办理步骤）。考生需要仔细听这些建议或步骤，并快速记下重要信息。在对话中，判断YES/NO的表格比相对复杂的分类图表更为常见，而后者常用来考查学术讲座中较长的定义或描述。

●　对话中关联内容题的做题策略：


策略1
 　当教授或大学工作人员提出建议、任务或解决问题的步骤时，要仔细听。







策略2
 　当说话者描述一个对象或概括一个问题时，要仔细听，这些描述中的特征很可能会出现在关联内容题的表格中。







策略3
 　因为对话后的关联内容题通常要求考生在表格中选YES/NO，所以要做好思想准备去确认或否认你所看到的特征或说法。可以把这些问题当做判断是非题对待。







策略4
 　当说话者开始列举时，认真做笔记。

文化背景知识必知


北美大多数院校都会要求低年级的本科生住在校内的学生宿舍里。而大三和大四的高年级学生通常可以根据自己的意愿住在校外。新托福对话涉及的校园住宿问题比校外住宿问题要多，不过考试中两种情景都会出现。考生需要熟悉这两种情况和常用语言。



校内住宿生按规定会收到一份要签字的合同或“住宿协议”。校方会给所有学生发一本《住宿手册》，为校内住宿生提供住宿指南。其中会列出各项事宜的具体规定，如怎样退房、学生是否可获得退款，以及在暑期如何订宿舍等。



即使在同一所大学内，居住条件也会存在很大差异。有些宿舍装有电话、有线电视和互联网入口等设备，而有些宿舍可能只有简单的家具。不过，学校对宿舍内的家具和其他财产的维护和修理都有严格的规定。一般也都有垃圾处理和回收方面的相关规定。不用说，宿舍管理规定还会涉及洗衣、自行车、吸烟、宠物和噪音限制等方面内容。



有些学生宿舍楼内设有餐饮设施，有些则没有。学生通常可以在众多“用餐方案”中进行选择，还可以用饭卡或饭票来代替现金。






由于学生不了解校内住宿的有些规定，所以会同校方有关人员进行交涉，所有这些与校内住宿有关的话题都有可能出现在新托福对话中。

尽管校外住宿的对话并不多，但考生仍然需要了解房东会与学生谈论哪些问题，如租房合约、租金问题、损坏物品的维修等。还有些情景，如停车、驾车上课及迟到等，都与住在校外的走读学生有关。

无论是在校内还是校外住宿，很多对话都会涉及学生与室友的冲突。反映“室友关系问题”的表达有很多，考生需要掌握一些基本的表达，如can't get along with sb. （与某人相处不好），switch rooms（调换房间）和room swap（房间互换）。

此外，新托福对话中也会出现宿舍管理员（或宿舍指导员），他们与学生一起住在宿舍楼里，其职责是管制学生。在对话中，学生可能会向宿舍管理员抱怨室友过于吵闹，或者向其询问搬进或搬出宿舍的事宜。而涉及宿舍停车场、损坏物品、住宿合同以及其他管理方面问题的对话则一般发生在住宿管理办公室里，对话双方是学生与大学工作人员。
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 对话中推论题的考点

在阅读和听力部分已经学过推论题的几种做题策略，其中很多策略都能有效运用到对话中。前文说过，要特别注意听因果关系和时序关系，因为推论题通常要求推断接下来可能会发生什么或者事情发生的原因。


对话中的推论题往往考查说话者的隐含观点
 ，从这方面来看，推论题与立场观点题相同。这样的推论题通常也是要根据重新播放的某句对话内容来作答。

Appendix Ⅰ: The Scoring of the TOEFL iBT

附录1　新托福考试评分

★　新托福考试成绩概述

新托福考试为决策机构提供了两套分数——总分和各部分分数。各部分的分数由“标准分”组成，标准分由原始分根据一个通用比例转换而来。标准分很重要，因为它可让决策者对学生进行更为公平的比较。





新托福考试成绩的满分如下：
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考生会收到“成绩反馈”的信息。该信息旨在帮助考生了解自己的水平。例如，阅读和听力部分，考生得分情况有Low（0～13）、Intermediate（14～21）或High（22～30）。口语部分，考生得分情况有Weak（0～9）、Limited（10～17）、Fair（18～25）或Good（26～30）。写作部分，考生得分情况有Limited（1～16）、Fair（17～23）或Good（24～30）。但是请注意，提交给大学的成绩单中不会有该成绩反馈信息。只有考生个人会收到此信息。

★　新托福阅读和听力部分的分数

阅读部分，每篇阅读有12～14道题，阅读部分的所有题目是36～40道。大多数题目分值为1分（原始分数），内容总结题（2分），信息归类题（3或4分，视难度而定）的分数高一些。考生完成整个新托福考试后，电脑对每道阅读试题进行评分，然后将原始分数转换成0到30之间的标准分。

此外，可能还会考两篇实验性阅读文章（总共24～28道题），但这些成绩不会出现在成绩单上。

听力部分总共有34道题。大多数题目分值为1分（原始分数），但关联内容题可得1分或2分（视难度而定）。和阅读一样，听力题也是由电脑来评分，然后将原始分数转换成0到30之间的标准分。

如果阅读部分没有实验性题，听力部分就可能会有实验性题：两个讲座和一段对话（总共17道题）。同样，这些成绩也都不会出现在成绩单上。

★　其他重要信息


1．成绩单：
 考完试两周后，考生可在线查看成绩单。一个月之内，每位考生都会收到一份考生成绩单，同时考试机构会将四份考生成绩单的正本寄往考生选定的大学。成绩单上只显示一次考试的成绩，换而言之，如果你以前参加过新托福考试，以前的成绩不会出现在最新的成绩单上。

新托福成绩的有效期是参加考试后的两年之内。






2．所需的最低总分
 　许多学生问：“新托福需要多少分数才能进入大学？”答案是：“视大学而定；视级别（本科或研究生）而定；有时还会视大学里的某个系而定。”

但是，很多有实力的大学目前要求新托福总分最低为80分。顶尖学院，如哈佛、麻省理工学院和芝加哥大学，总分可能至少需要100分，尤其当该考生是从事商业、法律或通讯方面的研究时。科学与工程方面的学生可能只需要80分，或者更低。当然，也有大学总分只需69分便可入学。






3．各部分所需的最低分数
 　有些大学对新托福考试各部分的最低分没有要求，而有些大学对各部分的最低分有要求，还会规定最低总分。有些大学虽然对各部分的最低分有要求，但没有单独列出最低总分。例如，一所著名大学的工程学院要求入学申请者的阅读最低21分、听力最低18分、口语最低23分、写作最低22分。如果考生达到上述最低要求，则考生的总分为84分，但是，该大学不会另外列出最低总分。






4．如何查找你的目标大学对新托福考生的要求
 　如果你正在申请海外大学或奖学金，想了解目标大学对英文水平的要求，你必须到各所大学的网站上查看是否规定了最低托福分数。查找此类信息的最好方法是，先点击Admissions（招生），再点击International（国际的），然后查找English language proficiency（英语语言水平）或类似这样的标题。

 本题有一定难度，要选对答案，需要几个步骤才行。我们需要从第四段中找到bells这个词。该词位于第四段最后一句，作者将大恒星的“波动”与大钟的“声音”进行对比。我们从中可以推断，作者的目的是为了说明，正如大钟的声音频率低（即延续时间长），大恒星（因而也是亮星）的波动周期也长。

 Just before class, one of you asked me to talk a little bit about space weather, and if our weather on the Earth is influenced by space. Space weather is a big topic, so I don't have time to cover it in detail now. But the short answer is this: That the Sun—or should I say, the Sun's energy—influences space weather. The Sun influences weather patterns in all layers of the atmosphere, including the upper atmosphere of the Earth, where satellites are orbiting. We'll be talking about solar activity later in the course, getting into things like solar winds. But right now it's important for us to understand more about the Sun itself.

The mass of the Sun is greater than the mass of all of the other planets combined. Even though the Sun is huge, it is small when compared to other stars in the galaxy. Not surprisingly, given its mass, the Sun's surface gravity is almost 28 times that of the Earth. If you were able to stand on the surface of the Sun you would weigh about 28 times your weight on the Earth.

There is a core to the Sun, just as planets all have cores. But note that stars are different from planets in that most of that central mass is made of tons and tons of hydrogen and helium. And the Sun's core is a dense, hot region similar to what one would find in the middle of a nuclear explosion produced by a hydrogen bomb.

