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前言

要想在各类中高级英语考试中取得好成绩，必须掌握足够的词汇。大学英语四六级、研究生入学英语考试、托福、雅思、GRE、GMAT等中高级英语考试都要求考生具备5,000—10,000词汇量，甚至更多。如何更快、更牢固地掌握大量英语单词呢？答案是学习和记忆前缀、词根和后缀，即词素。这是科学、简捷而且十分有效的记忆英语单词的方法。对于不善于机械性记忆的成年人来说，这种方法尤其有效。

第一章

词素的基本概念

一、什么是词素？

用以构成一个词的有意义的音节，叫做词素（morpheme）。从语义的角度来看，词素是不能再分的最小的语言单位。

二、英语变词词素

英语词素按其功能可以分成变词词素和构词词素。

变词词素是附加在词的基本结构上的构形后缀，只表示名词的数、所有格（-s, -es），动词的位、时态（-s, -es, -ed, -ing），形容词、副词的比较级、最高级（-er, -est）等。

变词词素数量很少，它们属于语法范畴，本书不作详细讨论。

三、英语构词词素

英语构词词素是构造单词的成分，可分为词根（root）和词缀（affix）；词缀又分为前缀（prefix）和后缀（suffix）。英文词impression包含有前缀、词根和后缀。im-是前缀，press是词根，-ion是后缀。

1. 词根

构词词素中词根是一个词最基本的、不可缺少的成分，是一个单词的中心。同族词是从同一词根派生出来的，它们在意义上互有联系，因此了解了词根的含义就能大体上掌握各个派生词的意义。如下面这一组同族词有共同的词根face（脸，面）：

2. 前缀

如in-。in后面的连字符-表示in是一个前缀，加在词根前，在词的派生中是不可缺少的词素。前缀具有一定的含义，可以改变词根的意思，但不改变词性。如internet（因特网，互联网），前缀inter-意为“在……之间，相互”，放在词根net（网）之前，构成新词，意为between net（相互之间有联系的网，互联网）。net是名词，加上前缀inter-仍是名词，即前缀没有改变net的词性。

3. 后缀

如-ly。ly前的连字符-表示ly是后缀。后缀附加在词根后，一般不改变词根的含义，只转变词根的词性。如-ful改变名词peace的词性，使其成为形容词。

二、音变变体——音的同化（assimilation）

英语音变是词素内部音素互相变换的现象。音素的变化对词素变体起了很大的作用。最大的一个方面就是音的同化。

音的同化是指在一个词内部或前后两个词之间，一个音受前后音的影响，使发音部位发生变化而彼此变为类似的音，即失去一部分固有的特性而同化。

同化主要表现在辅音上。有些以辅音字母结尾的前缀和以辅音字母开头的词根接合时，前缀的辅音字母被词根开头的辅音字母所同化，这时前缀就产生变体现象。例如：

第三章

学习英语前缀

英语的前缀有一定的含义。深入了解和牢固记忆前缀十分有助于我们掌握由词根加词缀构成的词。前缀与词根相结合可以为我们理解词义提供线索。

有时候，单词词义与前缀和词根结合成的意思相差甚远。例如reject，词根ject的意思是“扔”，前缀re-的意思是“回”，reject的意思不完全是“扔回去”，而是“不接受”或“拒绝”。

由此可见，学习掌握前缀有时需要一些想像力和联想。前缀和词根不一定提供一个词完整的字面意思，很多时候它们有转义或衍生义。尽管如此，我们还是可以从词根和词缀中得到充分的提示。理解了词根和前缀的意义，加上利用上下文提供的线索，我们就能判断出生词的准确意思。