Now, how the Sun's energy is created in the Sun's core and then disseminated is a complex, but quite interesting, topic. In fact, scientists have yet to agree on the details of just how the reactions take place.

P:
 There are many aspects of the Sun that we still don't understand. But we do know that in the middle of our Sun, the "core" is composed of very hot gases. Because the temperatures are so high in this gas, the electrons in the atoms get separated from the protons. Protons, of course, are particles with a positive charge. These positively-charged protons slam together, and as they crash into one another, they're releasing energy.

So, to answer your question, as you know from your basic science classes, heat causes atoms to move. If you heat anything, it will move. For example, if you watch a pot of water just before it boils, you can see the ripples as the atoms move. In this case, deep in the Sun's core, these atoms are heated, packed closely together, and colliding. When they collide, they're producing heavier elements and releasing light in the form of gamma rays and x-rays. They're also producing extreme amounts of energy in the form of heat and radio waves.


S:
 Um, and is this where the light from the Sun comes from?


P:
 That's a good question. I guess the best way to explain is to say that the light comes from the merging of atoms at the core—but we on the Earth won't see that light until it goes through a lot of different processes. A complex interaction of radiation with matter creates photons, or light particles, which, over time, are finally able to move to the Sun's surface.

On average, the photon particles produced in the Sun's nuclear reactions take about a million years to move from the core to the surface. But by the time the particles finally reach the outer portion of the Sun, they have much lower energy. They have become "visible light" photons, and these are the light particles we end up seeing on the Earth.

And what's so amazing, you know—is the difference in the amount of time it takes for the photons to travel from the Sun's surface to the Earth. Basically, a photon may have to be around for millions of years before it gets to the surface of the Sun, but then after that it takes it only eight and a half minutes to reach the planet Earth! Remember, though, that visible light is not the only type of radiation coming from the Sun; there are many other types of waves. In fact,"visible light" constitutes only a small fraction of electromagnetic waves, but it is the only type of wave that can be detected by the human eye.

Throughout this course, we'll study a wide range of fibers and their use, including weaving. Today we'll start with traditional quilting. Our major focus will be the quilting traditions in North America, along with some social and historical background. Later on this semester, we'll look at contemporary quilts, or "art quilts." But right now, I want you to immerse yourselves in the traditional craft. And as you all know, art doesn't happen in a vacuum—it's a product of a certain time and a certain environment.

Now, for our purposes a quilt will be defined as a cover for a bed made of two layers of fabric that contains soft material sandwiched between those layers. There are patterns of stitching through the layers. Some quilts are made from patches of cloth that are pieced together, a process called"piecing" or "patchwork." Not all quilts have patchwork, however.

I'll bet most of you are unaware that quilting has existed for millennia. We know, for example, that almost 6,000 years ago ancient Egyptians were quilting. An ivory carving was found, a carving of a pharaoh wearing quilted clothing. And based on other archaeological records, we assume that quilts and quilting have an equally long history in China. So, for those of you who thought quilting was mainly a colonial American art form, you can see—quilting is actually quite universal.

OK then, back to our topic. When the colonists first arrived in North America, their quilts looked much like quilts from their native countries in Europe, but as time passed, they changed. We have many clues about these early American quilts that can help us determine their origin. From the style and material of the quilt, we not only can tell how wealthy the colonial family was, but also where the family lived. Families along the coast could obtain background fabrics more easily from Europe than the inland settlers could, due to the difficulty of transporting goods.

Inland families had to make their own cloth, and when the whole-cloth quilts and blankets they had brought from Europe began to wear out, they pieced together quilts made out of the saved pieces of old ones. Every scrap, no matter what size, shape and color, was used. This led to the birth of the so-called patchwork "Crazy Quilt," the oldest pattern in colonial America, and a pattern signifying a transition point in the quilting traditions.

The wealthy and socially prominent settlers, especially in the southern coastal states, based their patchwork quilts on English designs all the way up to the Revolutionary War. But after the War began, even the southern women began to use patchwork designs and patterns.

The traditional colonial quilts were usually made from patterns, and every pattern had a name. Patterns were designed to commemorate many aspects of life, including great events, political parties, and ethnic origins. New England women up in the Northeast favored pictorial patterns, whereas in the South, the quilts were characterized by elaborate needlework. So, once again, you can see that when we look at a quilt, we can get a sense of the social and historical conditions of the time. Every quilt tells a story.

I love to tell about the oldest surviving patchwork quilt from colonial times, a quilt in Massachusetts, dating from 1704．The story of how historians were able to identify the date is quite interesting. One common technique for quilting, even today, is to cut patterns out of paper and piece them together before starting to work on actual fabric. To make the Massachusetts quilt, the quilters cut patterns out of newspaper and the newspaper was then used as an inner lining for the quilt. As the outer fabric wore out, the date on the paper came into view, providing an accurate indication of when the quilt was created.

All right then. As a reminder, for today you should have already read the first two chapters on quilting in your textbook, taking note of the popular quilt patterns pictured in these chapters. I'll expect you to be able to identify all these early patterns and their names.

In my next lecture, I'll turn to the traditional quilts made in the 19th century—a time when quilt-making flourished. You'll see that the colors and designs become increasingly vibrant, and women begin to hang quilts on walls as works of art. As we move through the history of quilts, you'll see first-hand why many people refer to quilting as "soft painting."

Octopuses are highly developed animals, more developed than most other animals without backbones. As we go through this unit, you'll want to pay close attention to the nervous system, especially that involving the brain and the nerve cells located on each of the eight arms.

Of course, the eight arms are the best known feature of octopuses. In everyday language, many people call these "legs," but the correct term, the term that I'd like for all of you to use, is "arms". Some people think the scientific term for octopus arms is "tentacle". A tentacle refers to a long structure with sucking organs, at the very tip, and as we saw last week, squids have two tentacles and many "arms." But octopuses do not have "tentacles" like squids do, in the strict scientific sense of the word.

OK, moving on to the rest of the octopus. All the body organs, including the breathing organs—the gills—are stored in a muscular bag. By expanding and contracting, this bag pumps water in and out, allowing oxygen to be absorbed. The exhaled water can provide a jet-like movement for the octopus by forcing water out. In other words, an octopus can move forwards or backwards very quickly—similar to the jet movement we saw in squids. Over the years, squids and octopuses have both evolved to propel themselves quickly—for reasons of efficiency and survival.

Now then, let's talk more about the bodily processes and behaviors of the octopus. We have said that octopuses are soft-bodied animals; they don't have an external shell or an internal skeleton. This means that they are able to squeeze through tiny holes into cracks in rocks, where they hide. But it also means that they are particularly vulnerable to attack by their predators, which include sharks, seals and eels. However, octopuses have developed even more ways to defend themselves.

The first—and most amazing—line of defense is its ability to hide in plain sight. Using a network of pigment cells and specialized muscles in its skin, the octopus can camouflage itself, matching the colors, patterns, and even textures of its surroundings. Predators swim by without even noticing it.

A second type of defense is ink. When the octopus is discovered by a shark, for example, it will often release a cloud of black ink to obscure the shark's view. This ink contains a substance that dulls the shark's sense of smell, making tracking more difficult.

Additionally, as I have mentioned, octopuses are fast swimmers when they need to be. So a third type of defense is flight. Octopuses spend most of the time at rest, but they can quickly jet in any direction if a predator threatens.

And, as a last resort—if the octopus is not able to free itself from, say, a shark's jaws, it can sacrifice an arm in order to escape. Later, the octopus is able to grow it back, good as new.

So, based on this observation, Maslow turned his focus to humans, and came up with five "levels" of need.

And in that respect, we are not so different from the monkeys that Maslow observed.

So what is the second category of need? Maslow says that after our needs for basics like food and water are met, the new set of needs that emerges is called "security" needs. In prehistoric communities, an example of a security need would be humans wanting to live in an environment that is safe from wild animals. In modern societies, examples of security needs are things such as a preference to be around familiar things rather than unfamiliar things. We desire the security of a savings account and medical insurance.

The third level, um, comes when both physiological and security needs are well gratified, and this third level is when Maslow says the need for love emerges. A person who is at this level will feel the need for friends, a romantic counterpart, a spouse or children. An obvious example of the need for affection is the desire to get married. Another example is the desire to work in a company with a lot of co-workers.