下面我们来按词义分类学习英语常见前缀。


第一节　表示否定意义的前缀

un-是本族语（英语）前缀，而in-是拉丁语前缀。英语从十七世纪以后大量吸收拉丁语词汇，掺入了许多带前缀in-的词汇，结果造成un-和in-一定程度的混用，出现了大量否定对似语（negative doublets）。例如：

unapt = inapt（不适当的）；unreligious = irreligious（无信仰的）

否定对似语在词义上的差别很细微，因此它们实际上是词根同而前缀异的同义词。


注意：
 un-和in-有时用来区别词义：

unexpressive（= inexpressive ）词不达意的；

inexpressible 不可言传的

unpractical（= impractical ）不切实际的；

impracticable 行不通的

英语里由前缀un-所构成的派生词有很多。un-是活用的前缀，可以自由地加在某些形容词前，构成新的派生词；in-是非活用的前缀，除了已有的派生词外（多是加在名词前面），不能用它构成新的派生词。

在许多词典里，un-的派生词多半只列出具有特殊意义的词，对于一般意义很容易推测的，就没有必要把所有的派生词罗列出来。in-的派生词则是全部列出来。从词义上说，un-不仅仅表示否定意义，它还带有贬义色彩，如unkind（不厚道的，不亲切的），unworthy（不值得的）等。因此，un-不用在有贬义的词前面。如foolish, ugly, bad, evil前不加un-，而是用clever, beautiful, good等反义词。

另外，un-和in-在构词上还有以下区别：

a）以in-或im-开头的单词，不再加in-，而用un-

如unimportant，uninhabitable（不适宜居住的）；

b）词尾是拉丁语后缀-ate, -ent, -ant, -ite, -ible的单词，多半用in-

如inadequate, irrelevant, independent, indefinite, indefensible;

c）词尾是本族语后缀-able, -ed, -ful, -ing, -ory, -some的单词，多半用un-

如unable, undecided, unsuccessful, unceasing, unsatisfactory, untroublesome

Julius Caesar ― Hero or Villain（恶棍）


Although the famous Roman Julius Caesar died over two thousand years ago, his legend lives on in the annals（编年史）of history. Some historians see him as a power hungry villain. Others feel he was a reformer whose brutal assassination almost destroyed Rome. However, there is unanimity
 of opinion on one issue: Caesar was the towering figure of his age.

Born about 100 B.C., Caesar came from a poor but noble family. At the time, the rulers of Rome were divided into two parties. The aristocratic（贵族的）party wanted to keep power in its own hands. The radical party wanted the support of the people, many of whom had lost their lands and were living in poverty in Rome. Caesar joined the radical cause.

To be successful, a Roman leader had to conquer new lands and help expand the republic. Caesar made conquests of great magnitude
 . He decimated
 resisting forces in Gaul（now Belgium and France）and added this territory to the Roman Empire. He invaded
 England, where he met strange tribes who painted their bodies and worshiped trees.

Caesar was anxious to tell the Romans of his conquests. The books he wrote included a brief statement summarizing his military career: “I came, I saw, I conquered.”

A decade
 of conquest gained Caesar considerable political power. He had formed a ruling “triumvirate
 ”（三头政治）in 60 B.C. with Crassus and Pompey. After Crassus's death, Caesar and Pompey became rivals. At first, Caesar felt ambivalent
 about attacking his former friend. The fact that Pompey was married to Caesar's daughter deepened the dilemma
 . However, after some thought, Caesar decided to take decisive action.

In the first act of the conflict
 , Caesar crossed the Rubicon River in 49 B.C. to challenge Pompey.（To this day the phrase crossing the Rubicon means to take an irreversible
 step.）Caesar's victory over Pompey is recorded in a trilogy
 （三部曲），Commentary on the Civil War. His triumph gave him a monopoly
 on Roman leadership, and he took the tile of “dictator.”

Despite his busy career, Caesar took time for several romantic interests, among them the Egyptian queen Cleopatra. Caesar aroused considerable disapproval
 when, ignoring
 his own wife, he invited Cleopatra to Rome.

In his short time as dictator, Caesar accomplished many reforms
 . He extended
 Roman citizenship to the whole of Italy. He improved the disintegrating
 condition of farming by giving land to soldiers who had served under him. His integrity in deepening promises to his soldiers gained him the loyalty of poorer citizens. However, Caesar's reform of the calendar had the most long lasting effects. He replaced an inaccurate
 calendar with the improved Julian version. In a somewhat more trivial action, he named the month of his birth, July, after himself.