Continuing up our need's pyramid. [pause] Most people need to think well of themselves; they need self-esteem. But people also want the respect of other people. How does a person get self-esteem? Through strength and achievement. How does a person get prestige? Through recognition by others. If my need for self-esteem is met, I'll have feelings of self-confidence and self-worth. But, if my need for self-esteem is not met, I'll feel inferior and helpless. Let's see now. A situation involving a satisfied need for achievement would be, say, if I were a young salesperson who'd just made her first big sale; whereas an instance of a person's need for recognition would be—well, say, a young man receiving a pat on the back from his boss at a meeting.

Finally, when these four needs are essentially satisfied, a new discontent may soon develop. This fifth need we call self-actualization, a person's desire for self-fulfillment. Every person wants to be able to develop his or her potential.

We learned last time that basins are deep depressions on the surface of the ocean floor. We looked at some land features in these ocean basins and saw some satellite images. We can answer this question by using the theory of the Earth's plates, or plate tectonics.

We know, of course, that the hard outer layer of the Earth's crust covers the entire surface of the Earth. But this rocky, brittle outer layer is broken up into a lot of large plates. Some people say that there are about 14 plates; others say there are 10．No matter which, it's clear that seven of these plates occupy most of the Earth's surface area. Each plate is relatively thin and quite rigid—like a flat dinner plate. Not much happens at the inner part of the plates. Almost all changes to their form take place at the plate's edges. Not surprisingly, then, the edges are also where almost all earthquake activity takes place.

OK, so the Earth's crust is broken into many pieces, broken into plates which are large, movable segments. More importantly, these plates are all in motion relative to one another.

Which leads us to our discussion of plate boundaries? As I said, the Earth's plates are moving, are interacting with each other. So in total, there are three types of plate boundaries. Divergent boundaries, convergent boundaries and transform boundaries.

Let me define these three terms for you. Very briefly, divergent plate boundaries are when two plates are diverging; that is to say they are moving away from each other. In divergent boundaries, a new layer of crust gets created when melted rock is pushed up from the sea floor. In contrast, convergent boundaries are where two plates are converging, or coming together. When convergent plates bump into each other, old crust is destroyed. And then there is another type of boundary, called transform boundaries, where plates simply move past one another. I don't have time to go into this third type of boundary today.

Instead, what I'd like to really focus on today is convergent plate boundaries, the situations where plates are moving together.

There are three different types of convergent boundaries. These are easy to remember, because they cover all the logical possibilities for combining ocean plates and continental plates.

What are the three types? The first type of convergent boundary is the ocean-ocean boundary. In the ocean-ocean boundary, one of the two plates moves under the other one, forming a narrow and very deep depression, called an ocean trench. Ocean-ocean collisions lead to the formation of volcanic island chains, chains in the shape of a curved arc such as we see in Japan and New Zealand.

Now the second type of convergent plate boundary is the ocean–continent boundary. When the colder, denser ocean plate comes together with land plate, or as it is better known, a "continental"plate, the ocean plate gets pushed underneath the continental plate. The sinking end of the ocean plate melts, and that creates pressure deep in the Earth. And because part of the ocean plate has melted, molten rock and gases rise to the surface. That action can cause violent volcanoes to form on the land, on the continental plate. We can find an example of this on the South American coast, along the Peru-Chile trench.

Last but not least, the third type of convergent boundary is obviously the continent-continent boundary. When two continental plates collide, these land plates may buckle and compress; or one plate may slide under the other one. Either of these actions will create long mountain ranges. The most famous example of a continent-continent boundary is the Himalayas. In those mountains, the continental Indian Plate has been pushed northwards under part of the central Asian plate, lifting up the central Asian plate and creating the Himalayan mountain range and the high plateaus in Tibet.

Now the general consensus is that the detective story began with Edgar Allen Poe, in the form of a short story. Before I talk about Poe, though, let me give you a little social background. In the early nineteenth century, police forces were developing into systematic organizations, in part as a reaction to an increase in crime in the urban centers at that time. More and more, police work began to rely on methods grounded in science and reasoning. And the invention of photography in 1839 allowed law enforcement officials to record evidence of crimes in new ways, including identification of individuals through their fingerprints.

It was only natural for scientific procedures like these to be included in fictional works about crimes. And similarly, the first detective stories all featured a "detective" who was extremely analytical and rational; a person who could find a scientific solution to a crime that no one else could solve.

So, to get back to Edgar Allen Poe—this first detective story was a short story set in France and published in the year 1841．With this work, Poe established many of the conventions of the detective genre, essentially creating a template for crime fiction which continued for a century. In fact, many of these literary conventions are still in practice. Let's talk about some of these.

The most basic of these story-writing rules is, obviously, that a crime is committed by an unknown person. As the plot develops, both the detective and the reader need to try and answer the question, "Who committed the crime?" Clues will be provided along the way, but the story must maintain a level of suspense—suspense is core to all detective fiction.

OK. Another convention of classic detective fiction is the presence of a police officer who is clumsy and ineffective, especially in comparison to the analytical genius of the detective. This type of character is designed to create contrast—on the one hand you have an awkward policeman and on the other, a brilliant, if somewhat strange, detective.

Which leads me to the next convention, the nature of the detective himself. In literature, the classic detective is often a talented amateur, a man who is perhaps rather eccentric in his personality, and who has unusual hobbies, such as growing roses or playing the violin. When I say "he," by the way, I should add that in the 19th century, virtually all fictional detectives were men, and this was the case up until the 1970s, when women detectives became popular.

As I mentioned, Edgar Allen Poe's detective story was quite short. Still, even in its short form it contained many of the classic detective themes and conventions; for example, Poe's detective was a brilliant and eccentric man who used reasoning to identify the criminal. Both Poe's plot and characters provided a model for the author who wrote the first full-length detective novel. That man was Wilkie Collins, who wrote a book called The Moonstone some 20 years after Poe's detective short story.

The story of The Moonstone is set in England and tells of a young woman who inherits a large Indian diamond on her 18th birthday. I don't want to give the plot away, but I can tell you that a large diamond, called the "Moonstone", is stolen and there are some mysterious deaths.

When you read The Moonstone this week, you'll see the investigation is carried out by professionals and amateurs. Take careful note of the plot elements that are classic features of detective novels. See if there is a bungled investigation led by local police, only to be taken over by the more competent "detective", and if so, how the pattern evolves.

By the time we finish this chapter, I hope you'll have a better understanding of forests in North America.

Before I get going on our case study for this week, I want to hammer home an important principle related to the conservation of species—not just in forests, but in any ecosystem. Whenever you have a greater variety of organisms within a certain species, it increases the chance of survival for that entire species. So, a word to the wise—in the future, whether you're managing a commercial forest for timber, or working in a national park, act with your fellow ecologists to maintain diverse gene pools.

All right. Let's look at the well-known case study involving the ecology of the American chestnut tree. As many of you know, the American chestnut tree once occupied a highly significant portion of forestland in North America. In the 19th century, American chestnut forests spanned huge areas, covering 200 million acres. Trees grew to over 100 feet tall. They were giants; you couldn't wrap your arms around many of them, because they'd get to be some 10 feet in diameter.

These forests were immensely valuable to farmers and lumber companies. In the fall, farmers sold sweet chestnuts to cities, and people would buy them roasted for snacks or use them in cooking. But by far the most valuable parts of the American chestnut tree were its timber and bark. Why? The wood was plentiful and versatile. It was strong, but still relatively light. American chestnut trees grew faster than many other hardwood trees. As a result, wood companies sought out chestnut for home and furniture building. The frames of houses were made from chestnut, as were hardwood floors.

But in the early 1900s, American chestnut trees started developing a fungus, and the ill trees would often die within several years. Tree experts believed this fungus disease came to North America on trees from Japan or China, where there were related species of chestnuts with the fungus, but they'd somehow developed resistance to it. The American chestnuts, however, were not resistant. Seed-like spores of the fungus penetrated the bark and grew in the part of the tree that carried nutrients up to the top. Eventually the tree died and the fungus on that tree created more spores, which spread whenever the wind blew. In two generations, the American chestnut was almost extinct.