Unfortunately
 , Caesar was a victim of the perennial
 problem of successful people: the jealousy of others. Caesar had shown magnanimity
 in not executing old enemies, but they now started to plot against him. Jealousy increased as some thought he might establish a monarchy
 , crowning himself as emperor. One nobleman, Cassius, was particularly angry over his own loss of Power. Cassius plotted to assassinate Caesar, and week by week his list of treacherous conspirators grew. The day of Caesar's murder was planned for March 15, 44 B.C. called the Ides of March.

Legend records that Caesar was warned to “beware the Ides of March”，but he decided to face his fate. The assassins gathered on the floor of the Senate building. When Caesar entered they attacked him with daggers. Caesar resisted
 until he realized that in a terrible act of duplicity
 , his close friend Brutus had turned against him. “Et Tu, Brute?”（You too, Brutus?）was his expression
 of anguish as he submitted
 to his murderers.

第四章

学习英语后缀

英语后缀是一种构词词素，在构成派生词中起重要作用。后缀不是独立的词，只是一个具有某种意义的成分，同时起表明词性的作用，因此本章就按常用后缀所表示的词性以及含义来进行分类说明。


第一节　名词后缀

名词后缀数目繁多，内容复杂，意义丰富，通常是加在动词、名词、形容词的词干后构成名词。

从名词的分类意义来看，可以归纳为五种基本现象：

 you are full of help. Other examples are: painful

 and thoughtful
 (someone who is thoughtful
 is kind and always thinks about others; a thoughtful
 action shows care for others).

The suffix -less
 means “without” + the meaning of the adjective: if you are careless
 , you do something “without care”. Other examples are: painless, useless
 (=has no use or function), thoughtless, jobless
 and homeless
 (=with no where to live).

Note: You can see that -ful
 and -less
 are often used with the same words to form opposites. This is not always true: a person with a home is NOT homeful

第五章

学习英语词根

前缀、后缀和词根是单词的组成部分，即词素。前缀和后缀帮助词根构成派生词，是辅助词素，而词根是一个词中最原始的形式，是一个词最根本的稳定的成分。任何一个词可以没有其它部分，但是必须要有词根。

一个词根加上不同的前缀和后缀可以派生出很多新的词，即同根派生词或同族词。在一组同族词里，词根表示主要的基本意义，使同族词在意义上互有联系。懂得了词根的含义，就可以大体上领会各个派生词的意义。因此，掌握词根的含义对扩大词汇量起着关键的作用。我们在前面已经学过常用前缀和后缀。现在，每掌握一个词根，就意味着你的单词增加了几个、十几个，甚至几十个。这是因为一个词根可以和前缀以及后缀派生出成串的同根词，这样对于记忆新词你会顿觉轻松容易，而且记得很牢。有些词也许你过去记了忘、忘了再记，反复多次都没能记住，这次通过学习词根、词缀所掌握的单词再也不会轻易地从你的记忆中消失了。

深刻理解词根的含义对记忆单词有很大的帮助。要深刻理解词根的含义就要了解词根的原始意义和派生意义。原始意义指词根产生时的意义，也叫本义；派生意义指一个词根由其原始意义（本义）派生出来的新的意义，也称转义。只有对词根的原始意义和派生意义都理解了，才能正确判断由词根和词缀组成的派生词的含义。一般来说，词根的原始意义往往也就是词根词义中最常使用的，应该首先掌握。在掌握了词根的原始意义后，要注意掌握其它常用的引申意义，或派生意义。

尽管词根有一些派生意义，但是很多时候这些派生意义离原始意义并不远，它们之间是有联系的。我们可以进行一些联想和推理，再利用上下文所提供的线索，就可以准确地理解和记住生词。

为了便于读者利用联想进行记忆，本章把常用词根按照意义和主题进行分类分析和解释，同时以主题为线带出关联词和同根派生词。

These two words refer to the act of holding something up for disapproval or contempt. Ridicule
 suggests a conscious and usually verbal（口头的）attack on something so that it will be regarded as ludicrous（可笑的，愚蠢的）: heaping ridicule
 on her desire to keep her job after they were married. Derision suggests a fiercer（更猛烈的）attack, one designed not only to show something ludicrous, but contemptible（可鄙的）as well; the word is often used in the context of a public display of such contempt: casting derision
 on the whole tax system; audiences who greeted her efforts at singing with catcalls（嘘声；喝倒彩）and derision