Only when the science of genetics was understood did scientists have the tools to grapple with this ecological problem. Because the Chinese chestnut tree was fairly resistant to the fungus disease, scientists began experimenting with crossbreeding Chinese and American chestnut tree species. At first, these efforts were unsuccessful. The trees that resulted from this interbreeding were very small or lacked other traits that had been highly prized in the American species. Eventually, however, breeders learned that multiple crosses were required.

In order to create a hybrid species, a tree expert would first cut a twig off an American chestnut sprout and plant it in a tree farm, until it was large enough to be genetically crossed with the disease-resistant Chinese species. Then, the offspring of this hybrid were repeatedly crossed with a parent generation of American chestnut species. In this way, the fast-growth and other desirable characteristics of the American species could be recovered over time.

Crossbreeding is a labor-intensive process! It takes seven to nine years for an American chestnut to mature to flowering. So a horticulturalist sometimes has to wait 10 years to do the first cross. When scientists are able to successfully breed a vigorous species, we can let the trees reproduce naturally, and the goal is to reintroduce the tree to the eastern forests.

Now another way we've dealt with this fungus disease is to use a virus. This approach was first used by a French scientist, who isolated a weakened strain of the fungus disease in the lab. Then he successfully injected his French chestnuts with the virus, similar to the vaccine process for small pox. With viral inoculations, you can get results much faster than you can with crossbreeding. The disease never goes away, but its growth can be slowed so that the tree survives.

What we've seen is that the American chestnuts that have been injected with a virus grow pretty fast in controlled environments. Unfortunately, though, we think only a portion of these inoculated trees will show enough resistance to survive. Over the long term, then, crossbreeding may prove the more effective solution. Of course, tree scientists are using both approaches now, just in case.

In other cases, you'll find that scientists have different points of views and different theories. So when you are reading or doing research in this field, make sure you check the data carefully. It can be painstaking work keeping track of all the various fossil sites and the periods of the fossil deposits. But in time you'll find it's well worth the effort.

Now I'd like to turn to the Pliocene Epoch, which began about five million years ago and ended less than two million years ago. As we look at changes in the early primates, we see that the environment, including the climate and physical terrain, influences how primates adapt over time. Environmental change sets the stage for all evolutionary change, and the Pliocene is no exception.

OK, during the middle of the Pliocene, around three million years ago, grasslands and savannas spread across most continents of the Earth. At that time, the tilt of the Earth changed, and so it pointed away from the Sun for longer periods. This caused an overall cooling of the Earth and led to the formation of these many grassland savannas. Now, savannas, by definition, are found in warm or hot climates where the annual rainfall is about 20 to 50 inches a year. But, for a savanna to exist, it is crucial that all the rain falls within a limited period, specifically within six to eight months of the year. After this rainy period, there must be a long period of drought—otherwise, the grasslands will turn into rainforests.

So why was this Pliocene climate change important in the evolution of our human ancestors? In Africa, temperatures dropped steeply and the air became stripped of moisture. Humid woodland shriveled away. Up to this point, many of the higher primates had been living in rain forests, where they had a diet of mostly fruit, supplemented by small insects. They got their food from the trees and slept in the branches, but spent part of the time on the ground. As the forests got smaller, there wasn't enough food for all the apes. The less aggressive species were driven out onto the open savanna.

Many of the humanlike primates that had relied on forests for food died out. Other species adapted in order to forage, searching for food in new ways and thus they expanded their diets. Some of these adaptations were successful; others were not. We know that the genus Australopithecus lived during the Pliocene Epoch. Remember, members of Australopithecus could walk on two feet. But contained within the genus Australopithecus were many different species. In Africa, one of these blood lines was a very large species that developed large molar teeth and a specialized jaw so that it could chew on the grass in the savannas. By becoming a highly specialized vegetarian, this species ensured a comfortable life for itself for the short term. But when the climate continued to cool, it became extinct. Thus this large species disappeared a million years ago. In contrast, there was a smaller species of Australopithecus that adapted to the climate change by evolving other body changes, changes including sharp teeth like fangs and sharp, pointed incisors—teeth similar to the ones humans have today. Consequently, it is believed that this "slender" form of Australopithecus was able to forage for more diverse foods, meaning it was also able to kill and eat meat. From the fossil evidence, we know that this small form gave rise to the humanlike primates of the genus "Homo." So they were the direct ancestors of Homo sapiens.

Of course, there is still a lot of controversy about what primate species was eating what foods at what time. But, carbon analyses show us that, after the climate change, meats and food from fresh-water or ocean shores became an increasing part of some primates' diet. In fact, it is believed that animal fat from this meat diet contributed to the spurt in brain growth in the line of primates leading directly to humans.

Today we're going to be applying these principles of motion to flight as we look at some basic Aerodynamics. To do so, I thought I'd tell you the story of how the Wright brothers invented the airplane. Like you, the Wright brothers had to learn Physics, step by step. Wilbur and Orville were both tenacious learners who grappled with the physical properties of Aerodynamics for many years before they built a working airplane. As they became aware of the Physics, they had to invent each of the technologies needed to make their aircraft fly.

All right then. Let's look at some of the problems that they needed to overcome to get their plane to fly.

Now, at the end of the 19th century, the newspapers were filled with accounts of "flying machines". The Wright brothers read about these relatively primitive aircraft and realized none had suitable controls. They hoped that they could learn more about Flight Dynamics by watching birds in flight. The Wrights watched vultures, eagles and hawks maneuver with their wings in unstable air. Wilbur's favorite was the vulture, because it soared more than other birds. In physical terms, a soaring bird is able to achieve a perfect balance of the physical forces of lift, drift and gravity. Wilbur came to the conclusion that birds balance themselves in flight by adjusting the shape of their wings. In order to maintain what we call "lateral control", the Wrights would have first to change the shape of the wing. They learned that a long, narrow wing shape was perfect for flight.

So now they needed to find out how to control the airplane in flight. There were three basic dimensions needed to control an aircraft. Of these three dimensions, the first type of control needed in flight is for pitch. Pitch controls the up-and-down movement of the nose; in other words, pitch is what allows an aircraft to descend or climb.

The second type of control needed is for yaw. Yaw control allows the craft's nose to turn right or left, providing the aircraft's directional control.

And the third type of control is for roll. Roll is the up-and-down movement of the two wing tips; roll control allows for lateral control, which is necessary for turning the aircraft.

Now, to solve the problem of pitch, the Wright brothers built a kind of horizontal movable tail called an elevator, which could control pitch. By moving the elevator up or down, the pilot could produce a change in the fixed horizontal tail's downforce, thereby causing the nose of the aircraft to go up or down.

To address the issue of yaw, the Wrights added at the back of the plane a tail with movable rudders. By moving the rudders left or right, the pilot can create a side force which causes the plane's nose to yaw to the left or right.

For the third problem—that of rolling, the Wright brothers invented a pulley system that used wires to "bend" the shape of one wing or the other. Through this action, they could produce a large lift force pulling on one of the wings, causing the plane to roll to the left or right, for example, in preparation for a turn.

 It's been over a hundred years now—do airplanes today still have controls for pitch, yaw and roll?


P:
 Yes, unquestionably. But the aerodynamic structures and systems used to carry out these controls are obviously not the same. For one thing, in modern airliners we rely extensively on computerization. But we also have new parts—for example, aircraft today have a movable part on each wing called an aileron. These moveable wing parts are used by modern pilots to control roll, as opposed to the pulley and cables used by the Wright brothers to "bend" the wings. But both of these methods achieve roll control. Suffice it to say, every aircraft ever built since 1902 and the Wright brothers has had controls to pitch the nose up or down, and yaw the nose from side to side, and roll the wings right or left.

Similarly, before I begin in earnest, I want to clear up another potentially confusing semantic issue involving the word "romantic." Some people, when they hear the word "romantic," think of hearts and Valentine's Day. But in the arts, Romanticism encompasses a whole host of themes—including the notion of romantic love—but the scope goes well beyond that.

Now, when we talk about historical epochs, it's important to remember that there is no clear break between one epoch and another. In this case, there's no obvious split between Classicism and Romanticism. An artistic movement involves gradual change, involving different composers, in different countries. This said, most scholars believe the Romantic Movement in the arts began with Romantic literature in Germany at the end of the 18th century.