More informally, declare
 can relate simply to forceful or direct assertion（声明）: She declared
 that she didn't want to see him again. This possible implication of forcefulness may or may not be present when the word applies to official rulings.［The judges（裁判）declared
 the contest（比赛）a tie（平局）；The military police declared
 the hotel out of bounds（禁止入内）.］In any case, the word here emphasizes an authoritative utterance（言论）. On an informal level, proclaim
 can indicate the declaring of a considered and definite decision or judgment: She proclaimed
 the dress to be too daring for her personality（个性）. Pertaining to（关系到）official utterance, the word stresses extreme formality（正式）：the ceremony at which he would officially be proclaimed
 archbishop（大主教）. The word can also indicate resolute（坚决的；断然的）conviction（深信；确信）: I proclaim
 the honorable member's statement（陈述）to be a complete falsehood（谬误）.

Compel
 may have as its agent（动作者）a person, an impersonal entity, a law, an action or a set of conditions, and its object（宾语）may be a person or an action. A parent may compel
 his child to do his lessons by threatening to suspend his allowance; the government compels
 young men to perform military service; the law compels
 one to report one's income on pain of penalty; an attack compels
 one to defend oneself; a recession（不景气）may compel
 an employer to lay off（解雇）many of his employees; the government may take steps to compel
 compliance（依从）with the law.


Impel
 always suggests considerable force; sometimes this can apply to the movement of physical objects: an upward rush of sparks, impelled
 by columns of smoke that erupted from the burning buildings. More often, the word refers to people acting under strong outward constraint（强制）or inner necessity: refugees impelled
 to flee before the advancing armies; legislators（立法者）impelled
 by popular opinion to campaign for the passage（通过）of a bill（议案）；impelled
 by his desire to see her once more.

 of their victims before they killed them; the recurrent torture
 of migraine（偏头痛）. Torment suggests mental suffering. It hints at repeated or continuous instances of attack: the torment
 of an alcoholic husband.

dismiss　expel　eject



Dismiss
 is less likely to suggest the use of force, but otherwise is richer in connotations（内涵）than remove. It can mean the routine release or sending away of an inferior by his superior: dismissing
 the servant after the guests were ushered in; dismissing
 the class promptly at three o'clock. It can suggest the routine or disapproving termination（终止）of employment: dismissing
 with thanks the special consultant（顾问）on the completed project; dismissing
 his secretary because of her incessant lateness.


Expel
 and eject
 may both suggest a forcible removing from office or occupancy, but they are more general. Expel
 has its own area of special relevance in applying to the punitive（惩罚性的）dismissing
 of a student from school for unsatisfactory behavior: students expelled
 for cheating; Eject
 is the most emphatic of this group in stressing the use of force; it pertains（涉及）most appropriately to a physical or bodily removal: a spent cartridge（弹药筒）that had been ejected
 by the rifle; calling the police to eject
 the demonstrators from the lobby.


object　objective



Object
 and objective
 would seem too close to distinguish between, but each has a context in which it is the more appropriate of the two. Both are formal and are often used for impersonal planning of an abstract or general nature: the elimination of TB as the object
 of the campaign; economic objectives
 of the second five-year plan. Object
 would be most appropriate for an aim or goal that could be stated in a few words; objective
 suggests a wider, more intangible（无形的，摸不着的）set of goals that includes a good many imponderables. Objective
 however, as a military use for a specific or limited goal: naming Hill 104 as our objective
 . Object
 , by contrast, nearly always suggests specificness or singleness of purpose: the object
 of our search; the object
 of his fantasy life.


interject　intrude



Interject
 means to cut in suddenly. This word is specifically used of oral comments that break in suddenly upon an otherwise even flow of speech. What is interjected
 is simply thrown in unexpectedly and forcefully, as an exclamation arising from a natural reaction.［When that politician's name was mentioned, the doctor interjected
 an oath into the conversation.］


Intrude
 is often limited to overstepping of personal privacy. It suggests a situation in which a person or group has deliberately withdrawn in order to escape interruption — but without success: parents who intrude
 on the secrecies of childhood. Intrude
 may more often be unintentional or sudden: embarrassed at finding that he had intruded
 on the young lovers. It can sometimes be used more generally, but the note of a personal situation is still retained: newspapers that attempt to intrude
 on the decision-making process.