What about Romanticism in music, then? There's much discussion among musicologists about when Romanticism in music first began; some historians say the Romantic Epoch runs from 1815 to 1910．But we can point to definite changes occurring around 1800. It's helpful to look at the transition from Classicism to Romanticism by looking at the works of Beethoven, and not only because Beethoven's life runs roughly concurrent with the span of the Romantic period. It's also because many of Beethoven's greatest works epitomize key aspects of the Romantic style. His famous Eroica Symphony—the Third Symphony, first performed in 1805, shows a marked departure from Classical themes and forms. Beethoven's Third Symphony constitutes a turning point in musical history because of its unconventional format—it was much longer than previous symphonies—and because of its ability to evoke emotion. It also shows Romantic characteristics in that it was originally composed to commemorate the achievements of Napoleon. Although Beethoven later changed his mind about dedicating the work to the French leader, it was typical of Romantic composers to create bold statements about great leaders and celebrated national events.

What were the social and economic factors shaping this artistic movement? The changes in society accompanying the Industrial Revolution, including the emergence of a strong middle class, changed the way that musicians and audiences interacted with music. Along with the growing middle class, we see the rise of individualism. Economically, musicians were no longer dependent on a few aristocratic patrons. Composers could reach out to audiences who could now afford to attend public concerts. This meant that musicians could write and express music based on their individual tastes.

Also, as the middle class became educated about music, audiences became increasingly sophisticated. Composers took advantage of their new resources and created large numbers of symphonies and "tone poems." Numerous concerts were given in Paris, London and Italy. One new kind of public performance was the virtuoso concert, which featured one individual—a virtuoso musician—who'd perform technically challenging music for a doting audience. In a way, they were the "superstars" of their day. Concerts featuring violin and piano players became especially popular.

We all take pianos for granted nowadays, but you may not be aware of how pivotal the Industrial Revolution was in the history of the piano. For one thing, improved metal technology allowed the tension of the piano strings to increase quite a bit through steel piano wires, and this increased tension of the strings added resonance and carrying power to piano acoustics. In addition, during this time the price of pianos became very affordable in Europe and America, making it possible for everyday people to own an instrument that used to be owned just by the wealthy.

Of course, when we think of Romantic piano music, we think of Chopin. Chopin did not make more than 30 public appearances in his life, but his virtuoso works for the piano were considered essential fare for his contemporaries—and this continues to this day. His piano compositions took advantage of the technical improvements in the piano, including the extension of the keyboard to more than six octaves. Chopin's music requires that the performer make the piano"sing;" it has expressive textures and colors. Chopin's most important "genre" for the piano is the "character piece," a short composition designed to express a definite mood or idea. You know these short character pieces by different names—for example, you've certainly heard of nocturnes—those dreamy "night songs"—and piano preludes. We'll be listening to a nocturne or two later on in the hour.

For more than one billion years, these bacteria were the only things alive on the face of the Earth. Back then, bacteria were confined to shallow ocean waters, but eventually they moved to inhabit virtually every place on land, sea and air. Now, billions of years later, those simple cells have evolved into complex types of cells and into complex multicellular organisms. And, uh, living creatures continue to create new cells. Each second of our lives, humans make millions of new cells! But remember, even complex forms of life begin life as a single cell.

In evolution, plants and animals diverged at least 700 million years ago and maybe longer. On the surface, we can see these organisms differ. An apple does not look like the cousin of an antelope. But if you look at plant and animal cells under a microscope, you find there are great similarities. Some organisms are large; some are small, but the cellular dimensions do not vary in a significant way. For example, activities occurring in molecules, such as the duplication of DNA, are much the same for plant and animal cells. Plant and animal cells each have a nucleus. Inside the membranes of both plant and animal cells there's watery fluid. And these are just a few of the many similarities.

But there are also some important differences between plants and animals at the cellular level. Oh, before I forget—this topic will be a large part of Friday's quiz.

Right. [pause] Now where plant and animal cells differ most are in their structure and function. In terms of structure, the first difference I'd like to talk about is the cell wall. There is no cell wall in animal cells, and so the animal cell is soft and flabby. The only way an animal cell gets its structure is from a thin outer layer—not the wall, but a layer we call the cell membrane. Plant cells also have a membrane, but their membranes are surrounded by an outer wall, and this wall is what gives it a rigid structure. And—this is pretty interesting—a cell's shape is influenced by whether or not that cell has a wall. So, animal cells tend to have more rounded edges, because they have no walls, whereas plant cells tend to be long and rectangular, because they do have walls. And because plant cells have this fixed structure, most of them look pretty much alike, which is not true of animal cells.

OK. A second important difference is that animal cells can move. In plants, however, the cell cannot move on its own because it's constrained by its rigid wall. See how the structure—the plant's unbending wall—affects its biological functioning?

But it's not all bad; the cell wall benefits the plant, too. The wall surrounding the plant cell makes it possible for plants to keep growing and growing—to a very large size. And this leads to another significant feature of plants—something different from animals—a plant organism has a large surface compared to a relatively small volume.

OK. Now let's talk about the space inside the plant cell. What's inside the cell wall? One thing inside the plant cell is a structure called a vacuole, something animal cells do not have. What's a vacuole? It's essentially a bag filled with water. These vacuoles are very large relative to the size of the cell, and often take up much of the volume of a plant cell. What does the plant vacuole do? It promotes growth without using up too much energy—but there's a catch. It needs to have water to do its work. And in case you don't think vacuoles are important—the reason lettuce is crunchy when we chew it is because vacuoles are filled with water! When there's no water in those lettuce vacuoles, your salad will wilt. Oh, and I should add: Animal cells do not have large vacuoles, but they do have some tiny ones, which are not as important.

OK, we're almost out of time so let me stop for a moment and ask—are there any questions so far?

I want now to talk about how socialization causes people to conform to social rules. In a society which is small and relatively homogeneous, conformity in behavior happens because social experiences are much the same for all members of society. Social norms tend to be consistent across all sectors of society. There is agreement about these norms, and they are strongly supported by tradition. For example, in a village, rules may be passed down orally from one's parents or from the village elders. Social control in this kind of social context relies on the fact that an individual is sanctioning his or her own actions.

What do we mean by "sanction"? A sanction is an action taken to address and alter behavior. Some people mistakenly think that sanctions are all negative, but sanctions can be positive as well. A positive sanction is offered as an incentive, to encourage a certain behavior. A negative sanction is meant to discourage a behavior. All societies have sanctions, but as I mentioned just now, these don't have to be formal. The social mechanisms can be informal and come from our friends and neighbors. For example, we may choose not to throw litter on our neighbor's sidewalk because we know it will cause them to be disappointed in us.

OK, so in our example of a homogenous society, people most frequently decide for themselves to act acceptably. In other words, these people have internalized social norms. The people who do deviate from social norms may receive what we call "external" sanctions, but these can be formal or informal. An example of an informal external sanction would be that the people who deviate from norms become subject to gossip, ridicule or humiliation.

Now interestingly enough even in complex, heterogeneous societies such as the United Kingdom or the United States, social control typically occurs because people have already internalized social norms. Of course, individuals in heterogeneous societies also feel the tug of a guilty conscience, and they will sanction their own actions. They're also influenced by external pressures; that is to say they care what family, friends and neighbors might say about them. Indeed, these internal or informal factors are usually enough to keep most people from deviating from the norms. In the broader scheme of things, formal punishment such as imprisonment is relatively rare.

But across the various segments in diverse societies, people may not always share the same value systems. Or there may be struggles between groups with different interests who are competing for economic gain. In these situations, there is often a need for more formal mechanisms of social control.

Now a word about formal control in society. Formal control can be broken into three components. First, formal control is characterized by very explicit rules of conduct. In other words, the rules or laws are clearly communicated in an official capacity. An instance of an explicit rule is a red traffic light. Citizens may not cross the road when the traffic light is red; that is an explicit rule.

OK, the second aspect of formal control is the planned use of sanctions to support the rules. Obviously, leaders and legislators would like the members of society to abide by those rules. That means the leaders will think of ways to create incentives—positive or negative—causing citizens to conform.

And the third aspect of formal control is the need to appoint people to interpret and enforce these rules. A legal system carries out many rules of social control. Police arrest burglars, prosecutors prosecute them, juries convict them, judges sentence them, prison guards watch them, and parole boards release them.

Of course, as we shall see, there are other types of formal control mechanisms, such as firing and promoting employees, and providing other types of compensation for work. These control mechanisms can be found in universities, governments and businesses.