Interject
 means to cut in suddenly. This word is specifically used of oral comments that break in suddenly upon an otherwise even flow of speech. What is interjected
 is simply thrown in unexpectedly and forcefully, as an exclamation arising from a natural reaction.［When that politician's name was mentioned, the doctor interjected
 an oath into the conversation.］

What is interposed
 is put in as a deliberate interruption, such as a protest or digression, and is meant to halt the speech or argument going on.［A student interrupted the lecturer, ostensibly（表面上）to ask a question, but actually to interpose
 his own opinion; When the witness began to shout angrily at his cross-examiner, the judge interposed
 a stern rebuke（反驳；非难）.］

It usually suggests putting something aside until something else occurs, or is done, known, obtained, etc.［The conference will be postponed
 until one week from next Friday; We are postponing
 our trip until the weather grows warmer.］


Protract
 usually means to last a long time, especially longer than usual, or necessary; it is often used adjectivally: protracted
 negotiations covering four months of serious discussions.


compose　synthesize　synthetic



Compose
 , most specifically, refers to musical composition: to compose
 a symphony or a popular song. In its passive use, however, the aesthetic implications disappear and the word refers to combine different things or people together to form a whole: a city composed
 of many ethnic strains.


Synthesize
 means to make something similar to a natural product by combining chemicals: Many minerals have been synthesized
 chemically.


Synthetic
 is synonymous with artificial, but there is a connotation（涵义）in synthetic
 of production by chemical combinations or similar techniques.［Silk is natural fabric while nylon is synthetic
 fabric.］

Elevate
 is a transitive verb, meaning “to raise something or someone to a higher place or position”. When applied to a literal rise in position or altitude, elevate
 sounds very formal, even pretentious. When applied figuratively to a rise in rank or distinction, elevate
 means to promote and is commonly used on a variety of levels: to elevate
 one's goals; He was elevated
 from the rank of lieutenant to captain.


Ascend
 is an intransitive verb, meaning to rise, to go up. It is more formal and less vivid than climb: ascending
 the steep face of the mountain. In metaphorical uses, ascend
 can affect religious or spiritual overtone: a prayer for peace ascending
 from the hearts of all men.

 is certainly more formal than get
 and is more precisely used in formal contexts where the stress is on the seeking out of something: an unmanned spacecraft that could obtain
 soil samples from the moon.

These words agree in meaning to accept openly, though with some reluctance, the truth or existence of a fact, condition, etc. One acknowledges
 something embarrassing or awkward, and usually not voluntarily; more often, the acknowledgement is extracted from one more or less unwillingly: The general acknowledged
 that the war had not been going as well as expected, but he affirmed that a change in strategy（战略）would enhance the prospects of victory.


Admit
 is a bold acknowledgement of implication in something one has formerly tended to deny or to equivocate（说模棱两可的话）about: He admitted
 under questioning that he was in the service of a foreign power, but denied that he was guilty of espionage（间谍）. One concedes
 usually because of overwhelming evidence, something which he has been very reluctant to admit.
 ［He had no choice but to concede
 that he had been guilty of bad judgment; In the face of the disastrous（损失惨重的）military battle, they conceded

incursion　invasion　aggression



Incursion
 is the most formal of these words and is often used in a technical（术语的）sense to indicate a temporary violation of a nation's territory by another nation: arguing that the flight could be considered an incursion
 on Soviet airspace（领空）. In this sense it may suggest any encroachment（侵犯）：an incursion
 on civic（公民的）rights. The word can also be used less technically for any hostile entrance, usually sudden, into another's territory: an armed incursion
 into the Gaza strip（加沙地带）.