Now the framework of formal legal controls provides a means for citizens to resolve disputes. Increasingly, people go to the courts for matters that used to be handled informally through negotiation or mediation. Still, when we legally resolve a conflict, we do not necessarily remove the hostility between the parties. A legal case, for example, may involve a claim that a company discriminated against an employee because he was an older worker, say, in his fifties. In making the ruling, the court may successfully settle one specific matter of law, and at the same time fail to address the broader, underlying social issues that have produced that conflict.

 We've talked about the states of matter. And water, like all forms of matter, has states. As we know, water exists in three states: Solid, liquid and gas. Each of these states is stable under certain conditions. When conditions change, the state changes. That's the easy part, but now it gets tricky. Think that scientists know all there is to know about water? Think again! Sure, we rely on water for life, and water covers some 70 percent of the Earth's surface. But in fact there are lots of things we still don't entirely understand. Take ice, for example. The freezing of water and the melting of ice are among the most common and dramatic examples of matter changing states, yet basic aspects of how these transformations take place have puzzled chemists—[pause] and physicists—for years.

Many of the properties of water are due to its strong hydrogen bonding, the bonds formed between a hydrogen atom and other atoms. Each water molecule has two hydrogen atoms and one oxygen atom, allowing the molecule to form many hydrogen bonds with adjacent molecules. Because it is difficult to break these bonds, water can stay liquid at ordinary temperatures.

Now, as you know, liquid water forms a hard solid when the temperature drops below 32 degrees Fahrenheit or zero degrees Centigrade at one atmosphere pressure. Water, unlike most liquids, expands on freezing, so ice is less dense than liquid water. Because of this lower density, ice can float in water. So water is unusual. For most other substances, the solid form has a greater density than the liquid form.

And one of the interesting things about ice's relatively low density is that pressure can decrease ice's melting point. That means that great pressure can force ice back into a liquid state. [pause] Ah, yes?

Until recently it was widely believed that ice gets slippery because of pressure. According to this first theory, the weight of the skater pressing down on a blade of an ice skate exerts pressure on the ice, causing it to melt the ice crystals on a very thin layer at the surface. The melted layer provided lubrication between the ice and the blade.

But the pressure explanation is no longer accepted by many scientists. OK, yes, some melting does occur from pressure, but the changes are too small to be considered the primary reason that ice gets slippery.

So why, then? The second contending theory is related to friction, as opposed to pressure. In this model, the assumption is that the fast-moving blade of the skate creates friction on the ice, generating heat to melt a thin layer of water under the skate. We know that there is some friction and that melting occurs. But this theory is also problematic since it doesn't fully explain how it is that a person who's standing still on ice will also slip.

So that leads us to the third theory, the hypothesis that ice has an inherently slippery layer at its surface. The scientific basis for this theory is that there are chains of water molecules on the part of the ice closest to the air and these molecule chains are not able to form ice crystals. The reason they can't form crystals is that the molecule chains are vibrating like liquid water molecules, so they can't properly bond with the molecules underneath them, the molecules in the mass of ice. That's why we now think that this wet layer composed of molecule chains is what makes ice slippery for skaters.

We also think that the principle of an inherently slippery layer on ice may help explain how glaciers flow. The film, which is in the state of solid ice, acts sort of like a liquid. So ice has some of the structural characteristics of the solid below it, but has the mobility of a fluid.

But from the 1840s on, trains became an increasingly important mode of transportation. The pinnacle achievement in the area of railroad technology was the building of the first transcontinental rail, from Nebraska to California. We'll talk about that milestone later on in the lecture, but now I'd like to provide an overview of the economic growth that accompanied the rollout of the railroad system.

At first, the technology was imported. The earliest locomotives used in North America ran on steam and were of British design. The first American railroad began operations in 1827, out of Baltimore. Just a coincidence? [pause] By 1825, Baltimore had become the second largest city in the US. But its seaport—unlike New York City's—did not have a major river system reaching into the interior of the country. Unlike New York, where shippers could use steamboats to travel up the Hudson River, Baltimore shippers did not have river access to the hinterland. So Baltimore had a lot of incentive to develop the new technologies needed for railroad shipping.

OK. This is probably a good time to say a few words about how transportation in general can promote an economy. Transportation—no matter what form—is important in forging social, political and commercial ties. And on a practical level, transportation makes it possible for goods to reach distant markets. These potential benefits were certainly factors driving the building of railroads in the 19th century.

Earlier in the 19th century, Alexander Hamilton—the very first US Secretary of the Treasury—had said that "internal improvements" were necessary for economic growth. He proposed that the government subsidize manufacturing. Hamilton knew that transportation facilitated communication and commerce. These "internal improvements" included a network of seaports, railroads and roadways, what today we call the "infrastructure" of the economy. In Hamilton's time, the president vetoed his proposal to use government funds to strengthen manufacturing. But farsighted private investors were more than willing to invest in the infrastructure of the railway system.

Business enterprises wanted to operate railroad networks for both technological and organizational reasons. Whereas the companies that owned shipping canals rarely owned the boats that traveled on the canals, the investors in railroads looked at the big picture—they took an ownership stake in both the railways and the trains. The American railroads attracted considerable attention from European investors as well. This capital infusion allowed the railroads to be built quickly, and to be built with high quality iron and steel. Especially in the West and the South, this robust approach led to a strong demand for the steel rails needed to build the new railways. So you can see how, in this way, the building of railroads served as a major impetus in the expansion of the iron and steel industry. It also increased the railroad mileage.

OK. As the technology continued to improve, railroads become the favorite means of overland transportation. Trains not only captured passenger traffic from the canals, they began to compete to carry grain and coal. Indeed, some of the first railroads in the north were built by textile manufacturers and coal mine owners to replace canals they had already constructed. The various railroad companies worked out complicated inter-company arrangements so that the goods placed in the train car by the initial company did not have to be reloaded by other companies and stayed on board until they reached the final destination.

Another outcome closely tied to the development of a national system of transportation was the dramatic growth of regional agriculture. We can see, for example, the relationship between wheat production and the boom in railroad expansion. By 1850, the Northwest exceeded the Northeast in wheat production as areas for wheat-growing moved westward. Growth in meat packing and the production of corn and hogs also moved westwards at lightning speeds.

A related benefit was the increase in population in the western areas. Wherever railroads went, they created stopping points with water tanks, eating places and hotels. These little train stops evolved into farms, villages and eventually cities. Thus the population in western regions grew steadily, broadening the economic base and providing new markets for eastern goods.

It was in this boom climate that the transcontinental railroad project was finally authorized. By 1862, the federal government was finally willing to back railroad infrastructure and provide subsidies to the railroad companies. In 1869, the final rail stake was hammered in place, signifying a new era of consolidation.

 In your reading for today, you should have read about the various stages of sleep. This is complicated stuff, and scientists are still arguing about what happens in each stage. But one straightforward way to classify the stages of sleep is to distinguish between REM [pronounced rem] sleep and non-REM sleep. There are several types of non-REM sleep, but I want to focus on REM sleep for now.

Adult humans devote about one quarter of their sleep time in REM sleep—not a lot in the greater scheme of things. REM sleep typically comes at the end of each sleep cycle, and a complete sleep cycle including all five stages typically lasts from 90 to 120 minutes. On an average night, we usually have about 4 or 5 periods of REM sleep. These periods are short at the beginning but get longer at the end of the night.

We know that REM sleep is physiologically different from the stages in non-REM sleep. Certain neurons in the brain are particularly active during REM sleep. The term REM, of course, is an abbreviation for rapid eye movement, and we know these eye movements take place while we're dreaming. Note as well—the rate of our heart beat and our breathing is irregular during REM sleep. And our body temperature fluctuates.

Keep all of this in mind as I tell you how REM sleep may be related to our ability to consolidate learning while we are sleeping. Research suggests that memory consolidation takes place during sleep because the neural connections in our brains that form memories are strengthened.

Many studies show that REM sleep is important in the consolidation of the type of memory we call "procedural memory"—how we remember the procedure of how to do something. Examples of this would be, say, using our fingers to play the piano or to use a computer keyboard. In one study, the subjects were observed learning to do new jumps on a trampoline, a task which required new, complex motor skills. The best trampoline learners showed increases in REM sleep and no differences in non-REM sleep. But the subjects in the control groups, who weren't able to learn new trampoline skills, showed no difference in either REM or non-REM sleep.