Invasion
 resembles raid（袭击）in suggesting an organized and well-planned violation of territory, but it specifically suggests a much more complicated and long-range operation that is usually carried out with the intention of effecting（实现）a seizure（夺取）or change of a permanent sort: the massive Allied invasion
 of Normandy（盟军对诺曼底的大规模占领）. The word can also suggest any unwanted intrusion: an invasion
 of privacy.


Aggression
 refers to actions initiated against other persons or groups. It means unprovoked（无缘无故的）belligerent（好斗的，挑衅的）action. Aggression
 is now widely used among diplomats to describe a variety of actions contrary or hostile to the interests of their own countries. In psychoanalytic usage aggression
 is a tendency towards hostile action: Television violence can encourage aggression
 in children. This sense has led to a number of analogous（类似的）popular usages: He's just taking out his aggressions
 （找茬儿）on me!

Subsist
 means to maintain one's existence or manage to live, and often suggests a relation between life and the conditions which support it: For three months the stranded（束手无策的）sailors subsisted
 solely on indigenous（本土的）plants and an occasional fish washed ashore. Subsist
 emphasizes the dependence of life on the conditions described.


Survive
 indicates continued existence. Often, the word implies the successful overcoming of an ordeal（考验）or threat to existence: Of those wounded in the battle, only three survived.

Conference
 refers to a large formal meeting where a lot of people discuss important matters such as business or politics, especially for several days: a scientific conference
 on the ozone layer（臭氧层）.


Congress
 and convention
 often refer to governmental or political bodies. Congress
 is most commonly used in a governmental sense, particularly of an elected legislative body（立法机关）：the United States Congress
 . Congress
 may refer also to a formal meeting of the representatives of sovereign（主权的）nations, having as its purpose the settlement of certain questions: the Congress
 of Vienna. Convention
 , in its political sense, refers to a scheduled meeting of delegates to pass resolutions, and elect leaders or nominate candidates: the quadrennial（每四年一次的）Democratic and Republican conventions
 in the United States. Convention
 is also often used to refer to a state or national meeting of members from various local branches of a private organization, such as a professional association, social club or business group. In this kind of convention,
 business is conducted, but many of these gatherings are looked on largely as social occasions: arranging the music convention
 （音乐家聚会；音乐节）.

While the term convention
 is typically used of national meetings, international meetings, as of scientists, are more often referred to as congresses
 : an international congress
 of geophysicists（地球物理学者）.

diligent　sedulous　assiduous


These words describe the continual painstaking exertion（努力）of intense care and effort. Diligent
 suggests the accomplishment of work that is well done and that demands the worker's alertness and dedication to the task: his diligent
 efforts to vindicate（维护）his father's name（名声，名誉）. There is also an implication of wary watchfulness（警觉性）and the making of extremely fine distinctions: inspectors diligent
 enough to catch the slightest lowering of standards.


Sedulous
 is considerably more formal than diligent
 but also stresses attentiveness, with a special overtone of unwearying application to an exhausting task: a teacher who proceeded so rapidly that only the most sedulous
 student could follow him.


Assiduous
 is only slightly less formal than sedulous
 ; it emphasizes the ability to do quantities of sheer hard work. There is less implication that the work is well done as in diligent
 or that it is extremely taxing（繁重的，费力的）as in sedulous
 . It does suggest dogged（顽强的）determination and an energetic approach: an assiduous
 struggle against the untamed land that every year brought forth more and more crops. ［A poorly edited book requires the reader's sedulous
 attention to make up for the lack of diligent
 copy editing and assiduous
 proof-reading.］

To incise
 is to cut for the purpose of gaining entry. The word is mostly used in surgery: to incise
 an abdomen（腹）to expose an inflamed appendix（发炎的阑尾）.