So what is REM sleep doing? We think the explanation is that—after we learn something—the memory of it is not in its final form. The brain still has to get the memory into a form where it will be useful. So during REM, we think that the neurons are strengthening certain connections that constitute the most important memories, and that it's also taking those memories and it's shuffling them around to different parts of the brain, to increase brain efficiency.

 [laughing] Grandmothers all over the world are going to show different sleep patterns from their granddaughters, because grandmothers are older in age. But to answer your question directly, neuroscientists worldwide are looking at sleep behaviors across cultures, and there are indeed some differences. One very obvious divergence can be found between those societies which use lots of artificial light and those which do not.

If you look at the satellite pictures of Earth at nighttime, you can see the major metropolitan areas all lit up. It's kind of surreal. Take New York, for example, or even better, Los Angeles—it's light all night long—which means a lot of people there aren't sleeping. Before the invention of the light bulb, people weren't able to use artificial light to such an extent, and the data shows that people were sleeping a lot more hours a night then. The people in Los Angeles and these other"lit-up areas" may get up a little later in the morning, but they're still sleeping less than they did before. Which is a scary thing, because chronic fatigue is simply not healthy over the long term.

Also, another difference we see in societies without artificial light is that the people there tend to have sleep patterns which are more broken-up. We call this sleep "segmented sleep," because there are multiple segments of sleeping and waking within a 24-hour period. One example we all know of is the habit of people in remote regions of Africa, for example, or Latin America—where people will sleep for several hours in the afternoon. These folk are used to breaking up their sleep in several segments, so that their bodies process the information they gather during their waking hours in somewhat different "rhythms," if you will.

But there's one type of writing that's common to many communication platforms—news writing, and that's what I'd like to turn to now. I should add—a familiarity with news writing conventions is probably one of the more valuable skills that you'll take away from this class, even if you don't plan on becoming a reporter. Any communicator worth his—or her—salt should understand these strategies.

What I'm about to cover may be old hat to those of you who worked on school newspapers, but for the rest of you, I want to quickly go over some of the key terminology. Then we can cut straight to the meat of our lecture, which will be how to write a hard news story using the inverted pyramid format. OK?

Now the news style is not only determined by the type of words and sentence structures we use, it is also determined by the way in which we present information.

What is "hard news," then? For one thing, hard news focuses on facts in a no-nonsense way. And a hard news story often reports on recent events of significance. It could be the signing of a peace treaty, the passing of a law or the death of a famous person. It doesn't contain a lot of extraneous detail or editorializing. Soft news, in contrast, is often about less serious topics, such as entertainment news, and includes feature pieces that may be written in a chatty tone.

In any news article, hard or soft, the most important part is the lead. What's a "lead"? The lead is the introductory part found in the new story's first paragraph. In many stories, the "lead" may constitute only one sentence, since in newspapers paragraphs are very short.

OK, so much for terminology. You will find that in a hard news story the important information and any background material often form the shape of an inverted pyramid. The small part of the pyramid is at the very top, and the widest part is at the bottom. In this approach, some of the most newsworthy information comes at the beginning, or top, and then the remaining information follows in order of importance, with the least important details at the bottom.

So the lead is at the very top of the inverted pyramid. The rule is that the lead of a hard news story should contain what we call the 5 W's: Who, What, When, Where, and Why. If all the 5 Ws can't be squeezed into the first sentence, they should definitely come soon thereafter.

Did you notice? The inverted pyramid structure does not frame a story around a chronology, but rather around the importance of facts. That's a tricky concept for beginners, because it seems backwards. It runs counter to the storytelling tradition that has a beginning, middle and end. In fact, the inverted pyramid news story contains just two parts: a lead and a body. That means there's no real conclusion. As soon as you've finished stating the facts, you stop!

For example, if you just found a new job and were asked to use an inverted pyramid format to write a story about the great news, you would not start out chronologically by saying that first you took a cab to the office at seven a.m., and then you interviewed for a reporting job in the afternoon, and several weeks later you received a great job offer. Rather, you'd start out like this:"Today I heard from the Wall Street Journal that they want me to work full-time as a reporter, starting in two weeks." Following that lead, you could write more background about the job itself and how you happened to get it.

Now a lot of beginners ask me just how long their hard news articles should be. My answer is that your hard news story should be as long as a piece of string. Why string, you may ask. A piece of string is as long as it is and no longer. And if it needs to be shorter, you can cut it.

What this means is that you as a writer should let each story guide how long your article needs to be. There is no predetermined length. And your editor will cut out words. So remember "string": In hard news, when you're done communicating the key facts, stop writing.

But first let's talk about the word "cloud." Why cloud computing? As you know, a flow diagram for a computer network—one that maps out the data flow—will often show a drawing of a little cloud. This cloud is the "network cloud." It could represent the worldwide Internet, or just a local area network, limited to users in one company. The cloud symbol is put in as a placeholder—as a general representation that indicates we don't really care about the specifics of the network architecture. Similarly, when we say that such-and-such operation is taking place "in the cloud,"we mean that it's taking place within some undefined network or networks.

Increasingly, the phrase "computing in the cloud" has come to mean computer services that are run on web-based browsers. What are some examples of popular applications in cloud computing? Well, e-mail services, for one. And map programs that allow you find where you're going. Ever use online auction sites, where you can buy and sell stuff? Or web-based applications where you make new friends or share videos? The list goes on and on. In each of these cloud applications, we see the trend toward network computing. When you use a web-based e-mail application, for example, your laptop functions as a terminal, and the processing is not done where you are. It gets done remotely. And the data isn't on your machine, either.

Why does it matter where computing happens? Location is important for several reasons. For one thing, the location affects efficiency. And another factor influencing where data resides is who will control that data. If, for example, the data is on my computer, I control when it gets deleted. I can copy it and move it around. But in the cloud computing model, the user is distant from the data and from the processing.

Another way of thinking about cloud computing is historically. So indulge me for a moment as I take you on a trip through technology, so we can take a look at computers in terms of centralized versus decentralized models. In the beginning, there were mainframes—large workhorse computers that had many terminals hooked up to them. In this model all the applications resided on a central computer. And all the data was there, too. This was centralized computing, in that all computing was performed by one big brain—a central processing unit in the mainframe. It was not the most efficient arrangement.

Then, about twenty some years ago, personal computers became affordable for the consumer market. In this era, things started to become more decentralized. The software industry created a lot of fancy tools that allowed a user to do things right on the PC. The PC's processor, or brain, and its data resided on the user's hardware. That meant everyday work tasks like word-processing, spreadsheets and presentations could be done easily, whether on a desktop model or a laptop.

Now in this cloud computing paradigm, computing essentially moved away from the mainframe to the multitude of personal computers in offices and people's homes. Suddenly, we had lots of little brains all over the place. We moved away from centralization and toward decentralization. We call this a "distributed" model of computing, because the processing function is distributed to many people and locations.

So that's a little history. With networking, we're back full circle to centralization. Almost all the brain's intelligence has been moved to the server. To use our cloud analogy, in this new model, the servers are hiding somewhere out there in the cloud. In the Internet era, the servers are the data centers. And we're using a common interface, a standardized web browser that links our PCs to the servers.

This new model also has weaknesses. Web-based applications like word-processing are limited in what they can do. And slow. So there's a trade-off: In a centralized model, you get economy of scale and low cost. But you don't get the full power of applications that reside on your laptop. Suffice it to say, in cloud computing countless improvements need to be made on the browser interface before the move back to centralization is considered complete.

People have always painted on walls. But the earliest images on cave walls were not painted for decoration; these paintings were instead an attempt to somehow capture their beliefs for posterity. These artists put paintings on walls deep within caves, we think, because they didn't want anyone else to have access to them. Besides caves, we can find murals all over the world in many environments—in tombs, churches, government buildings, corporations and even in people's homes.

Now a lot of people think that every mural is a fresco painting, but that's not the case. One type of mural is what we call a "true fresco." In a true fresco, pigments are applied to wet plaster that has lime in it. As the plaster dries, the plaster reacts chemically with the air, thus binding the pigments to the plaster. In a true fresco, the painter has only ten hours to work before the plaster dries. "Dry fresco," on the other hand, is a method of mural painting in which pigments are applied to dry plaster. Traditionally, pigments are mixed with egg yolk or egg white or with an adhesive such as vegetable gum, and then painted on the wall. The results of dry fresco will not be as long-lasting as in true fresco. And the colors of true fresco are more brilliant.