Inscribe
 suggests writing for some solemn or official purpose. It can refer to the putting down of a person's name in a formal list or register: to inscribe
 a student's name on his school's permanent honor roll. It can denote（表示）the marking or engraving of words, characters, names, etc., as part of a conspicuous or permanent record: to inscribe
 a name on a public monument; to inscribe
 a ring with a personal message. It can designate（表明）also the signing or dedication（献辞）of a book, a photograph, etc.: to inscribe
 a volume of poetry to an old friend.

When engrave
 means “to cut words or designs（图案）on the surface of a hard object”，it can be replaced by inscribe,
 but engrave
 also means “to be permanently fixed in one's memory or mind”: The image would be forever engraved
 in his memory.

Oppress
 implies the harsh and unjust use of force in keeping someone in subjugation（征服）. Oppress
 emphasizes action rather than motive, and suggests the weighing down or crushing by the might of irresponsible authority. ［The convicts（罪犯）transported to Australia were often oppressed
 by their free masters.］To oppress
 a people is to deprive them of their liberty and often of their hope.


Repress
 and suppress,
 besides sounding so similar, are often used almost as though they were different spellings of the same word. They are differently defined by psychologists, and even in ordinary use a contrast in meaning can be observed. In psychology, repress
 indicates a process of returning to the unconscious mind fears and impulses so that they cannot be easily called up again; this process occurs without the subject's knowledge. Suppress,
 in contrast, relates to a single effort of will in putting away an unpleasant thought; this act may or may not be conscious, and the suppressed
 idea can more easily be recalled for consideration. The ordinary uses of these two words reflect a similar comparison; repress
 is felt as the stronger here, often implying a harsh or excessive stamping out of dissent or rebellion. Suppress
 suggests bring something under control.


constrain　restrain



Constrain
 and restrain
 make a comparable pair, but they are much more clearly distinguished in common use than repress
 and suppress. Constrain
 indicates forcing someone else to do something against his will and carries an overtone（暗示）of disapproval for such an act: constraining his daughter from going out with boy-friends. Restrain
 suggests a gentler, advisory moderation and may sometimes refer to a self-imposed（自己强加给自己的）discipline. As such, it can often be used with a tone（语气）of approval: restraining
 himself from drinking to excess（过度）.

Consent
 is restricted to the giving of permission or the accepting of a proposal or request. ［The adjutant（副官）consented
 to the corporal's（下士）request for emergency leave; She consented
 to his proposal of marriage.］Consent
 always implies the power not to consent
 : The king gave willing consent
 to his son's marriage to a princess, and reluctant consent
 to his daughter's marriage to a commoner（平民）. Where consent
 often implies the permission of a superior, assent
 can indicate the approval of an equal. The word, furthermore, is most often limited to an affirmative response to a statement or opinion: She assented
 to the doctor's assertion（断言）that her son was ill, but would not consent
 to having him hospitalized.

carnival
 — originally the season of merrymaking just before Lent（基督教的大斋期，从大斋首日到复活节前夕，为期四十天）when people took a last fling（一时的、放纵的行乐）before saying “Oh flesh, goodbye!” Today a carnival
 is a kind of outdoor entertainment with games, rides, side shows, and of course, lots of food, also any exuberant（兴高采烈的）or riotous（无秩序的，闹事的）merrymaking or festivities.


carnal
 — most often found in phrases like “carnal
 pleasures” or “carnal
 desires”，and signifying（表示）pleasures or desires of the flesh rather than of the spirit — hence, sensual, lecherous, sexual, etc. The noun is carnality
 .


carnage
 — mass destruction of life（that is, of human flesh
 ），as in war or mass murders.


reincarnation
 — a rebirth or reappearance. Believers in reincarnation
 maintain that one's soul persists after it has fled the flesh
 , and eventually reappears in the body of a newborn infant or animal, or in another form. Some of us, according to this interesting philosophy, were once Napoleon, Alexander the Great, Cleopatra, etc. The verb is reincarnate
 , meaning to bring a soul back in another bodily form.


incarnate
 — in the flesh. If we use this adjective to call someone “the devil incarnate
 ”，we mean that here is the devil in the flesh. Or we may say that someone is evil incarnate
 , that is, the personification（化身）of evil, evil invested with human or bodily form. The verb incarnate
 is to embody, to give bodily form to, or to make real.

 means a feverish, noisy or excited activity by either an individual or a group. It suggests excitement and noisy disorganization: the commotion
 in a schoolroom during the teacher's absence.