Now fresco painting was known to the ancient Egyptians as well as the ancient Greeks and Romans. As artists, we can get a lot of ideas from these old fresco designs, because we are facing the same design challenges as they were.

One of the oldest frescoes we have to look at is a fragment from an ancient Egyptian tomb. This fragment shows several geese and is, if you can believe it, around three thousand years old. The fact that the geese have lasted all these years is amazing because it was painted using powdered pigment mixed into adhesive gum. This dry fresco was found on a coat of plaster in a tomb chapel.

I want to call your attention to one characteristic of these geese, because it is typical of Egyptian frescoes. This design obeys a basic principle of mural painting that is relevant for us today. You can see that the geese are beautifully rendered; each one is slightly different. Yet the style used is simple and somewhat stylized. Notice how the geese are painted in flat colors, with no attempt to create a three-dimensional effect. In many ways, simplification is fundamental to all fresco painting. Murals that are overcrowded and overworked are rarely successful.

The Egyptians did not paint this way just for aesthetic reasons. Their art served a sacred purpose: they wanted to represent the form of people and things simply so that these things would be present in the afterlife. In fact, did you know that in ancient Egyptian, there was no special term for the word "artist?" One word—the word sekh—was used to mean writing, drawing and painting! So the purity of line found in Egyptian painting is related to the hieroglyphic shapes used in ancient Egyptian writing.

The Egyptians made no attempt at perspective as we know it today. No doubt, you'll find the Egyptian style of murals simple to imitate; however, it is the concept of simplicity behind the images you should try to take with you.

Now, Greek and Roman mural painters used their talents in different ways and for different purposes. Their ornamental schemes were intended to be backdrops in their homes. Because rooms in Roman houses were windowless and dark, they relied on painted decorations to visually open up their living spaces. With paint, they created the illusion of light and shadow. Designs were supposed to stimulate and amuse. The Romans were capable of creating perspective and multidimensional depth, and they created realistic images which could "fool the eye." So the technical aspects of art that were ignored by the Egyptian scribes were enthusiastically and systematically explored by ancient Greek and Roman painters.

I like to tell you one story: Two famous Greek fresco painters wanted to see who was best and had a contest. The first painter created a still-life painting of fruit that was so realistic that birds flew down from the sky to peck at the painted grapes. That artist then turned to his opponent, demanding that he pull back the curtains to reveal his painting. But it was the second artist who won the contest, because his painting was the curtains themselves!

You'll remember, it's non-sexual division that produces most of our cells, cells that allow us to grow from infancy and to replace the older cells.

And you'll remember that in non-sexual cellular division, two identical daughter cells are created from the mother cell. Before cell division, each of the chromosomes duplicates by producing two strands of DNA that are joined at the center. The membrane of the nucleus dissolves, which allows the DNA strands to separate. From these strands, two daughter cells are formed; but they're still inside the mother cell. Then, finally, the membrane of the mother cell divides in two to complete the separation of the daughter cells. So that's the division process for most of the cells in our bodies.

One thing which is very magical is the way cells know when to reproduce and divide and how often to divide. For instance, we know that certain types of human cells are frequently replaced by new ones, like skin and fingernail cells. But other cells are rarely duplicated—the cells in our brains and hearts, for example.

So at the molecular level, there clearly are some other interesting things going on. We know each chromosome is filled with important encoded information—the genetic code of our genes! But there's also a lot of what we call non-coding DNA. Non-coding DNA is important, too. Right now I want to talk about one type of non-coding DNA—the DNA segments called telomeres.

So what's a telomere? Telomeres are found at the ends of chromosomes, and their function is to protect the chromosome ends. A telomere keeps the end of a chromosome from being mistakenly fused together with another chromosome. If it weren't for telomeres, when a chromosome was duplicating itself, it might become damaged and lose vital genetic information. We can liken a strand of DNA to a shoestring—say, the shoestrings of your tennis shoes, where there's a little bit of plastic at the very tip. What's that plastic for? It keeps the shoestring from becoming frayed, so that you can thread the shoelace through the holes in your shoes. The telomere is just like that plastic tip—it stops the end of the chromosome from becoming worn.

But that's not all. Each time a normal body cell divides, its telomeres become a little shorter. This keeps happening until eventually they are so short that no further cell division can occur. Cells with extremely short telomeres don't work properly and eventually die. What's more, we know cells have a finite limit of how many times they can divide. So this shrinkage of telomeres may be like a clock that determines the longevity of a cell. We're not sure how this clock works, but scientists believe the shortening of telomeres is related somehow to the aging process, at least in some cells.

In the 1980s and early 90s, Xerox invested a lot of money to create technical manuals to help their repair technicians. These manuals were very long and very boring. They documented in total detail how to repair the photocopiers. The problem was, the people in the field didn't want to read them.



But, as it turned out, the repair technicians would talk with each other about the various problems they had in fixing machines. They would use their lunch times and breaks to share stores. And then company managers noticed that the technicians started communicating with each other while they were on the job, calling each other on the phone, sharing even more ways to trouble-shoot and repair the machines. From this phenomenon, experts in knowledge management realized that it was the social interaction between repair technicians that was improving efficiency. This case teaches us that technical knowledge is a socially distributed resource that is disseminated orally.

One classic example of how this integration can be accomplished is the story of Lee Lacocca and how he began using the quarterly performance review in a strategic way.

None of you will remember—since you weren't even born yet—when the US automobile industry first started to react to government regulations for safer cars and cleaner emissions. Back during the 1960s, the auto industry was going through a lot of changes. That's when Lee Lacocca became an executive at Ford Motor Company. In his role as president, Lacocca had to pull together financial information to create interim financial statements. As we learned last week, interim statements are financial reports that are created periodically during the accounting year. They can be done every month, or every quarter. Company stockholders receive this financial data quarterly, along with a summary that explains the business trends. So stockholders can read this report and understand why they are earning—or oftentimes not earning—money on that stock.

As Lacocca was working to prepare these quarterly reports for stockholders, it occurred to him that it might make sense to hold quarterly reviews with his managers. He began to develop a performance evaluation system that was in sync with the quarterly financial reporting system. The idea was that each manager would meet every three months with his or her boss. The two of them would talk about what the manager accomplished during that past quarter. And then they would talk about whether the manager's objectives needed to be changed, based on the situation in the previous quarter.

Briefly put, there are three main benefits to the quarterly performance review system. First, it makes each manager "own" his or her work objectives, which motivates that manager to excel—to become more invested in the goals.

Another advantage to this performance review system is that it forces all the managers and their bosses to sit down together at least four times a year and communicate. When they have these discussions, even if the two individuals don't get along very well, the result is that big problems and great ideas get surfaced. In other words, a by-product is that problems are identified and can be solved through the help of the executive leadership. And new ideas bubble to the top, which allows innovation to occur.

Now there are also downsides to the quarterly review system. Can you think of any? Well, for one thing, you've got people who are already very busy who now have to spend a lot of time four times a year sitting down and evaluating all the managers who report to them. That means staff is spending time on tasks other than their everyday duties. And if you've ever worked in a corporation, you know that whenever job performance is being discussed, there's a lot of emotion. A lot of effort is devoted to writing stuff down. So a second drawback of a quarterly review is that you get floods of paperwork which you can drown in. Paperwork that will start piling up and may never get acted upon.

We can see there are pros and cons to this system. But let's talk more about how a performance management system, even an imperfect one, can help benefit an organization strategically. I mentioned the interim financial statements that are issued quarterly to stockholders and to key stakeholders. This communication puts everyone on the same page. Quarterly performance reviews serve this same function within the organization itself—at least in theory—because the conversations allow management and employees to be working toward a common set of objectives, which can be adjusted every three months.

One of the things that new MBAs often fail to remember is that spreadsheets and financial reports are not the key to productivity. Rather, the first step to harnessing organizational potential is to build on human capital! And one way to do that is to make sure employees understand how their jobs fit strategically into the big picture.

To help keep employees informed, managers can leverage information systems, which track productivity and financials. Most IT systems are good at accounting and providing numbers of past results. But systems are not as good at providing strategic information about market trends and how competitors are doing. Your next week's reading assignment is Chapter 7, related to the design of decision support systems. As you read, reflect on the type of information you'd like to have available, if you were leading a company.