A disturbance
 may be no more than a slight commotion
 or an annoying racket（喧闹，狂欢）and it can be caused by a single person or by any number of people: a drunk creating a disturbance
 in a bar; people throwing an all-night party, are castigated（严惩）for causing a disturbance
 to the peace of a quiet neighborhood.


Turbulence
 , often applied to wind and water, suggests troubled, chaotic or confused activity or a whirl of uncontrolled emotion: emotional turbulence
 that drove her to suicide.

These words mean to break out, open or apart in a sudden and violent way, as if from some internal force. Explode
 has specific reference to the physical phenomenon which occurs when any substance or mixture of substances react on impact or by ignition（点火）with a sudden expansion of gases and the liberation of relatively large amounts of thermal（热的）energy. Explode
 , in this sense of blowing up, suggests violence and noise.［The bomb exploded
 at a great distance from our observation point but with so much noise that I was deafened for several minutes.］


Erupt
 , which is also used literally（照字面意思地）and figuratively（比喻地），means to burst forth or to break out. In this word, there is an implication that the bursting or breaking out is done from a restrictive place or condition.［Hot ashes and molten lava（熔岩）erupted
 from the volcano. Angry oaths suddenly erupted
 from the man who had been fighting to keep his temper under control.］

 and replica
 , by contrast, specifically stress the exactness of the copy. Duplicate
 may suggest an exact and valid（有法律效力的）replacement: applying for a duplicate
 of his lost passport.

 is the greatest concern in the egoist
 's mind, the overused word in ego ist
 's vocabulary. Ego
 itself has been taken over from Latin as an important English word and is commonly used to denote（表示）one's concept of oneself, as in, “What do you think your constant criticisms do to my ego
 ?”

If you are an egocentric
 , you consider yourself the center of the universe — you are an extreme form of the egoist
 . And if you are an egomaniac
 , you carry egoism
 to such an extreme that your needs, desires, and interests have become a morbid（病态的）obsession（着魔），a mania. The egoist

Altruism
 , the philosophy practiced by altruists
 , comes from one of the variant spellings of Latin alter
 , other
 . Altruistic
 actions care about the benefit of others. If you alternate
 , you skip one and take the other, so to speak, as when you play golf on alternate
 Saturdays.

An alternate
 in a debate, contest or convention is the other person who will take over if the original choice is unable to attend. And if you have no alternative
 , you have no other choice.

You see how easy it is to understand the meanings of these words once you realize that they all come from the same source. And keeping in mind that alter
 means other
 , you can quickly understand words like alter ego, altercation
 , and alteration
 .

An alteration
 is of course a change — a making into something other
 . When you alter
 your plans, you make other plans.

An altercation
 is a verbal dispute. When you have an altercation
 with someone, you have a violent disagreement, a “fight” with words. And why? Because you have other ideas, plans or opinions than those of the person on the other side of the argument. Altercation
 , by the way, is stronger than quarrel or dispute — the sentiment is more heated, the disagreement is likely to be angry or even hot-tempered. You have altercations
 , in short, over pretty important issues, and the word implies that you get quite excited.


Alter ego
 , which combines alter
 , other
 , with ego
 , I, self
 , generally refers to someone with whom you are so close that you both do the same things, think alike, react similarly, and are, in temperament, almost mirror images of each other. Any such friend is your other I
 , your other self
 , your alter ego
 .

 is a narrative that recounts events with attention to their importance, their mutual（相互的）relations, causes and consequences; it is therefore highly selective: Herodotus's famous history
 of the Persian wars; to commission（委托）an author to write a history
 of a company.

A chronicle
 is a record of events in order of time; annals
 are similar but are divided year by year. Neither chronicles
 nor annals
 attempt to interpret events. A historian, for instance, might scan the annals
 of a political party before writing a history
 of its creation and growth; a magazine article might include a chronicle
 of the major political events of the last 50 years.
